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Overview of administrative expenditure by institution

As in previous years, the 2021 draft budget maintains a rigorous approach towards
administrative expenditure. The administrative expenditure of all institutions combined
increases by 1,6 % (excluding pensions and European schools). The proposed increase is 1,5
% for the Commission and 1,6 % for the other institutions. The main changes in the estimates
of the institutions and the reasons for these are set out below.

The Commission has encouraged all EU institutions and bodies to follow the same rigorous
approach in respect of the request for administrative expenditure and staffing of the European
Institutions, aiming at a stable stafting policy while limiting the increase for all non-salary
related expenditure (excluding pensions and the European Schools) to a maximum of 2 %
compared to the 2020 level.

The Commission is continually seeking to make the most of synergies and efficiencies.
However, the administration must be adequately resourced to deliver on its essential
functions. There is a continuing need to invest in information technologies and the upgrading
of buildings. The withdrawal of the United Kingdom will result in a limited reorientation of
some functions within the administration but the scope of activities will not change — indeed
in some new priority areas it will be intensified.

Using the above guidelines as a benchmark, while taking into account special circumstances
which may justify certain exceptions, in particular additional needs related to buildings, the
Commission has adjusted downwards the original draft estimates of the following three
institutions:

— European Parliament

The initial request, in agreement with the Parliament, is reduced by the amount relating to
baseline services provided by the PMO to the other institutions, for which the
appropriations are now requested for all institutions under the Commission’s budget
section (-EUR 449 000).

Furthermore, the Parliament’s statement of estimates is revised downwards by applying a
2 % limit to the increase in non-salary related expenditure (-EUR 4,6 million).

Overall, this leads to an increase in the Parliament's 2021 budget request of 1,1 %
compared to 2020, down from the 1,4 % increase originally requested.

— European Economic and Social Committee:

The Committee’s statement of estimates includes exceptional expenditure related to the
Van Maerlant building file (EUR 5,4 million).

The Committee's initial request is revised downwards by applying a 2 % limit to the
increase in non-salary related expenditure (-EUR 1,3 million), excluding the exceptional
building expenditure.

Furthermore, the request is reduced, in agreement with the Institution, by the amount
relating to baseline services provided by the PMO to the other institutions for which the
appropriations are now requested for all institutions under the Commission’s budget
section (-EUR 34 390).

Overall, this leads to an increase in the Committee's 2021 budget request of 5,3 %
compared to 2020, down from the 6,2 % increase originally requested by the Committee.

— European Committee of the Regions:
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The section below analyses the expenditure request in the Commission section of the general
budget (Commission, Offices, pensions and European schools). Detailed justifications for the
requests of the other institutions have been provided to the European Parliament and the
Council directly by each institution concerned, in their respective statements of estimates.

Administrative expenditure of the Furopean Commission

Continuing the rigorous approach followed in recent years, and following the logic of the
MFF proposal, the Commission has again thoroughly assessed its budget request for its own
administrative appropriations (excluding pensions and European schools) for 2021.

The following table shows the evolution by nature of the administrative expenditure for the
Commission:
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The Commission's administrative expenditure (excluding pensions and European schools)
shows an increase of 1,5 %, of which:

Expenditure for staff remuneration increasing by 1,4 %, accounts for more than
two thirds of the Commission administrative expenditure, and results from:

— An estimated salary update at the end of 2020 ( +0.9 %) and at the end of 2021
(+2.6% on a six-months basis). The estimate of the 2020 rate has been
established in the light of the current crisis and its impact on the EU economy.
The budget requests of all institutions have been aligned to take account of the
potential consequences of this evolution on the salary update as laid down in
Article 11 of the Staff Regulation.

—  External staff (Full Time Equivalent - FTE) under Heading 7 increases, for which
there are two main reasons: one, the impact of the delegation to executive
agencies of the management of certain programmes of the 2021-2027 period is
not yet updated; two, due to PMO’s new implementation mode for the delivery of
baseline services, which are no longer charged to the other institutions in
accordance with Article 64§2 of the Financial Regulation and an alignment of the
number of contract agents of the PMO to the financing source.

Non-salary-related expenditure increasing by 2,0 % takes into account statutory and
contractual obligations, increasing appropriations relating to termination of service
and an increase of 5,1 % in IT expenditure (Information systems, Digital Workplace,
and Data Centre and Networking services) intended to support the implementation of
the Digital Strategy. However, the Commission has mitigated these increases by
significant nominal reductions in appropriations concerning other types of
expenditure (studies, training, external linguistic services).

