
New complaints against Estonia fell slightly in 2015 and the number of new EU Pilot files dropped for the second 
consecutive year, reaching its lowest level since 2011. Open infringement cases rose again after being on a down-
ward trend since 2011. Similarly, new infringement cases for late transposition increased but were still below the 
2011 level.
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There were no major Court rulings in 2015.
