Preliminary rulings

[The Court addressed the following preliminary ruling to the Romanian judiciary:

e The amount of the compensation provided by EU rules for cases of denied boarding or cancellation of a flight
is not intended to compensate for damage such as loss of earnings, and that damage may be the subject of
further compensation. In case of denied boarding, it is the responsibility of the operating air carrier to provide
complete information to passengers on their right to reimbursement or re-routing. The passengers have no

obligation to actively contribute to the search for information to that effect?,
