This Strategy draws 
on the contributions of over 10,000 children from the EU and beyond. 1

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• set up an EU Children’s Participation Platform;

• �include children as agents of change in the 
implementation of the Climate Pact and the European 
Green Deal.

• set up a new European Child Guarantee for children in need;

• support efforts towards affordable and accessible healthcare, 
healthy nutrition, psycho-social support,

education and leisure activities.

• support the training of justice professionals
on child-friendly justice;

• work with the Council of Europe to implement
their 2010 guidelines on child-friendly justice.

• �step up the fight against online child sexual abuse and 
make service providers detect and report inappropriate 
content online;

• adopt an updated Better Internet for Kids Strategy in 2022. • maintain a zero tolerance policy on child labour;

• allocate 10% of humanitarian aid and funding
to education in emergencies and protracted crises.
