lawyers with one of the Belgian Bar Associations and entitled to independently give
advice on Belgian law;

accounts have been closed above EUR 250 000;

e capacity to perform the contract with an experienced team of at least three lawyers
with knowledge in English at least at C1 level*, with adequate educational background
(degree at least at level of Master of Laws) and expertise relevant to the tasks that they
shall perform as follows:

v at least 1 senior lawyer, having at least 5 years of relevant professional
experience — practice in the area of ICT law after being registered as fully
qualified lawyer with one of the Belgian Bar Associations;

v’ at least 1 lawyer, having at least 3 years of relevant professional experience —
practice in the area of ICT law after being registered as fully qualified lawyer
with one of the Belgian Bar Associations;

v at least 1 junior lawyer, having at least 2 years of relevant professional
experience - practice in the area of ICT law after obtaining educational degree
of Master of Laws.

e Candidates must prove experience in the field of drafting contractual documents in the
field of ICT law (at least three projects/references having similar or higher/greater
value, scope and complexity, completed in the last three years preceding the tender
submission deadline).
