4. Promising practices
Offering tuition and business skills

The Adult Education Association in Gothenburg (Studieforbundet Vuxenskolan i Goteborg) offers tuition for Roma
who have not completed primary or secondary school education. The city of Gothenburg also launched a pro-
gramme offering Roma 12-week courses in entrepreneurship and the practical skills to develop their own business
ideas. Led by the East Gothenburg authority, the ‘New Way’ project co-funded by the European Social Fund helps
Roma people integrate better into the Swedish workforce. Business-aware cultural interpreters are on hand and
expert instructors offer modules on marketing, taxation and finance. The project aims to find new ways into work,
including self-employment, education or as an employee
