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First scrutiny observations of impact on
competitiveness assessments in 2023

Draft impact assessment reports sometimes did not sufficiently
e assess all relevant dimensions of competitiveness,

e define at which level competitiveness is assessed,
e identify the factors that most significantly affect competitiveness,

e link the results of the competitiveness check to the main analysis,
e inform on the views of affected stakeholders.

* Need to get proportionality right
* Need to tackle early enough data and consultation needs

* Need to present an intelligent analysis
