Remarks

These remarks apply to all the budget lines in this title.

Research and innovation activities under this title will contribute to two main research programmes, i.e. Horizon 2020 and Euratom. It
will also cover research programmes of the Research Fund for Coal and Steel.

It will be carried out in order to pursue the general objectives set out in Article 179 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European
Union, in order to contribute to the creation of a society of knowledge, based on the European Research Area, i.e. supporting
transnational cooperation at all levels throughout the Union, taking the dynamism, creativity and the excellence of European research
to the limits of knowledge, strengthening human resources for research and for technology in Europe, quantitatively and qualitatively,
and research and innovation capacities in the whole of Europe and ensuring optimum use thereof.
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In Horizon 2020, gender equality is addressed as a cross-cutting issue in order to rectify imbalances between women and men and to
integrate a gender dimension in research and innovation content. Particular account will be taken of the need to step up efforts to
enhance the participation at all levels, including decision making, of women in research and innovation.

Also entered against these articles and items are the costs of high-level scientific and technological meetings, conferences, workshops
and seminars of European interest organised by the Commission, the funding of high-level scientific and technological analyses and
evaluations carried out on behalf of the Union to investigate new areas of research suitable for Union action, inter alia, in the context
of the European Research Area, and measures to monitor and disseminate the results of the programmes, including measures under
previous framework programmes.

These appropriations are also intended to cover administrative expenditure, including expenditure on staff, whether covered by the

- the purchase, hire, leasing, maintenance and repair of furniture and equipment, in particular audiovisual, archive, printing,
library, interpretation and specialised office equipment (photocopiers, reader-printers, fax machines, etc.) as well as the
acquisition of documentation and supplies related to this equipment,

- the purchase, maintenance and repair of technical equipment such as generators, air conditioners, etc., and the installation
of equipment for welfare facilities in the delegations,

- the purchase, replacement, hire, leasing, maintenance and repair of vehicles, including tools,
- insurance premiums for vehicles,

- the purchase of books, documents and other non-periodical publications, including updates, and subscriptions to
newspapers, periodicals and various publications, and the cost of binding and other costs for the preservation of periodicals,

- subscriptions to news agencies,

- the purchase of paper, envelopes, office supplies and supplies for reproduction, and some printing contracted to outside
service providers,

- the transport and customs clearance of equipment, the purchase and cleaning of uniforms for floor messengers, drivers, etc.,
various types of insurance (in particular third-party liability and theft), expenditure on internal meetings (drinks, food
served on special occasions),

- the cost of studies, surveys and consultations connected with the administrative operation of delegations and any other
operating expenses not specifically covered by the other items in this article,
