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As in previous years, the 2022 draft budget maintains a rigorous approach towards administrative
expenditure. The administrative expenditure of all institutions combined increases by 3.2 %
(excluding pensions and European schools). The proposed increase is 3,9 % for the Commission and
2,6 % for the other institutions. The main changes in the estimates of the institutions, compared to
2021,and the reasons for these are set out below.

The Commission has encouraged all EU institutions and bodies to follow the same rigorous approach
in respect of their request for administrative expenditure and staffing, aiming at a stable staffing
policy, while limiting the increase for all non-salary related expenditure (excluding pensions and the
European Schools) to a maximum of 2 % compared to the 2021 level.

The respective budget requests of the European Parliament and of the Council are integrated into the
2022 draft budget without any changes, given their specific role as the Budgetary Authority.

European Parliament

The Eurpean Parliament established a statement of estimates in line with the Commission’s budgetary
guidelines for non-salary related expenditure.

However, the Parliament’s statement of estimates includes a request for an additional 142
establishment plan posts and 180 external staff members.

Overall, this leads to an increase in the Parliament's 2022 budget expenditure of 2,4 % compared to
2021.

Council

The Council established a statement of estimates in line with the Commission’s budgetary guidelines
for non-salary related expenditure, apart from an unavoidable rise due to exceptional expenditure for
the organisation of two multilateral summits, and the need for a secure videoconferencing platform
(EUR 5,9 million in total).

However, the Council requests one additional establishment plan post in relation to the recent
interinstitutional agreement on the Transparency Register.

Overall, this leads to an increase in the Council's 2022 budget expenditure of 3,5 % compared to
2021.

Adjustments Proposed

Using the above guidelines as a benchmark, while taking into account special circumstances, which
may justify certain exceptions, in particular additional needs related to buildings, the Commission has
adjusted downwards the original draft estimates of the following four institutions:

Court of Justice of the European Union

The Court of Justice established a statement of estimates in line with the Commission’s budgetary
guidelines for non-salary related expenditure, apart from an unavoidable increase due to the change of
mandates for several Members (EUR 2,1 million).

However, the Court requested 13 additional establishment plan posts, of which four for the Court’s
Registries and nine related to IT issues (cybersecurity, artificial intelligence, multimedia). In view of
the continuing increase in the workload of the Court of Justice, the Commission has integrated a
request for four additional posts for the Court’s Registries into the draft budget 2022, but did not
integrate the request for nine IT-related additional posts (- EUR 0,3 million).

Overall, this leads to an increase in the Court of Justice's 2022 budget request of 4,5 % compared to
2021, down from the 4,7 % increase originally requested.

European Court of Auditors

The European Court of Auditors established a statement of estimates in line with the Commission’s
budgetary guidelines for non-salary related expenditure, apart from an unavoidable increase due to the
change of mandates for several Members (EUR 0,6 million).
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The Commission's administrative expenditure (excluding pensions and European schools) shows an
increase of 3.9 %.

- Expenditure for staff remuneration increases by 4,6 %. It accounts for more than two thirds
of the Commission administrative expenditure, and results from:
— An estimated salary update as of 1 July 2021 (+2.,9 %) and as of 1 July 2022 (+2.,5 % on
a six-months basis).

— External staff (Full Time Equivalent - FTE) under heading 7 increases mainly due to the
conversion of establishment plan posts (ex-D officials) into contractual agents (4 in the
Commission and 19 in OIB), and due to an allocation of additional 7 FTE to OLAF to
reinforce the office’s investigative units and in the context of the Commission's Anti-
Fraud strategy. It is important to note, that these adaptions do not deviate from the
principle of stable staffing. The conversion of ex-D posts is headcount neutral, and
reflects decisions taken at the moment of creating the administrative offices. The
increased allocation to OLAF is fully offset in terms of headcount by a reduction in the
number of FTE on the administrative support lines of headings 1-6).

- Non-salary-related expenditure increases by 1,7 %. This is 0,3 % below the Commission’s
guideline for non-salary expenditure of 2 %, due to the takeover by the EEAS of building C-
25 previously occupied by EPSO, which has led to a reduction of Commission expenditure of
EUR 3.4 million (0,3 %). The EEAS budget includes the impact of the occupation of this
building.

