
New complaints against Croatia fell in 2015 after increasing sharply in 2014, its first full year as an EU Member 
State. The number of new EU Pilot files against Croatia moved in parallel with new complaints. However, twice as 
many infringement cases were open at the end of 2015 as a year earlier. In contrast, the number of new infringe-
ment cases for late transposition halved in 2015.
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main policy areas
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There were 21 infringement cases open against Croatia 
at the end of 2015, just over double the 10 cases open a 
year earlier.

Six new late transposition infringement cases were opened 
against Croatia in 2015, just under half the thirteen cases 
opened a year earlier.
