It is a 
concrete way to exploit the dynamics in EU-Ukraine relations, focusing on support 
to core reforms, on economic recovery and growth, governance and sector co-
operation. The Agreement also constitutes a reform agenda for Ukraine, based 
around a comprehensive programme of Ukraine’s approximation of its legislation 
to EU norms, around which all partners of Ukraine can align themselves and focus
their assistance. EU assistance to Ukraine is linked with the reform agenda as it 
emerges from the Agreement. The Comprehensive Institutional Building 
Programme is particularly important in this regard.