Pensions:
The 4,3 %increase in appropriations for staff pensions is a result of the growing

number of pensioners expected (+4,3 %) and the annual updates estimated (2020 and
2021).

For pensions relating to former Members of the institutions, the 22,0 %increase in
appropriations takes into account the different evolution of pensioners expected in
each institution and the annual updates (2020 and 2021). The increase is in particular
affected by the number of retirees who are former Members of the European
Parliament following the end of the 8th parliamentary term in 2019.

European schools:
The appropriations for the contribution to the European schools (‘Type I’) EUR 197,9

million, show a slight increase of 3,5 %as compared to 2020. The contribution
increases for two reasons: a salary increase for 2020 estimated at 0,9 % and starting
from July 2020, that will have to be paid retroactively in 2021, and the contribution of
EUR 2,7 million for the new European school in Brussels (Evere).

The contribution to the ‘Type II” European schools amounts to EUR 0,9 million. The
contribution is similar to the 2020 budget.

This appropriation is intended to cover general training with a view to improving the competences of the staff
and the performance and effectiveness of the institution. It is an essential part of the new Talent Management

Strategy and the new Learning and Development Strategy adopted in 2016.
It covers:

— Fees for experts employed to identify training needs, design, develop and hold courses and evaluate and

monitor results.

— Fees for consultants in various fields, in particular organisational methods, management, strategy, quality
assurance and personnel management, tutoring.

— Expenditure incurred in designing, holding and evaluating the training organized by the Commission in
the form of courses, seminars and conferences (course instructors/speakers and their travel and
subsistence expenses, and teaching materials).

— The cost of participating in outside training and membership fees of the relevant professional

organizations.

— Expenditure related to the participation of staff to training events, including the use of premises, transport,
food and accommodation for the participants of residential courses.
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Training expenditure related to publications and information, associated Internet sites and the purchase of
teaching equipment, subscriptions and licenses for distance teaching, books, press and multimedia
products.

The financing of teaching material.
The cost of maintenance of the Learning Management System (EU LEARN).

The Commission works in partnership with the European School of Administration in the provision of
management training and skills basket training. In other areas, the Commission has taken a number of
measures in order to be able to cope with the increased workload in training over recent years as a result of its
strategic importance. The specific challenges of 2021 will continue those started in the previous years and
will include:

The development of appropriate training to ensure that the Commission is able to fulfil its mandate in an
environment where staff reductions are expected. In particular, the continuation of the development of
staff competencies to facilitate mobility across work areas, roles and professions, and to support staff as
they change or move to new professions.

The provision of appropriate training and development activities in support of Commission talent
management initiatives within the framework of the Talent Management Strategy (induction training,
middle management training, coaching, mentoring, job shadowing etc).

The implementation of the Learning and Development strategy involves the provision of new training
services and major adaptations to the training delivery model (e.g. blended learning, e-learning), in line
with the changing demands of users/customers.

The continuing development of the Commission’s financial management and internal control
systems requires continuous investment in supporting training. For instance, the roll-out of SUMMA will
require substantial efforts as from 2021.

In addition to the general management training offered by the European School of Administrative,
management training activities related to the development of specific Commission management
competencies will continue to be offered by the central Learning and Development Unit.

The professionalisation of Commission staff will continue with the development of a number of learning
paths/packages for specific profiles in the areas of communication, audit, accountancy or document
management, for example.

In line with the continuing need to improve our internal and external communication, a range of learning
activities will continue to be offered for specific target groups.

The estimated budget required amounts to EUR 10.885.000.

Des crédits pour un montant de EUR 150.000 sont destinés au support professionnel spécifique des
interpretes de conférence fonctionnaires et des AIC (interpretes auxiliaires de conférences). Compte tenu des
spécificités de leur profession, les interpretes doivent acquérir une maitrise des langues et de leur culture
beaucoup plus profonde et active qu'un utilisateur général. Le cycle de formation des interprétes pour
I'apprentissage et le maintien des langues combine des périodes d'immersion linguistique et des cours de
langue plus intensifs et approfondis que les cours organisés habituellement par la Commission. L'acquisition
effective d'une langue requiert 4 a 7 ans d'apprentissage. La politique de formation s'inscrit donc dans la
durée.