The substantial reduction of the costs related to missions (-16,4 %) and other administrative
expenditure, allows for investments in information technology, fitting-out works for more
collaborative working spaces, greening building projects, and equipment of meeting rooms for
hybrid meetings.

In particular, the 4,1 % increase in IT expenditure mainly results from (a) the impact of urgent
adaptations to the new communications and collaboration tools required by the outbreak of
Covid-19 pandemic in 2020, and (b) the continued efforts in the modernisation of integrated
corporate systems steering the Commission digital transformation (e.g. the finance and
accounting system, the HR systems transformation, and the Reusable Solutions Platform).
Further to this, it is proposed to single out the inter-institutional activities on cyber-security
managed by CERT-EU in a separate article within the IT chapter. Thanks to the new
investments, the Commission IT landscape should evolve to a stabilisation of maintenance
costs in the coming years, while giving room to new technologies that facilitate secure and
efficient ways of working for staff and the Commission.

- Pensions

The 6,1 % increase in appropriations for staff pensions is a result of the growing number of
pensioners expected (+2,9 %) and the annual updates estimated (2021 and 2022).

For pensions relating to former Members of the institutions, the 6,9 % increase in
appropriations takes into account the different evolution of pensioners expected in each
institution, notably in the European Parliament, and the annual updates (2021 and 2022).

- European schools:

The appropriations for the contribution to the European schools (“Type I') EUR 2055 million,
show an increase of 5,0 % as compared to 2021. The contribution increases for two reasons: a
salary increase for 2021 estimated at 2,9 % and starting from July 2021, that will have to be
paid retroactively in 2022, and the full year contribution for the new European school in
Brussels (Evere).

The contribution to the ‘“Type II' European schools amounts to EUR 1,2 million. The
contribution is similar to the 2021 budget.

DG HR provides supplementary aid for people with disabilities as per article 76 of the Staff Regulations.
Demands for supplementary aid (non-medical costs) have been increasing annually and thus in 2020 additional
budget was allocated to this budgetary item.

The 2019 budget increase was to satisfy real needs and to reflect a change in policy related to the proportion of
eligible costs for non-medical costs to be covered by staff.

In this context, the Commission approved in April 2020 new guidelines that include a provision for 100%
coverage of school fees for staff members whose children need to attend a special school to accommodate their
educational needs. The slight increase in the request for PB 2022 take into account the cost-push inflation of
the school fees.

The number of pensioners has been growing at a rate of 4 to 5% per year; but also the age of the pensioners,
which has an impact on the level of the assistance needed. This has generated an increase in demands on
spending. For the first time the number of pensioners will be higher than the staff in activity in the year 2022.

The implementation of the Learning and Development strategy involves the provision of new training services and
major adaptations to the training delivery model (¢.g. blended learning, e-learning), in line with the changing
demands of users/customers. — The continuing development of the Commission’s financial management and
internal control systems requires continuous investment in supporting training. For instance, the roll-out of
SUMMA will require substantial efforts as from 2022,

In addition to the general management training offered by the European School of Administrative, management
training activities related to the development of specific Commission management competencies will continue to
be offered by the central Learning and Development Unit.

The professionalisation of Commission staff will continue with the development of a number of learning
paths/packages for specific profiles in the areas of communication, audit, accountancy or document management,
for example.

In line with the continuing need to improve our internal and external communication, a range of leaming activities
will continue to be offered for specific target groups.

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Exécution 2020

En 2020, principalement en raison de 1’annulation/la non-programmation de réunions avec interprétation par des
organisateurs suite a I'impact de la pandémie COVID-19, I"activité d’interprétation de la DG SCIC a diminué de 65%.
Cette diminution s’est produite dans toutes les institutions et organes pour lesquels DG SCIC fournit de 1'interprétation
de fagon brutale (Conseil : -64%, Commission : -67%).

Les perturbations causées par la pandémie sur la fourniture du service ont également bouleversé la part d’interprétation
prestée au profit des clients: d’une prévision de 68% d’activité a leur bénéfice, a peine 49,8% des services
d’interprétation ont finalement pu leur étre fournis, compte tenu de la chute considérable de la demande et des mesures
sanitaires drastiques qui ont été adoptées pour permettre la poursuite de 1’activité, en particulier pour les réunions
requérant les régimes linguistiques les plus étendus.