Le nombre moyen de langues maitrisées par interprete a un impact immédiat sur le nombre d'interpretes
affectés a une réunion, et donc sur le colit de la prestation du service d'interprétation. Pour permettre une
gestion optimale de l'affectation des interpretes dans des réunions qui comptent 24 langues officielles, il faut
que ceux-ci maitrisent en moyenne quatre langues minimum.

Fin 2019, 'interpréte-type de la DG SCIC est de grade ADI10, a 49 ans et maitrise 4,3 langues passives
(contre 3,5 en 2013). Mais cette moyenne cache de trés grandes disparités d’une langue a ’autre. Dans les
unités linguistiques créées a partir de 2004, l'interpréte a un grade moyen ADS8, un dge moyen de 44 ans et
maitrise 3,4 langues, tandis que dans les unités linguistiques plus anciennes, les interprétes ont un dge moyen
de 50 ans, un grade moyen AD11 et maitrisent en moyenne de 4,7 langues.

En outre, les projections sur I’évolution des langues passives montrent que la DG SCIC perdra au moins 9%
du nombre total des langues passives interprétées actuellement dans les 5 années qui viennent a la suite des
départs a la retraite. Une analyse plus fine montre en outre que les unités linguistiques plus anciennes
perdront plus de 11% des langues passives actuellement couvertes.

Dans le cas des unités anglaise et danoise par exemple, la DG SCIC prévoit une perte respective de 25% et
38% des effectifs. Les mémes constats s’ observent dans la population des AIC de ces cabines. Or I'anglais est
une des langues les plus fréquemment utilisées en réunion, y compris par des délégués dont ce n'est pas la
langue maternelle. L'anglais utilisée dans plus que 85% de nos réunions), restera selon nos utilisateurs aussi
importante a l'avenir.

Il est donc indispensable de continuer a investir durablement dans la formation linguistique, en particulier
pour les nouveaux collégues, pour les langues tres déficitaires.

Fin 2019, plus de 100 interpretes fonctionnaires (environ 20% du total) sont engagés a différents stade de leur
parcours d’adjonction d’une langue. Cette effort doit étre poursuivi non seulement pour ne pas perdre les
efforts déja investi dans leur formation, mais aussi pour assurer le remplacement des collégues qui quitteront
le service dans les années qui viennent.

En vertu des dispositions de la convention régissant les conditions de travail des interpretes AIC, ceux-ci ont
acces a un support limité a la formation linguistique sous la forme d'octroi de bourses d'immersion
linguistique et de cheques pédagogiques. En 2019, 14 AIC ont ajouté une langue grace au soutien de la DG
SCIC. Compte tenu de la diminution structurelle des interprétes fonctionnaires observée au cours des
dernieres années, la DG SCIC étudie l'opportunité de renforcer ses actions de soutien professionnel au profit
des AICs accrédités.

Ce crédit couvre €galement des actions d'analyse des besoins de formation et le développement progressif de
modules d’e-learning ainsi que l'organisation de séminaires de formation professionnelle (thématique,
digitale, ‘voice coaching’ etc.) spécifiquement destinés aux interpretes. Ce crédit finance également des
actions spécifiques nécessaires pour l'entretien des langues passives et pour [’acquisition ainsi que I’entretien
des retours.

I convient de noter que 1’anglais reste une langue officielle de I’Union européenne et que I’ensemble de nos
utilisateurs de service nous confirment que la demande d’interprétation pour cette langue se maintiendra au
méme niveau qu’en 2018-2019 a court et moyen terme.

3) Demande de crédits pour 2021

Pour 2021, l'estimation des dépenses relatives aux interprétes et au personnel lié a ’interprétation intégre
I'augmentation de 0,30% découlant du rattrapage de 1’ajustement salarial final pour ’année 2019, celui de
0.9% prévu pour I’année 2020, et la moitié€ de celui de 2,6% prévu pour 2021.

Sur base de I’observation des schémas de fluctuation de demande par rapport au calendrier institutionnel, le
SCIC anticipe pour 2021 un volume d’interprétation en 1égere diminution par rapport aux prévisions du
Budget 2020.