Prévisions 2021

Afin d’assurer la poursuite de sa mission d’interprétation malgré les conséquences de la pandémie, la DG SCIC a
introduit de nouvelles technologies permettant de fournir de interprétation lors de la tenue des réunions virtuelles.
Ainsi, DG SCIC a facilité la reprise d’activité et de prise de décision dans les institutions et services.

La reprise de Dactivité¢ devrait s’intensifier en 2021 tandis que les demandeurs de réunions avec interprétation
s adaptent a cette nouvelle situation et que le déploiement des technologies adéquates se poursuit. Si 'amélioration de
la situation sanitaire se poursuit, le taux d’output fin 2021 devrait s’établir a environ trois-quarts du taux d’activité des
années précédentes.

Toutefois, la persistance des mesures sanitaires qui limitent la fourniture des régimes linguistiques les plus étendus et
I’évolution de la demande des différents usagers des services du SCIC ne permettront pas de fournir plus de 53% des
services d’interprétation aux usagers payants de nos services (67% estimé dans le DB 2021). Cette clé signifie que la
part des cotits de la DG SCIC qui correspond a la part des services prestés au bénéfice de la Commission et donc, qui
doit étre supportée par son budget devrait également augmenter.

3) Demande de crédits pour 2022

En vertu de ce qui précede, et dans ’hypothése d’un rétablissement progressif de la demande d’interprétation des
réunions, le rebond dans la demande d’interprétation devrait se poursuivre en 2022 tant de la part des clients que de la
Commission. Méme si certains organisateurs de réunion pourraient continuer au-dela de 2021 en format virtuel, la vaste
majorité d’organisateurs expriment leur intention de privilégier des réunions présenticlles avec la possibilité pour les
délégués de participer pleinement dans les discussions et nouer des contacts avec leurs homologues. De ce fait, le SCIC
anticipe un retour a un volume d’interprétation seulement en légére diminution par rapport aux prévisions du Budget
2019/2020.

En termes de répartition des volumes de services prestés respectivement au bénéfice des clients et des services de la
Commission, 57% des services devraient Etre prestés par le SCIC au bénéfice des clients payants. Pour cette raison, les
crédits budgétaires mis a disposition du SCIC par la Commission devraient s’élever a 43% des besoins budgétaires
totaux estimés.

Pour 2022, l'estimation des dépenses relatives aux interprétes et au personnel li€¢ a Iinterprétation intégre
I'augmentation de 2,9% découlant de 1’ajustement salarial final pour I’année 2021, et la moitié de celui de 2,5% prévu
pour 2022.

Compte tenu des éléments mentionnés ci-dessus et du facteur d'ajustement salarial, le SCIC estime son besoin de
crédits pour le recrutement d'AIC en 2022 a 32.000.000 EUR.

Sur base de la cl¢ de répartition 43%-57%, la demande de crédits pour les ACI BXL s'éléve a 13.800.000 EUR et les
recettes affectées sont estimées a 17.850.000 EUR.

Observations :

En plus des dépenses directes relatives aux AIC, et conformément a la guidance charge back annexée aux régles
internes de la Commission, les dépenses indirectes suivantes sont intrinséquement liées a la capacité¢ du SCIC a fournir
des services d’interprétation :

- les salaires et les dépenses courantes du personnel directement impliqué dans les activités d'interprétation (a
savoir les interpretes, 1'équipe responsable de la programmation des réunions, les gestionnaires de la formation
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¢t la r*émunération d'une partic de I'équipe affectée a l'office interinstitutionnel en charge du paiement de tous
les AIC);

- les dépenses de fonctionnement (frais d'hébergement et dépenses associées) du personnel administratif lié a
l'interprétation;

- la formation professionnelle des interpretes;

- les dépenses informatiques a concurrence de 55% de la dépense informatique totale du SCIC;

- les autres dépenses de personnel externe (représentant 30% de la dépense du SCIC du personnel externe);

- les frais des missions liées aux activités d'interprétation.

La part des coiits du personnel affecté a 'activité d’interprétation a destination des usagers payants, soit 57% de
71.075.844 EUR, est remboursée a la Commission sous forme de recettes affectées allouées a la ligne "20 01 01 01 -
Salaries, allowances and payments of Members of the institution".