Le SCIC estime aussi que certaines circonstances perdureront en 2021 entrainant notamment un recours
croissant aux AIC non locaux. Compte tenu du facteur d'ajustement salarial et des autres éléments mentionnés
ci-dessus, le SCIC estime son besoin de crédits pour le recrutement d'AIC en 2021 a 48.500.000 EUR.

The Publications Office is responsible for the coordination and production of publications on all media and
all formats for all EU institutions, bodies and agencies. Comprehensive publishing services are offered by the
Office via external service providers in a context of growing demand for new media publications, such as
audio-visual, animated content, data visualisation, mobile apps and HTML products.

Advanced technical training for the Office staff and technical training courses for author services will be
organised regularly.

Aiming to become the reference centre for publications, the Office is intended to centralise and rationalise
publication activities of the EU institutions and achieve overall efficiency gains for the author services.

The Office pre-finances the production of publications for a number of author services. The costs incurred are
later on re-invoiced, which results in the receipt of assigned revenues.

The amount of revenues in 2021 is estimated at EUR 2 200 000.
5.2. Printshop
The Office maintains a team of graphic designers and a team managing a small internal printshop.

The Office also ensures a technology watch of digital and print developments (as a member of the
International Digital Publishing Form), gives technical and practical advice and implements clients’
publications projects via public procurement contracts.

In previous years, the Office used to decrease the request of C1 credits for the internal printshop in order to
reduce the level of carried over assigned revenues. In 2021, the requested level of appropriations is still lower
than Office’s needs.

5.3. Outsourced proofreading, other editorial works

Aiming to refocus quality control and to promote more efficient communication by seeking synergies in the
domain of publication, the Office will introduce substantial changes to working methods, as well as new
services, trainings and IT development.

In 2019, the level of implementation of proofreading costs was relatively low due to the renewal of contracts
with external providers. As of 2020, the Office should resume regular operations.

The Domain Leadership in publications - carried out in a pilot mode in 2020 - will be fully deployed in 2021.
Thus, there will be an increased need for related OP projects (community professionalisation, e.g. e-learning
modules), innovative tools (smart ways of working together in the community), missions (community
animation and outreach), etc.

— Further modernisation of the ISG based on the requirements of the EU institutions and contribution to the
rationalisation of local style guides of the EU Institutions (elimination of redundancies, efficient reuse of
relevant parts of the ISG, provision of back office services).

Long-term preservation

This appropriation covers the maintenance and development of the long-term preservation service as outlined
in the Digital Preservation Plan and adopted by the Office’s Management Committee. The service releases
institutions from maintaining and/or developing local digital archives, leading to budget savings at the level
of the Institutions as a whole.

Further growth in storage capacity needs to be foreseen to accommodate new and/or growing collections and
in particular to anticipate increased demands on storage resulting from the implementation of the EU legal
deposit scheme. Included also is the attainment of ISO certification to formally recognise the service as a
trustworthy digital repository for long-term preservation.
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Following the implementation of the new contract in 2021, significant one-off costs for both the hand-over
and the take-over might occur.

Web preservation

The Office’s Digital Preservation Plan foresees to preserve all EU digital publications, including websites.
The web preservation activity ensures that web content produced by the EU institutions stays available to
future generations.

Additional services are foreseen to facilitate punctual activity in response to the evolving requirements of the
preservation and long-term accessibility of this medium.

Cataloguing, subscription to international agencies

This appropriation is intended to cover fees for the membership in professional associations (such as the
DPC) and in various registration agencies. The latter enables the Office to assign identifiers, such as ISBN,
ISSN, DOI. These identifiers already play a key role in identifying the output of the institutions and ensuring
their discoverability in catalogues worldwide. They will also play a key role for the new Legal Deposit
Scheme and will contribute to linked EU information and access and reuse.

5.4. Legal analysis

This item is intended to cover expenditure on legal analysis and indexing of Union documents. In 2021, this
activity will be extended to new types of documents and to creation of related events.

Legal analysis and indexation focus on linking EU information, increasing discoverability, and more relevant
information retrieval thanks to the alignment of legal metadata. They also contribute to automated exchange
of legal data and change of analysis from the Official Journal level to the act level.