Le montant des recettes a rétrocéder a la ligne 20 03 01 01 - Acquisition et location d’immeubles a Bruxelles s’¢leve a
608.760 EUR pour rembourser le de colit d'hébergement du personnel affecté a "activité d’interprétation a destination
des usagers payants, soit 57% de 1.068.000 EUR.

Vu que la vaste majorité des réunions dans les pays tiers avec interprétation ressort des obligations des Institutions
européennes a mener les controles, inspections, audits etc. rien ne laisse supposer que ’amélioration de la situation
sanitaire ne sera pas associée avec un retour au niveau de demandes pour interprétation équivalent aux années
précédentes.

En tenant compte de l'exécution moyenne des années précédentes, et de la demande prévue, les crédits jugés
nécessaires pour 2022, s élevent a 350.000 EUR. Un montant de 50.000 EUR de recettes affectées est prévu pour les
services fournis a des usagers payants.

Dans le cadre stratégique du multilinguisme, le SCIC fournit un support aux programmes de formation d’interprétes de
conférences : subventions aux universités, formations pour formateurs et programmes d’assistance pédagogique,
bourses et visites d”étudiants et programmes d’intégration professionnelle. Cette politique fournit des résultats concrets
ct mesurables.

Bien que ces programmes soient ouverts a tous les étudiants inscrits aux universités de 1’Union offrant des formations
d'interprétation de niveau post-universitaire, le SCIC vise a promouvoir plus particuliérement la formation dans les
langues déficitaires ou considérées comme prioritaires en fonction des besoins du Service.

D’une fagon subsidiaire, ces programmes sont également offerts aux universités des pays candidats (Albanie,
République de Macédoine du Nord, Monténégro, Serbie, Turquie). L objectif poursuivi est d'assurer la création et le
maintien d'une capacité de formation a I'interprétation de qualité, afin de disposer d’un vivier de candidats de qualité
pour les tests d’accréditation et les concours de recrutement d’interprétes qui seront organisés lorsque ces pays
deviendront membres de I'UE. En outre, 'ouverture des différents chapitres dans le processus des négociations
d’adhésion de ces pays requiert de la part du SCIC d’ores et déja la disponibilité d’un pool suffisant d’interprétes pour
ces langues.

En 2020, le SCIC a accrédité 27 nouveaux interpretes free-lance, dont 22 ont regu un soutien griace aux actions
soutenues dans le cadre du programme de travail de la DG : en particulier 11 ont été¢ formés dans des cours
subventionn¢s, 1 a bénéfici€¢ d'une bourse, et 10 ont bénéfici¢ de ces deux types de soutien. Les profils linguistiques des
interpretes ayant réussi les tests d’accréditation confirment que, les objectifs de cette politique sont atteints.

L’ opportunité respective des actions envisagée est systématiquement évaluée en fonction des besoins du service et de
leur impact passé ou escompte, afin de maximiser leurs bénéfices et améliorer leur efficience combinée.

Afin d’assurer la continuité de travail des services de la Commission pendant la pandémie, la DG SCIC a intégré des
plateformes d’interprétation simultanée dans I'infrastructure des salles de réunions, permettant |’interprétation
multilingue de réunions virtuelles.

Le télétravail massif mis en ceuvre dans les services a considérablement accéléré la digitalisation du fonctionnement des
services et mis en lumicre la nécessité de peérenniser ces nouvelles méthodes de travail, notamment en démontrant la
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nécessité de généraliser ’offre de salles permettant la tenue de réunions hybrides. La DG SCIC a démarré en 2020 un
ambitieux projet de rénovation des salles de réunion pour 'ensemble des DGs établies a Bruxelles, afin de préparer la
reprise de ’activité normale de la Commission. Ce projet nécessite une augmentation significative des crédits sur cette
ligne budgétaire pour 2022.

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Corporate Guidance and Governance Services

Currently, the Commission’s business solutions landscape comprises of hundreds of very diverse, yet (to be or already)
interconnected IT systems and related data sources, crucial for operational continuity and policy delivery.