5.5. Information systems

The main justification for the requested budget is closely linked to the level of interest in EU careers in many
Member States and the subsequent high number of candidates participating in the first stages of our selection
procedures (admission tests). EPSO is legally obliged to test all candidates. Moreover, and in order to meet
the requirements of geographical balance as pointed out in the related report issued by the Commission in
June 2018 (COM(2018) 377), EPSO will continue in 2021 to take measures in order to increase the pool of
applicants from underrepresented Member States. The overall objective is to allow the Institutions to recruit
the highly qualified staff they require to perform their missions efficiently, while ensuring sustainable
geographical balance, and all of this in the context of an increasingly challenging competition for talent and
the ongoing digital revolution.

The requested budget will be used for the following activities:
COMMUNICATION STRATEGY AND PUBLICITY

EPSO implements a series of communication activities to increase the attractiveness of EU careers. . Among
others, the following activities and new actions will be financed in 2021:

Mandatory communication and information efforts to be further reinforced and maintained in 24 languages
(as opposed to 3 languages previously) to implement the Court rulings, both in online and in print products;

Strengthening of the EU Careers Employer Brand,;

Implementation and roll-out of the Employer Value Proposition in order to differentiate the Institutions from
other employers targeting the brightest and best of the next generations;

Maintaining and further developing the EU Careers Ambassadors program. This program has become a core
part of the communication strategy, and it will be maintained in all 27 EU Member States;

Targeted actions with organisations involved in the promotion and welfare of EU citizens with disabilities.

CBT-DELIVERY (COMPUTER-BASED TESTING)

The following elements have been taken into account to estimate the budget needed for 2021:

The report by the Special Working group established to review the selection process is yet to be
approved by the Management Board of EPSO. Impact assessment by EPSO of the changes requested
is on-going. Depending on the outcome, the costs to implement the changes might be significant.
However, this will only be known in the course of 2020.

The recruitment needs expressed by the Institutions for 2021 have not yet been established. However,
EPSO is legally obliged to test all candidates irrespective of the target number of laureates (except for
contract agents - see below).

The policy shift from recruiting specialists rather than generalists, which already started in 2019 is
likely to continue in 2021, which means a significant increase in the number of specialist
competitions. Nevertheless, and based on the needs expressed by the institutions for 2020, there will
still be large-scale competitions for AD and AST-SC grades, and for linguist.

As per the requests of the institutions and mainly for specialist competitions, additional tests such as
EU or field-related multiple-choice knowledge tests, as well as a growing number of written tests have
been included into the test portfolio. In some cases, this means adding an additional testing phase,
leading to increased costs.
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- For contract agent selection process, the CAST Permanent selection published in January 2017 will
continue to operate and inclusion of additional profiles are requested by the Institutions regularly.
Only a limited number of applicants are tested under this model, as: a) recruiting services pre-screen
the population of applicants to identify the candidates to be tested (based on a maximum ratio of 10
candidates to be tested per individual vacancy), and b) results are valid for a longer period across
different profiles and function groups, thereby avoiding the need to retest candidates ("Entry ticket"
mechanism). Despite the increased number of profiles, we expect that the number of tested candidates
will remain stable.

In light of the above our calculations are based on past consumption rates, and on the prices included in
the framework contract for delivery of computer-based tests concluded in August 2018 for a duration of
four years. The framework contract is divided in two different lots:

Lot 1: Multiple-choice (MCQ) and Essay-type tests: for the following competitions and estimated
candidates:

— AD, AST and AST-SC large-scale competitions (13.350 candidates)

— Translators (2.500 candidates)

— CAST Permanent (6.000 candidates)

— Junior Professionals Programme (160 candidates)

— MCQ in the field (10.000 candidates)

— Essay-type exams (case studies, written tests and translations) (55.000 candidates)

ASSESSMENT OF THIRD LANGUAGE

Assessment of the third language is compulsory before the first promotion. The tests are organized
directly by external contractors on the basis of the lists submitted by EPSO.

ASSESSMENT CENTRES

The framework contract signed in 2018 covers the delivery of case studies, group exercises, oral
presentations, E-trays and potential other tests, used by EPSO in the open competitions. Test
development runs under a model of a database of exercises (exercises are created upfront, independently
of the competitions).

The current Assessment Centre model could be changed depending on the outcome of the Special
Working group as described earlier. The estimates for 2021 are based on the current model and past
consumption rates, and foresee the following activities:
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— Development of new test material and accompanying documentation and support;

— Adaptation of existing tests;

— Innovation and ad-hoc meetings;

— Provision of IT tools, support and services linked to competitions and selections procedures.