A major priority in the Digital Strategy is to modernise this solutions landscape to better sustain the implementation of
the Commission’s political prioritics and ensuring the delivery of an integrated IT ecosystem. This objective shifts the
responsibility for IT capabilities architecture from the local IT units to Commission Architecture Office grouped under
the more generic name of Software Engineering Services. Their main goal is to engage and support the DGs into
aligning the architecture strategy across the European Commission, increase coherence and alignment of software
development and make sure I'T solutions are not diverse, but interoperable and aligned with the business needs. These
services provide the community with guidelines, standards and reusable components for software development, a
common development platform (CITnet), performance test centre services, project management methodologies such as
Agile and PM? and business process modelling capabilities.

Analytics, Web services and Collaboration

Analytics is the discovery, interpretation, and communication of meaningful patterns in data (data insights). Analytics
is especially valuable in areas rich with recorded structured and unstructured information, and relies on the
simultancous application of statistics, computer programming and operations research.

The transformation of the European Commission in a data driven organisation, as result of the implementation of the
DataStrategy@EC, relies on the establishment of a data ecosystem based on an EC Corporate Data Platform
complemented by analytics, artificial intelligence and business intelligence solutions and services. The infrastructure
(data platform) will have to be appropriate to handle Commission data, including also Big Data; the services on top of
the platform, such as Data and Web Analytics, Artificial and Business Intelligence services, will transform data to
information, knowledge, insights and wisdom to be shared and exploited by all DGs.

The main Information Systems of this family are:

— The Analytics services, which correspond to the development and running of specific analytics services to address
corporate and thematic requirements;

— The Web Analytics services, to support analytics on the web presence of the Commission as well as on the use of
internal portals (intranet);

— Business Intelligence, to support dash boarding, reporting and visualisation of data;

— Artificial intelligence to develop and support machine learning, deep learning and solutions based on smart
algorithms for policy making and functioning of the Commission;

— Corporate collaboration — Mylntracomm: it is the key collaborative solution for document centric collaboration
mside the Commission;

— Web content management: The web presence of the Commission is the first contact point for citizens with the
institution. A modern and smart web platform supporting the web presence of the Commission is paramount to
interact with the civil society. In 2022, the process initiated in 2019 of revamping the web platform will have
gathered most of the web sites of the Commission requiring an enhanced level of development, support and
services.

Digital identity and signature

The Digital Identity and Signature Services (DISS) aims to provide a coherent set of services enabling the Commission
to manage the identities, access rights and digital signature capabilities of its staff. It serves both the reusable solutions
as well as other EC components/modules.

EU Provisioning gathers Human Resources data from various sources, applies relevant policies and organisational rules
and thus creates the digital identities. These digital identities are the basis of all authentication and authorisation
processes. Establishing corporate governance for the provisioning service will enable to identify and pursue added-
value opportunities such as flexibility and transition benefits to the user communities, security benefits obtained from
the centralised logging and auditing capabilities and real-time coherence between changes to user properties and their
authorisations and entitlements in the entire ecosystem. EU Provisioning investment foreseen for 2022 and 2023 will
introduce a new technical platform aimed at reducing the risks and the operating costs of the service, and will address
the growing complexity of the IT landscape.

Due to the COVID-19 crisis and the subsequent remote working pattern, there is much more activity in the network and

telecommunications services.

The main expected expenditures for 2022 refer to:

— User buildings network services-operations: Services to provide users with the high quality state-of-the-art wired

user access network services. These services are required to permit the users™ desktops and laptops to connect to
other networks and have access to applications as well as a layered network for converged services. These services
propose also network access control (NAC), a strategic security pillar for the new digital workplace environment.
Fixed telephony: operations for the residual fixed telephony services (emergency and service phones within each
Commission's building).

Mobile telephony: the financial model of the related framework contract integrates a yearly decrease of the unit
cost, but this is compensated by an increase of the consumption from the users. For 2022, we expect Covid-19 to be
behind us and to return to a similar type of consumption as before. The number of mobile users continues to
increase but we expect better prices from a new framework contract. This entry covers also the SMS gateway
platform, where a decrease in usage is foreseen.

Data Centre network services: these services are required to connect servers located in one of the Data or Telecom
Centre to the EC corporate IT network and to permit the connectivity of this network with other ones (Backbone
network, User access network, building network, access for/to the EC representations, Internet access).

Firewall: Firewall services ensure a proper segregation of the Commission's network.

Reverse proxy services: operations of the security gateway to make web applications available to both Internal Snet
network and external partners networks (Other Institutions, delegations, suppliers, organization in member states,
citizens) over Internet or STesta.

Wi-Fi services: provided in all the EC buildings located in Brussels, Luxembourg and Strasbourg.

Backbone network services: they cover the operations and services of the network backbone services to
interconnect  buildings including Data centres and telecom centres. These services include the
Luxembourg/Brussels and Strasbourg network inter-connectivity services.

Load balancing services: intensively used in the hosting/housing of applications in EC Data Centre. Thanks to these
services, the Data Centre teams can provide, at network level, high-redundancy and scalability for the different
applications.
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Security policy

This includes among others the development of security standards for applications and infrastructure, the support and
enforcement of the usage of the IT Security Risk Management Methodology, and cyber security awareness activities.
The focus is on risk management in order to eliminate the backlog of IT Security Plans that have accumulated and
invest in automation.

Security operations
There are four main components:

— Security Operation Engincering (SOE): this is the technical enabler capacity for all security monitoring and
incident response services. It aims at providing a fully secure and reliable operational IT environment allowing the
security services to operate at the expected efficiency. This service is de-facto subject to continuous improvements
to cope with the technical evolution of the hardware/software/solutions that are used as well as the increasing needs
from DIGIT security services.

— Security Operations Centre (SOC): it aims at delivering real-time monitoring, correlation and analysis of security
activity across IT infrastructure, networks and systems, to detect potential security threats. As of 2020, the IT
security services are provided around the clock to ensure 24/7 response to cyberattacks and to assist DGs if their
business continuity is at risk. The migration from the current security logging and monitoring infrastructure
(ArcSight) to the corporate IT logging infrastructure (Splunk) will be completed in 2021. The COVID-19 pandemic
slowed down the migration project in 2020. Therefore, the 2021 volume license for Splunk has been reduced.
Since, the migration project has now resumed to its full-speed delivery, the volume license for 2022 had to be
increased to its originally planned level. The outcomes will be a more resilient platform, technologically up-to-date
allowing the extension of security improvement to more systems (notably through the Cloud initiative) and to more
heterogencous sources (such as mobile devices, social networks, containers).

— Computer Security Incident Response Capability (CSIRC): is an essential component of the European Commission
cyber-defence strategy. It aims at defending the IT infrastructure by responding to cyber-threats and
managing/coordinating major incident activities. From March 2020, the world has lived in plain COVID-19
pandemic. It has not changed the threat landscape dramatically. However, with teleworking now becoming a norm,
it created opportunities for the attackers to evolve more towards abusing the current legitimate access vectors such
as VPN and remote desktop. Consequently, within the Commission, we observed a huge increase in security
incidents. This trend is also confirmed by the rise of incidents observed by CERT-EU in all EU Institutions,
Agencies and Bodies.

Therefore, although the service is becoming more and more mature through standardised processes, more focus will
be given to the automation of repetitive tasks. At the same time, the CSIRC resource pool has been extended to
cope with the rise in incidents.

— Cyber Threat Hunting (CTH): is a proactive service aiming at searching throughout the organisation’s networks and
systems to detect and isolate advanced threats that escape existing security measures. Thanks to its proactive
approach, it complements the security monitoring service, which is reactive. Due to its nature, this service needs to
constantly adapt to the threat landscape of the European Commission. Although automation has been embedded
from the service inception, its integration within other security process flows is a critical topic to be addressed as
part of the service continuous maturity improvement, which explain why the need is increasing rapidly.

Network security

This heading covers the security part of the network activities described under heading 5.4 Network above.

There is a need to ensure full operational capacity of CERT-EU to address the sharp rise in attacks carried out by
external adversaries, to offer full cybersecurity services for the cloud environment, to monitor the expanding security
perimeter including mobile and Internet-of-Things devices, and to ensure 24/7 monitoring and response. The need for
strong and efficient operational cooperation on cybersecurity across the EU Institutions, Agencies and Bodies, centred
on the reinforced role of CERT-EU, has been reiterated in the 2020 Communication on Security Union Strategy
(COM(2020)605 of 24.7.2020) and the 2020 Joint Communication on the EU’s Cybersecurity Strategy for the Digital
Decade (JOIN(2020)18 of 16.12.2020).

Most of the work of CERT-EU has a significant impact in the cyber hygiene of the Agencies, which currently form a
weak link that can expose the large EU institutions, and in particular the Commission, to cyber threats.

The inter-institutional operations of CERT-EU, that focus on information exchange, cyber threat intelligence and
cybersecurity support services need to be distinguished from the Commission’s internal IT security teams in DG DIGIT
and DG HR. It is important that there is full transparency of resource allocation and a better perception on the handling
of the CERT-EU budget by the host organisation (the European Commission), vis-a-vis the other EU institutions,
Agencies and Bodies that contribute to CERT-EU’s resources. Consequently, this new Article 20 04 04 is proposed to
centralise the operating budget of CERT-EU.

For 2022, total expenditure for the above activities has been estimated at EUR 6 900 000. The assigned revenues
received from CERT-EU constituents (EU Institutions, Agencies and Bodies) are estimated at EUR 4 900 000. The
difference EUR 2 000 000 is to be covered by the appropriations requested under this article.

The Official Journal of the European Union (QOJ) is published simultancously in 23 or 24 languages. It consists of three
series: L series (Legislation) contains legislative and non-legislative acts of EU institutions (regulations, directives,
decisions), international agreements or acts from the European Economic Area; C series (Information and Notices)
contains a wide range of EU information (preparatory acts, competition notices, etc.); and S series (Supplement to the
Official Journal) which is dedicated to the European public procurement and is financed from a separate budget line.

This item concerns exclusively the L and C series of the OJ. The related appropriations are intended to cover all direct
costs incurred for the publication of Commission and other institutions documents in electronic form and on paper (2
copies per language version).

The estimated volume of pages to be published in 2022 per institution is based on 2020 trends, while the average price
per page is based on the current contracts.

In 2022 the contractors will be requested to adapt their production systems for the act by act publication (strategic
objective ‘Interinstitutional legal publications support’) and for handling the new production format AKN4EU
(strategic objective ‘Standardisation services for interoperability”).

This item also includes the costs of support services for the CIBA application used for the production and publication
of the Budget of the European Union.

The amount of revenues for 2022 1s estimated at EUR 15 000.
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EU law, and are in line with the efforts of the ‘Smart Regulation® initiative [COM(2010) 543 final]. These
appropriations are intended to cover:

—  production and update of the summaries and other related items;
—  technical and contextual quality control;

For
the establishment of efficient governance, the Office also requires a structured and comprehensive set of planning data
from the DGs. Therefore, enhancements in the planning tool will be necessary.

Finally, the Office’s role as a competence centre in the field of digital accessibility requires a necessary input into user-
friendly templates and tools.
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Following the modemisation of the interinstitutional style guide, the Office will continue to rationalise the different
style guides of the institutions and to develop a common knowledge base allowing to create synergies by reusing
content while benefiting from the use of structured data and automation.

5.2.  Common data repository

This item is intended to cover:

— evolution and maintenance of the technical infrastructure of the CELLAR (repository storing all metadata and
digital content managed by the Publications Office): elaboration of specifications, prototyping, testing and
debugging;

— data: quality control, curation, ontology engineering, completion of collections (historical documents);

This appropriation covers the maintenance and improvement of the Office’s long-term digital preservation system, that
preserves digital publications on behalf of the EU institutions and bodies. Additional storage is foreseen to
accommodate large new collections such as the web archives, whose integration is planned for the end of 2021. Extra
services and consultancy fees will be needed to support improvements of the preservation system in order to reach
compliance with the ‘“Trustworthy Digital Repositories’ ISO 16363 standard, at least for the important OJ collection.

The evaluation of a new tender being in progress, the forecast for the daily operations in 2022 is based on current costs.
Web preservation

The web preservation activity ensures that web content produced by the EU institutions is captured in a systematic way
for long-term preservation and can be consulted in the future.

Cataloguing, subscription to international agencies

This appropriation covers fees for the membership in professional associations and registration agencies. The latter
enables the Office to assign identifiers, such as ISBN, ISSN, DOI, which play a key role in ensuring EU publications
discoverability and their long-term preservation. International identifiers will also play a key role in the EU Legal
Deposit scheme.

5.4.  Legal analysis

This item is intended to cover expenditure on legal analysis and indexing of Union documents.

Legal analysis and indexation focus on linking EU information, increasing discoverability, and more relevant
information retrieval thanks to the alignment of legal metadata. They also contribute to automated exchange of legal
data and to the overall achievement of strategic objective ‘Digital European legal space’.
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— promotion and events: participation in external events (international fairs and conferences such as IFLA);
organisation of events for the public (EU Datathon, EU DataViz, ENDORSE) and for the EU institutions, bodies
and agencies (annual seminars); acquisition of promotional material (including videos);

— centralised helpdesk providing information about official publications and assistance on the Office’s electronic
products.

S5.4.  Distribution and storage

The main justification for the requested budget is the level of interest in EU careers in many Member States and the
high number of candidates participating in the early stages of our selection procedures (admission tests). EPSO is
legally obliged to test all candidates. At the same time, EPSO will continue in 2022 to take measures to increase the
pool of applicants from underrepresented Member States, in order to meet the requirements of geographical balance
underlined in the related report published by the Commission in June 2018 (COM(2018) 377). The overall objective is
to enable Institutions to recruit highly qualified staff who effectively fulfill their mission, while guaranteeing a
sustainable geographical balance and diversity, in a context of increasingly difficult competition for talents and digital
transformation.

The budget will be used for the following activities:
COMMUNICATION AND OUTREACH

EPSO will continue with its activities to increase the attractiveness of EU Careers, by targeting audiences in under-
represented countries, by ensuring active on-campus presence via EU careers students ambassadors and by through
targeted participation at events.

Several ongoing activitics and new actions will be funded in 2022:

— Further strengthening of mandatory communication and information efforts in all 24 EU official languages.

— Implementation of the targeted communication strategy, including the increase of the diversity of candidate
population.

— Reinforcement of the promotion of competitions and selection procedures by producing visual identity material,
targeted videos, printed documentation and by addressing specific target and diversity groups.

— Improved internal communication with explanatory videos to attract and inform future Selection Board Members
among EU staff.

— Strengthening of relations with university career services through seminars and regular contacts.

— Implement evidence-based strategy planning through the use of survey results and monitoring tools.

CBT-DELIVERY (COMPUTER-BASED TESTING)
The following elements have been taken into account to estimate the necessary budget for 2022:

2022 will be a year of many changes and will see the introduction of a new language regime and a new
competition model. Both have not yet been approved by the EPSO’s Management Board.

The recruitment needs expressed by the Institutions for 2022 have not yet been established. However, EPSO is legally
obliged to test all candidates, regardless of the target number of laureates (with the exception of contract agents - see
below).

The policy shift from recruiting specialists rather than generalists, which had already started in 2019 is now a reality
and has been taken into account respectively. Nevertheless, and on the basis of the needs expressed by the institutions
for 2021, there will still be large-scale competitions for AD and AST-SC grades, and for linguists.

In accordance with the requests of the Institutions and mainly for the specialist competitions, additional tests such as
multiple-choice EU or ficld-related knowledge tests and increasing number of written tests have been included in the
test portfolio. In some cases, this means adding an additional testing phase, resulting in increased costs.

For contract agents’ selection process, the CAST Permanent selection published in January 2017 will continue to
operate and the inclusion of additional profiles is regularly requested by the Institutions. Only a limited number of
applicants are tested under this model, because: a) recruiting services pre-screen the population of applicants to identify
the candidates to be tested (based on a maximum ratio of 10 candidates to be tested per individual vacancy) and b)
results are valid for a longer period in different profiles and function groups, thus avoiding the need to retest candidates
("Entry ticket" mechanism). Despite the increase in the number of profiles, we expect the number candidates tested to
remain stable.

In view of the above, our calculations are based on past consumption rates and on the prices included in the
framework contract for the delivery of computer-based tests concluded in August 2018 for a period of four years.
However, it should be noted that a new framework contract will have to be concluded in 2022. As the result of
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this contract is not yet known, the budget forecasts are only established on the basis of the existing framework
contract.

Lot 1: Multiple-choice (MCQ) and Essay-type tests (delivery in test centres): for the following competitions
and estimated candidates:
