Working Document IV presents information on all pilot projects and preparatory actions which have budget 
appropriations (commitments and/or payments) in the 2022 Draft Budget, pursuant to Article 41(3)(f) of the Financial 
Regulation.

INTRODUCTION

Pilot Projects and Preparatory Actions - The situation in Draft Budget 2022
Pilot projects (PPs) and preparatory actions (PAs) are an exception to the rule that “[Appropriations 
entered in the budget for any Union action shall only be used if a basic act has been adopted’ (Article 58.1 
of the Financial Regulation (FR)), and are meant to pave the way for new EU spending programmes and to 
inspire new legislation. Their main function is therefore to allow the European Parliament (EP), the Council 
of the European Union (Council) and the European Commission to test new policies without sanctioning 
them immediately into law.

This report on the PP/PAs provides details of the state of implementation of all those projects and actions, 
which have budget appropriations in the Draft Budget (DB 2022) - commitments and/or payments.

As the Commission does not propose any PP/PAs under the 2022 budget, there are no new commitment 
appropriations, only the payments following the commitments have been made in previous years in line 
with the agreement of the budgetary authority during the respective annual budget procedure.

The Commission has already provided some early information on the planned implementation of all 59 
pilot projects and preparatory actions, which are included in the 2021 budget with commitment 
appropriations in the interim report. This report was presented to the Budgetary Authority on 8 March 2021. 
For 30 out of the 59 PP/PAs adopted under the 2021 budget, the Commission proposes to also include 
payment appropriations in 2022 budget. Thus, for these, further details are included in this Working 
Document at this early stage of the implementation.

Financial Regulation Provisions
This report is presented by the Commission to the Budgetary Authority in accordance with the provisions of 
point (f) of Article 41(3) of the Financial Regulation and covers the pilot projects and preparatory actions 
referred to in Articles 58(2) points (a), (b), 58(3) and 58(4) of the Financial Regulation.

As a general rule, no appropriations may be entered in the budget for any action without the prior adoption 
of a basic act. However, under article 58(2), the Financial Regulation adds that “..., the following 
appropriations may be implemented without a basic act provided the actions which they are intended to 
finance fall within the competences of the Union:

58(2) a) appropriations for pilot projects of an experimental nature designed to test the feasibility of 
an action and its usefulness.

58(3) ..., the relevant commitment appropriations may be entered in the budget for not more than two 
consecutive financial years;

58(2) b) appropriations for preparatory actions in the field of application of the TFEU and the 
Euratom Treaty, designed to prepare proposals with a view to the adoption of future actions.

58(4)., the preparatory actions shall follow a coherent approach and may take various forms. The 
relevant commitment appropriations may be entered in the budget for not more than three 
consecutive financial years. The procedure for the adoption of the relevant basic act shall be 
concluded before the end of the third financial year. In the course of that procedure, the 
commitment of appropriations shall correspond to the particular features of the preparatory
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action with regard to the activities envisaged, the aims pursued and the recipients. As a result, 
the amount of the appropriations committed shall not correspond to the amount of those 
envisagedfor financing the definitive action itself."

Legal foundations of the Commission’ pre- and final assessments of the 
PP/PA proposals for the 2022 budget
According to the provisions of the Interinstitutional Agreement of 16 December 20201, Article 11 of 
Annex f “a trilogue shall be convened in due time before the Council's reading, to allow the Institutions 
to exchange their views on the draft budgetTherefore, “in order for the Commission to be able to 
assess in due time the executability of amendments, envisaged by the European Parliament and by the 
Council, which create new preparatory actions or pilot projects or which prolong existing ones, the 
European Parliament and the Council shall inform the Commission of their intentions in that regard, so 
that a first discussion may already take place at that trilogue.” (Article 12). This early information on 
the implementability of the list of all potential proposals is the Commission’s pre-assessment, which is 
shared with the budgetary authority ahead of the trilogue, which habitually takes place in July.

According to Article 314 (5) of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union the “Commission 
shall take part in the Conciliation Committee's proceedings and shall take all the necessary initiatives 
with a view to reconciling the positions of the European Parliament and the Council” on the annual EU 
budget. Additionally, according to the provisions of the Interinstitutional Agreement, Article 20 the 
Commission shall provide the Conciliation Committee with a set of common documents (‘input 
documents’) - amongst others a “letter of executability from the Commission on the Council's position and 
the European Parliament's amendments’". Regarding the PP/PAs, the letter of executability includes a 
dedicated annex, which provides the final assessment on the implementability of those PP/PAs that have 
been formally adopted by the Parliament as amendments to the Commission’s draft budget proposal.

Expenditure cycle of a Pilot Project or a Preparatory Action
The implementation of a pilot project or a preparatory action follows certain steps foreseen by the Financial 
Regulation. These steps differ according to the procedure to be followed (mainly either procurements or 
grants). However, before arriving at the first step of the financial procedure, which is the financing decision, 
the Commission has to prepare the way for the best use of the action or project, and the related 
appropriations entered in the budget.

Thus, the Commission first analyses the specific objectives and ways of implementing the proposed action 
and, on this basis, attributes it to the responsible Directorate General. The authorising officer responsible 
then elaborates a sufficiently detailed framework, as foreseen by the Financial Regulation, in respect of 
which the financing decision is finally taken. Only when all these prior phases are completed, can the 
financial implementation start.

A dialogue with the European Parliament can very much contribute to the swift financial implementation of 
these actions. The success of a pilot project or a preparatory action depends not so much on the speedof the 
implementation of the commitments or payments, but rather on the sustainability of the results produced,

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the lessons learned and the appropriateness of the project or action as a novel policy testing activity which 
allows the Commission to determine whether a new legislative proposal might be necessary. After a careful 
and successful initial analysis, the process thus requires monitoring and evaluation towards the end of a PP 
or PA. This document thus also informs the budgetary authority about a potential follow-up to a PP/PA.

Statistical trends in pilot projects and preparatory actions in the EU Budget
The section below presents statistical data on pilot projects and preparatory actions (PP/PAs) adopted under 
the annual budget over the years 2009-2021.

Since 2009, 862 PP/PAs have been included in the annual EU Budgets.2 The number of PP/PAs sent for 

pre-assessment in annual budgetary procedures has increased fivefold during the same period with a record 
high of proposals reached in 2021: 371 proposals. While the majority of PPs are not proposed for extension 
in the Parliament’s package after the first year (discontinued PPs), PAs are more likely to be proposed to be 
extended by the Parliament (higher extension rates).

In the 2022 draft budget a total of 302 PP/PA budget lines are included, which means more than 1/4 of all 
budget lines in the 2022 EU budget would concern pilot projects or preparatory actions, which are managed 
by the Commission services aside of the normal EU spending programmes.

Since 2009, a total of over EUR 1.27 billion in commitment appropriations (CA) has been allocated to 
PP/PAs. The average amount of commitment appropriations per PP has gradually decreased due to the 
increase in numbers of PPs while maintaining a fixed financial ceiling.3 The amounts of commitment 

appropriations for discontinued PPs exceed the amount of commitment appropriations spent on extended 
PPs.

Total number of pilot projects and preparatory actions

Between 2009 and 2020, the number of PPs/PAs adopted in the annual budget has gradually increased 
(as shown in Figure 1), while 2021 saw a decrease again.

There are two main tendencies in the development of PP/PAs in the past twelve years: Firstly, the 
number of PP/PAs proposed during the annual budget procedure has increased considerably: the total 
amount of proposed PP/PAs increased fivefold in the period of thirteen years with particularly strong 
increases in the 2011 and 2016 Budget procedures (see also Figure 1). Secondly, decoupled from the 
fivefold increase of PP/PAs proposed, there has only been a gradual increase in the number of PP/PAs 
adopted: This number only about doubled in the analysed period. This relatively lower increase is mainly 
due to the financing ceilings set out in the Financial Regulation. The number of proposals submitted for 
pre-assessment however remains extraordinarily high, reaching a new record in 2021, and exceeds the 
financial limitations multiple times.

Table 1 presents the comparative numbers of proposed vs. adopted PP/PAs in more detail.

Concerning the financing of PP/PAs, the commitments allocated to PPs were always close to the ceiling 
of EUR 40 million in the years analysed. In the 2010 and 2018 - 2021 Budgets, they even reached the 
maximum of EUR 40 million.

Available funds for PAs were mostly not used to their limit. The 2017 Budget had the highest amount of 

commitment appropriations (over EUR 46 million), of which EUR 25 million were allocated to a PA for 

Defence Research launched by the Commission. In 2021, the amount for all PAs has decreased to 

EUR 31.75 million. Figure 3 shows similar trends in the total amounts available to PAs.

Due to stable limitation of financing available for PP/PAs, the increase in the number of PP/PAs was 
accompanied by a continuous decrease of the average commitment appropriations per PP/PAs between 
2009 and 2016 (Figure 4). The substantial increase in the amounts per PA since 2017 is distorted by the 
high amount of the Defence Research PA. While still higher than in the years 2011 - 2016, the years 
2020 and 2021 have seen a decrease in the average amount of commitment appropriations per PA. Since 
the financial limit of the PPs has been reached virtually every year since 2016, the increase in numbers 
of PPs has led to a very low average amount per PP.

Development of Pilot Projects and Preparatory Actions after the first year

According to Art. 58(3) and (4) of the FR, the relevant commitment appropriations may be entered in the 
budget for not more than two consecutive financial years for PPs and not more than three consecutive 
financial years in the case of PAs. Almost two thirds of the 328 new PPs launched between 2009 and 
2019 were not proposed to be prolonged by the European Parliament (201). The number of newly 
introduced PPs has risen over time with a slight decrease in the last three years. Nevertheless, the 
number of projects continuing for a second year remained constant, with a slight increase in the past 
three years. This indicates that an increasing number of proposals does not lead to a higher extension 
rate (Figure 5).

Whilst the number of newly introduced PPs varied between 11 and 56, the number of continued projects 
remained between 6 (2009 and 2020) and 16 (2018).

From 2009 to 2020, total of 182 new PAs were introduced by the European Parliament. Of these, 92 
actions received commitment appropriations for a second year, while only 52 PAs received 
appropriations for a third year. Yet almost half of the new PAs (97) were not proposed to be prolonged 
by the Parliament.

Of the 15 Commission proposed PPs/PAs included in the annual budgets 13 were extended to full 
maturity (PP 2 or PA 3).

Comparing PPs with PAs (Figure 6), the percentage of PAs extended is higher than the percentage of 
PPs extended. This can probably be explained by the higher complexity and the advanced stage of PAs 
in comparison to PPs since PAs are ultimately meant to result in the adoption of a new legislative 
proposal. Overall however, the percentage of PP/PAs brought to full maturity (PP2 or PA3) is much 
lower (29 %) than the percentage of PP/PAs, which are not proposed to be continued into their final year 
by the Parliament (71%).

However, in this respect, the result of a recent informal internal study within the Commission on Pilot 
Projects and Preparatory Actions with budget allocation bigger than EUR 5 million in the period 
2007 - 2020 is interesting.

The purpose of this study was to analyse the implementation and possible follow-up actions of pilot 
projects and preparatory actions (PP/PAs) with budget allocation higher than EUR 5 million (“big 
PP/PAs) in the period 2007 - 2020. In relation to the recent tendency of increased number of proposals 
and their reduced value and quality4, this research project aimed to a) analyse whether big PP/PAs 

reached the desired impact and to what extent they became legislation or were incorporated in current 
operational programmes and b) assess the added value of the PP/PA in relation to their substantial 
budget allocation. Overall, the study analysed 27 PP/PAs (4 pilot projects and 23 preparatory actions), 
spanning over a period of two multiannual financial frameworks (MFF), combining a statistical and a 
qualitative approach.

The study concluded that more than two-thirds (18/25 = 72 %) of the ‘big PP/PAs’ have received the 
maximum years of extension according to the rules of the Financial Regulation (two consecutive years 
for PP and three consecutive years for PA)5.6

Follow-up to Pilot Projects and Preparatory Actions in terms of legislative actions

In the more recent years, the Commission has increased its efforts to provide more details on the 
legislative follow-up in the Working Document IV. Thus, the replies to the question “At this stage, is it 
envisaged to follow up this project/action with a legislative proposal?” have been extended, 
particularly for PP/PAs, which are more advanced in their implementation. The Working Document now 
provides more information about the planned legislative follow-up or in case that no follow-up is 
envisaged, it provides explanations as to why that is the case.

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Also in this respect the aforementioned study on ‘big PP/PAs’ is interesting because it found that out of 
those 18 PP/PA that reached full maturity of the procedure, 14 were successfully followed by some form 
of legislative action, therefore reaching a relatively high success rate of follow-up action: 77 %. Looking 
only at PAs, this percentage even increases to 81 %.

However, looking at the particular projects/actions, it cannot be deduced that simply because they have 
been brought to full maturity, they have had a better chance of becoming legislation. On the contrary, it 
seems that the casual relation works the other way around - the PP/PA achieved full maturity of 
implementation because, ahead of the implementation, there was a clear need identified to develop new 
legislation in the relevant field and sufficient resources were allocated to reach that pre-defined goal.

The study also identified four different categories of immediate follow-up action:
a) new legislative proposals;
b) continuation of the project/action under the budget of operational programmes;
c) partial incorporation in existing programmes (elements or ideas of the project/action that were 

adopted in legislation);
d) intention for legislative proposal (for two ongoing preparatory actions).

Of the 27 PP/PAs included in the ‘big PP/PA’ study, the majority (30 %) were followed up either with a 
new legislative proposal or the intention of one. 29 % have become eligible to be funded through 
existing programmes and 11 % were at least partially included in existing programmes.

Of the remaining PP/PAs not directly followed up, most either informed or later would become eligible 
under new programmes or instruments.

As a conclusion on the ‘big PP/PAs’, it is important to highlight that even if there is no immediate 
proposal for new legal basis, very often the outcomes of the projects/actions could be used as partial or 
non-legislative elements incorporated in programmes or as a basis for developing new 
policies/programmes at later stage.

Over the last decade, aircraft have been increasingly using Global Navigation Satellite 
System (GNSS) technology. This technology is used instead of traditional radio navigation 
aids, and air-to-ground-based and inertial navigation systems, as more operators take 
advantage of advanced Performance Based Navigation (PBN) procedures and satellite-based 
navigation technologies being deployed by Air Navigation Service Providers (ANSPs) 
around the world. However, this technology reveals some vulnerabilities since signals can be 
either lost or corrupted (e.g. either deliberately jammed by a military exercise or maliciously 
jammed by a person with ill-intent, or even inadvertently by a person using a GPS repeater to 
scramble its position when tracked by its company).

One of the main objectives for the aviation community is to improve resilience of aircraft 
(and its associated next-generation GNSS based equipment) in the presence of GNSS threats 
including jamming and spoofing in particular. In order to achieve this goal, it is important to 
characterize RFI and cyber threats; in this context, the objectives of this pilot project are:

- to analyse the threat to aviation operations from GNSS frequency jamming and cyber 
threats; and,

- to identify and develop a series of mitigation techniques at aircraft level counter such 
threats and improve the general resilience of GNSS services.

43



Aviation resilience to GNSS frequency jamming and cyber threats is a two-year project to 
ensure safety civilian flights by setting integrated security measures and jamming proof 
mechanisms. The project should identify good practices for regulators and operators, and 
provide policy guidance for the benefit of the security of the GNSS system and possible 
future initiatives in the area of aviation security, with a focus on the aircraft.

The project shall also address GNSS/PNT equipment (most notably receivers) with 
installation and operation strategies that can be implemented for current equipment and 
strategies that can result in more resilient new and/or improved products, with a focus on the 
aircraft.

On February 1, 2021, the BUDDY 12-month project started. It aims to address the fact that 
most users with cognitive disabilities struggle with digital content and services, providing a

The aim of this study is to provide a comprehensive and evidence-based overview of existing 
research/studies on disability accessibility of persons with cognitive disabilities (PCD) and 
identify gaps in research and web accessibility obligations for PCD. The specific objectives 
of the study are to provide a comprehensive overview of existing research/studies in Europe 
regarding the autonomy and participation of PCD in the digital domain, identify barriers to 
autonomy and participation of PCD in digital domain, and propose practical solutions to 
remove barriers and increase independent and inclusive access to the digital domain for PCD. 
The call for proposals for the pilot project study attracted three times as many proposals as 
expected. Combined with COVID-19 related issues this have led to a delay of the project.

The Pilot Project is in its final phase. The objective is to raise awareness of alternative to 
private car at a collective level, by stimulating the uptake of Clean Buses. This will be done 
by capacity building at city level through exchange of experiences between 'advanced' and 
'non-advanced' cities in the area of Clean Buses.

Alternatives to motorised car use cover a broad spectrum of measures, including the 
modernisation and expansion of public transport. Buses are an important cornerstone of 
public transport systems and the emergence of new powertrain technologies, including 
battery-electric and fuel-cell electric as well as natural gas powered buses, has opened new 
opportunities to further advance positive impacts of public transport, while increasing overall 
attractiveness to consumers (noise, smooth transit) and enabling new offering (new routes,
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e.g. indoor stops). These technologies represent an opportunity for all EU cities to improve 
their public transport systems and make it more attractive as an alternative to individual cars.

While the potentials are large, the current market for those clean, alternative fuelled buses is 
also limited, amounting to around 12 to 13 % of the overall fleet being operated on an 
alternative fuel basis. However, many cities and regions are already either testing or using 
these vehicles and their related infrastructure and an increasing number of cities and regions 
are putting forward plans to accelerate the purchase, rent or lease of clean, alternatively 
fuelled buses by the middle of this decade. At the same time, European manufacturers of 
buses are responding to this increase in demand, spurred also by increasing global 
competition. The knowledge and expertise gained by these early movers can be leveraged to 
help other cities take advantage of the opportunities to improve their public transport through 
the deployment of clean, alternative fuelled buses.

The Pilot Project will help ensure sufficient administrative capacity and expertise among 
public authorities beyond the circle of those cities and local authorities that can be considered 
front-runners in the deployment of clean buses. This concerns particularly cities and regions 
with limited market impact that currently lack the resources or capacities to engage with the 
market or with aggregating demand with other authorities. An exchange of views with 
manufacturers, infrastructure operators and financing institutions is also relevant to better 
assess the relevant technological, legal and financial aspects in order to come up with tenders 
that can be answered by the market. The ability to network with front-runner cities should 
make it easier for those 'less advanced' cities to exchange information on a first-hand basis.

This pilot project will aim at exchanging knowledge and experience and raising awareness 
among professionals on the main policies that could significantly improve road safety in the 
Member States. The project focuses on a selected number of Member States, in particular 
those where road safety records are below the EU average. To ensure the usefulness of the 
whole operation, each country's needs should be assessed individually and the topic of the 
exchange should be set accordingly. The events could take the form of experts meetings, 
seminars, trainings and other type of knowledge exchange. Experts from Member States 
which are particularly performant in a given field could assist those who are in need. Of 
course, third party experts could also be associated to this exercise.

As enforcement is an area that can bring quick results in terms of reducing road deaths and 
serious injuries, it will be a focus area of the exchange of experience and best practices. Such 
exchange could cover the following aspects: speed, drink and drug driving, use of protective 
equipment, distraction. Other areas depending on the specific needs of a Member State could 
be also covered (e.g. safe infrastructure).
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The main criteria of success would be the transferability of the information sessions, meaning 
that those who have been briefed at a higher level could then transmit this knowledge to those 
working on the field (ex. police officers, safety inspectors etc.). The project will test how 
effectively the Commission can intervene in best practice exchanges between Member States, 
foster the dissemination of knowledge and expertise and influence by soft measures results in 
fields normally covered by the principle of subsidiarity. This approach is justified by a strong 
need for actions on the ground by supporting awareness and sharing of best practices in order 
to help closing the road safety performance gap between Member States within the EU.

The aim of the pilot project is to map the terminology used and the data collected by the EU 
Member States regarding fire events, and to propose a common terminology and a method to 
collect the necessary data in each EU Member State with a view to obtain meaningful 
datasets (based on standardised terms and definitions). In addition to covering the existing 
practices in the EU Member States, the pilot project shall identify the best practices outside 
the EU at least in the USA, Canada, Norway and Australia. It shall also cover the existing fire 
safety terminology and data gathering harmonisation work within the EU and internationally 
(NGOs, insurance companies, standardisation bodies...).

The work is expected to result in proposing a specific terminology and data collection to be 
undertaken at MS level. This would allow for knowledge-based decisions regarding fire 
safety at MS and at EU level regarding buildings fires (i.e. houses, apartment blocks, office 
buildings, commercial buildings, hospitals, schools and kindergartens, elderly homes, etc.).

The kick-off meeting was held on 6 August 2020. In the meeting contractor (successful 
consortium) and Commission, services were present. Based on their technical and financial 
offer, and the discussions in the kick-off meeting the contractor developed the Inception 
report, which was reviewed by the Commission, Inception meeting was held and the report 
was approved on 22 October 2020. In relation to first execution of first three tasks as defined 
in the Inception report (tasks 0, 1 and 2), the contractor developed a questionnaire to be
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addressed to fire safety authorities in the countries in the focus of the EUFireStat project. The 
questionnaire was commented by the Commission and approved for execution on November 
2020. The contractor has put up an Internet site for the project; this site will make it possible 
for all interested stakeholders (beyond those directly involved e.g. in Steering Group) to 
follow the progress of the project.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The European Strategy for the Adriatic and Ionian Region was proposed by the European 
Commission in June 2014 (COM(2014) 357) and endorsed by the Council in the second 
semester of 2014 (General Affairs Council 29 September 2014 and European Council 23-24 
October 2014).

The pilot project was launched at the early stages of EUSAIR implementation and is intended 
to provide key implementers (National and Pillar Coordinators, Thematic Steering Groups) 
and stakeholders with a wide range of support required for the effective implementation of 
the strategy. Support domains include multi-level governance; capacity building of key 
implementers; awareness-raising initiatives, seminars, cultural events and/or training 
programmes for citizens in the region; generation, preparation and implementation of 
initiatives and projects with a genuine macro-regional value.

The pilot project has been implemented by the Commission through direct grants. Direct 
grants have been provided to the national/regional authorities designated by their respective 
countries (i.e. de jure or de facto monopoly situation) as 'key implementers' of the strategy.

The pilot project includes following actions (some have been implemented, other are 
ongoing):
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- AI-NURECC initiative (2017). The project has been completed. It delivered a number of 
results in supporting the implementation of the EUSAIR in some specific fields such as 
Youth, Creative and Cultural Industries, Tourism and Cultural Heritage and Skills 
Development & Training.

- Support to candidate/potential candidate countries participating in the EUSAIR (2017). 
Some projects under this action are ongoing. They are aimed at providing support to the 
EUSAIR Pillar Coordinator from IPA countries in its tasks. In some cases the 
implementation is more advanced (Albania), in some other it is at its early stages 
(Montenegro and Serbia in the Transport sector). The projects duration is 5 years.

- Support to candidate/potential candidate countries participating in the EUSAIR (2018). 
The project has the same objectives as above for Pillar Coordinators from Serbia in the 
sector of Energy (project at early stages of implementation) and for Bosnia and 
Herzegovina (in this case it was impossible to sign a grant of EUR 100 000, due to 
internal problems in the administration of Bosnia and Herzegovina).

- Support to candidate/potential candidate countries holding the EUSAIR Chairmanship 
2018-2019 (Montenegro) 2019-2020 (Serbia) (2018). A direct grant has been signed with 
Montenegro for the organization of the EUSAIR Annual Forum 2019. The project has 
been implemented and closed. A direct grant has been signed with Serbia for the 
organization of the Annual Forum 2020. Considering the pandemic crisis, the Forum was 
held online in January 2021. The final report should be delivered shortly.

- Generation and preparation of macro-regional projects (2018). A direct grant has been 
signed with Slovenia as an extension of a previous TA contract (CCI 2015CE160AT068). 
The project provides support for the development of macro-regional projects aimed and 
for enhancing the capacities of EUSAIR key implementers (including North Macedonia), 
and other stakeholders to promote and facilitate the implementation of the EUSAIR 
Action plan.

Support the implementation of the EUSAIR (2018). A budget of EUR 9 500 was committed 
for a study on the options for the inclusion of North Macedonia in the EUSAIR. An AMI 
expert was engaged to this purpose.

- After an initial delay, in 2020, the projects under the Actions “Support to 
candidate/potential candidate countries participating in the EUSAIR” (2017 and 2018) 
will go into full swing and expenditure will keep a normal speed as foreseen in the grant.

- The EUSAIR Annual Forum 2020 has been financed under the action “Support to 
candidate/potential candidate countries holding the EUSAIR Chairmanship 2018-2019 
(Montenegro) 2019-2020 (Serbia)

- Under the action “Generation and preparation of macro-regional projects”, Slovenian 
authorities support the development of project ideas into macro-regional bankable 
projects as well as provide capacity building for EUSAIR key implementers. The project 
is ongoing and will run until the end of 2021.

However, this strategic project is not sufficient to 
thoroughly address all the main needs of the EUSAIR and notable those of the participating 
accession countries. This pilot projects aims at complementing the support required by the 
EUSAIR to be successful. All activities involving the new participating country (North 
Macedonia) are not yet covered by the ADRION TN programme.

- At this stage, is it envisaged to follow up this project with a legislative proposal?

In the long term, follow-up activities shall be taken up by the Interreg ADRION Programme 
(Interreg transnational programme). Several cooperation programmes in the 2014-2020 
programming period are fully matching the macro-regional strategies in the Baltic, Danube, 
Adriatic-Ionian and Alpine areas. Not only in terms of geography, but they are also meant to 
provide key support to their implementation. In this context, all four programmes have 
included a Priority Axis based on thematic objective 11, which provides support to the key 
implementers and other horizontal activities. This support takes different shapes in each 
programme, taking into account the specificities and stages of implementation of each macro- 
regional strategy. For the future programming period (2021-2027), it is foreseen that the 
Interreg Specific Objective 1 (A better Interreg governance) will support the governance of 
the EUSAIR.

The pilot project will support cooperation between EU and non-EU cities on several themes, 
amongst others the European Green Deal and “Promoting the European way of life”.

At least 16 EU cities and 16 cities from non-EU countries in total 
will participate in the project.

Intentions for the current year 2021:
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Following extensive consultation, the non-EU countries and territories/cities to be considered 
will be Canada, South Africa, Singapore, South Korea, Taiwan, Hong Kong and selected 
cities in Latin America. Implementation is now expected to start at the fourth quarter and the 
main reason for the delay is COVID-19 crisis and all related travel restrictions.

The EU and EU local governments, by sharing their multi-level governance approach under 
the Urban Agenda for the EU, and exchanging with their Canadian, Asian and South-African 
peers can foster collaboration between different levels and sectors in order to strengthen 
cities’ potential for sustainable urban development.

Since the project allows and actively promotes two-way exchanges, it should bring benefits to 
all participating entities. By pairing up and promoting exchanges between EU and non-EU 
partner cities, the project will promote access to expertise and tested practices in urban 
development to help cities to boost green and inclusive recovery around four priority themes 
of the Urban Agenda for the EU: circular economy, energy transition, air quality and 
inclusion of migrants and refugees.

On the theme of integration of migrants and refugees, it is planned that new Latin American 
and European cities will begin in the second quarter of 2021 a new round of exchanges of 
good practice. It will build on the successful experience of the URBELAC network, which 
was supported by the Commission and the Inter-American Development Bank on equal terms 
since 2011. The following cities have been already selected: Athens, Bologna, Fuenlabrada, 
Sao Paulo, Barranquilla, Santiago de Chile and Guayaquil.

This action is intended to complement and scale up the work aimed at developing of a 
comprehensive object-level database of relevant archival material of Jewish-owned cultural 
assets plundered by the Nazis, currently run by the Commission for Art Recovery (CAR) and 
the Conference on Jewish Material Claims against Germany (Claims Conference). In 
particular, the action will (1) widen the thematic scope; (2) extend the database to additional 
collections; (3) use more advanced applied technology like image recognition; as well as (4) 
foster partnership networks.

- Publicise good practice and case studies for tracking looted pieces of cultural heritage, 
notably in a form of a book and travelling exhibition;

- Foster partnerships and networks of relevant actors in EU Member States, including 
archives, museums, governmental and cultural heritage organisations;

- Make the data accessible to broader audiences via a dedicated web portal;
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- Deepen the educational and awareness raising approaches in relation to historical memory 
of Jewish art spoiled during World War II.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The objective set for 2019 - to finalise the procedure related to the pilot project - was 
achieved. The call for proposal was published in July 2019. Following the evaluation of the 
proposal received from the Commission for Art Recovery (monopoly situation), the award 
decision was adopted in November 2019. This made possible to start the implementation of 
the pilot project in January 2020. The previous pilot project started in January 2020; the kick­
off meeting took place on 19 February 2020. Its main objectives and the activities 
implemented in Phase I shall include archival research, scanning and digitization, as well as 
communication activities in relation to the project.

The pilot project aimed to deliver the following results in 2020:

- Extension of a publicly accessible object-level database of Jewish-owned cultural assets 
plundered during the Nazi era from the time of their spoliation to the present;

- Continue developing a web portal hosting this database that permits - by various archival 
sources - further research and documentation of the looted cultural objects plundered. 
This implies use of a high quality visualisation and display technology;

- Design and disseminate educational material in relation to looted heritage and provenance 
research, as well as communication material with examples of good practice, relevant for 
the victims, museums, and the art market. A project press release was published in 
autumn 2020 and picked up by various publications including the Art Newspaper;

- A proposal for the extension and maintenance of the database.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

The pilot project aims to continue delivering on the same results in 2021.

The project is due to complete the object-level database of provenance data on all 330 
paintings in the Schloss collection in 2021, and to finalise educational and communication 
materials. An amendment to the contract has been prepared to allow for an adjustment to 
budget allocations and a short extension to the project duration, both due to COVID impacts 
on travel and access to archives.

The pilot project aims at enhancing the civil engagement and the awareness of European 
citizens on ocean-related issues and to empower them to become actors of change towards a 
more sustainable use of natural resources. This pilot project is paving the way towards the 
development of ‘EU4Ocean’, an ocean-awareness and advocacy coalition, comprised of 
allicances of various actors composed of stakeholders and organisations willing to commit to 
a European platform, the European Youth Forum for the Ocean (Youth4Ocean Forum) and 
the Network of European Blue Schools.

Forum, recruiting more members along the way, embarking on media campaigns and 
launching a photo competition, launching Calls for Ocean Advocates.

such as certifications) to reduce dependency on pesticides use.
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- To assess the potential of the approaches identified in objective one for reducing the 
dependency on pesticide use, and to prove their effectiveness as well as barriers (real or 
perceived) that limit their uptake. In particular, the study should list and assess the 
barriers and explain their roots and possible ways to overcome them.

- To propose specific strategies on how to scale up good practices throughout the EU. This 
includes increased research and knowledge transfer between sectors, including experience 
gained in organic farming, permaculture, and conservation agriculture that does not lead 
to higher pesticide use. The contractor should also identify a suitable communication 
strategy to disseminate and promote the use of the database.

- To set up an EU-wide database containing the relevant information and guidance to 
enable farmers and advisory services to reduce the dependency on pesticide use.

Activities implemented: The methodology and the tools relevant for the analyses are 
prepared, including the approach for the selection of case studies.

Deliverables submitted: The most recent deliverable submitted is the first interim deliverable, 
next deliverable is expected by the end of April.

The role of producer organisations has been reinforced in a number of legislative initiatives 
concerning the common market organisation of the common agricultural policy (CAP), 
notably: the ‘Milk Package’ in 2012, the 2013 CAP reform and the ‘Omnibus Regulation’ in 
2018.

5.1 Objectives

Commitment appropriations for this pilot project were voted under the 2016 budget.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

In accordance with the budgetary remarks, this pilot project is intended to finance the 
development of an inventory of species and habitats and environmentally sensitive areas in 
the French Outermost Regions, which number among the world's biodiversity hotspots. As 
underlined in the executability letter (29 October 2015) and in line with the Environment 
Council Conclusions, this pilot project is not conceived as a first step on the road towards the 
adoption of legislation to preserve biodiversity in the French outermost region, but a further 
element to build a sustainable partnership to promote the conservation of biodiversity and the 
sustainable use of ecosystem services including ecosystem-based approaches to climate 
change adaptation and mitigation in the EU Outermost Regions and Overseas Countries and 
Territories. This is in line with the Environment Council Conclusions adopted on 16 
December 2015 where the Environment Council 'noted the results of the preparatory action 
on Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services in Territories of European Overseas (BEST), the 
funding available under the Commission's Best 2.0 Programme, and urged the Commission 
and the Member States to move forward on sustainable partnerships dedicated to mobilising 
resources to protect the unique ecosystems and the services they provide in the EU Outermost 
Regions and Overseas Countries and Territories'. According with the budgetary remarks, 
advantage will be taken of any possible synergies with the work carried out under the BEST 
preparatory action including the developed regional ecosystem profiles, the identified key 
biodiversity areas (KBAs) and information on species and habitats. Through mapping of
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ecosystems and ecosystem services the link to relevant on-going activities such as the 
"Mapping and Assessment of Ecosystems Services" (MAES - see 
http://biodiversity.europa.eu/maes) will be encouraged.

The expected results of the pilot project entitled ‘BEST RUP’ are:

- to deliver an inventory of species and habitats of the French Outermost Regions (ORs);
- to explore a MAES pilot for one or more French ORs;
- to provide an opportunity for small grants for biodiversity actions in the French ORs 

following the modalities of the BEST 2.0 Programme.

The action is implemented via a grant awarded to the International Union for the 
Conservation of Nature (IUCN). The grant agreement was signed in December 2016. The 
action grant includes the following activities:

- Activity 1: Deliver species and habitats inventories (lists) for the French ORs capitalising 
- inter alia -on the species and habitats lists of the existing BEST regional ecosystem 
profiles and the identification of KBAs and KBESAs in the French ORs;

- Activity 2: Explore the use of the MAES methodology in ORs capitalising on the 
Amazonian Ecosystem profile elaborated in French Guyana. The Amazonian Ecosystem 
profile works and the identification of KBESAs will be promoted and shared in order to 
foresee the modalities of the MAES methodology’s implementation in ORs context. An 
active participation of the BEST ORs Officer in French Guiana, French Guiana 
representatives and the UICN Secretariat at the ESMERALDA workshop (February 2017, 
Azores) will enable discussion about the specificities of EU Overseas and 
recommendations for future works on MAES in EU Overseas.

- Activity 3: Carry out one dedicated call for swift small grants of up to 50 000 EUR per 
third party beneficiary in the French ORs. The guidelines and the details of the conditions 
of application (topics and types of activities, types of beneficiaries and criteria of 
selection and funding) is based on the modalities of the BEST 2.0 Programme, its 
operational manual and guidelines (section swift small grants). The adapted section and 
guidelines for applicants will be validated within 1 month after the signature of the grant 
agreement.

In the frame of the call for proposals, BEST RUP 12 projects (3 in the Amazon, 4 in the 
Indian Ocean and 5 in the Caribbean Region) have been proposed for funding. All projects 
started their work in 2018. The overview on existing data and lists of species and habitats was 
completed in collaboration with representatives of French ORs. The 12 BEST RUP projects 
and the species and habitat lists have been finalised. The final communication activities 
planned for the World Conservation Congress had to be postponed due to the COVID 
Pandemic. In order to still enable these activities the grant agreement has been extended.

5.1 Objectives

Commitment appropriations for this pilot project were voted under the 2017 and 2018 
budgets.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

Action 5 of the EU Biodiversity Strategy urges Member States to map and assess the state of 
ecosystems and their services in their national territory. A Working Group on Mapping and 
Assessment of Ecosystems and their Services (MAES) was established in 2012 and works 
very actively since then. The project shall start by assessing the state of the art of the MAES 
exercise within the participating overseas entities, and by inventorying and substantiating the 
human and material capacities present in each of them. It will then choose case studies in one 
or several regions and a particular contribution on which to focus the work of a dedicated 
team of local experts, policymakers and civil society members pooled from across the 
outermost regions (ORs) and overseas countries and territories (OCTs). It shall capitalise on 
the work of BEST initiative (initially supported by the BEST preparatory action under the 
2011, 2012 and 2013 budgets) and of NETBIOME (ERA-net and Co-ordination Support 
Action supported under the 6th and 7th research Framework Programmes) and it can also 
build on the initiating MAES experience carried out under the pilot project entitled 'Inventory 
of species and habitats in the French outermost regions' adopted under the 2016 budget (cf. 
item 07 02 77 34). This project shall produce a tangible contribution to the MAES work and 
it will demonstrate the feasibility and the added value of a bottom-up approach, involving and 
empowering local actors. If successful, this project will allow testing and implementation of
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the MAES methodology in different regions of the world, providing methodologies and good 
practice guidelines and contributing to worldwide EU leadership in this area. The project will 
involve policymakers, researchers and civil society in the development of methodologies for 
mapping and assessing the state of ecosystems and their services in ORs and OCTs. A 
coordinated and synergistic approach is advocated to turn the geographical, political and 
knowledge base fragmentation of these entities into assets, pooling resources and building 
robust participatory tools. The grant MOVE - Facilitating MAES to support regional policy 
in overseas Europe: mobilising stakeholders and pooling resources financed under the first 
year of the pilot project (voted under the 2017 budget), assesses the state of the art of the 
‘Mapping and Assessing of Ecosystem Services’ (MAES) within the participating overseas 
entities, and inventory and substantiate the human and material capacities present in each of 
them. It capitalises on the work carried out in the frame of NETBIOME network and the 
BEST (Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services in Territories of European overseas) initiative 
and it may consider the initial MAES experience planned under the project BEST RUP which 
implements the pilot project entitled 'Inventory of species and habitats in the French 
outermost regions' adopted under the 2016 budget (Item 07 02 77 34).

The MOVE project is in full swing implementing its work programme. The institutional 
framework relevant to MAES, highlighting the local governance structure, is being analysed 
based on documental and personal sources. Key stakeholders are consulted to gather 
information on (1) the local MAES development status, including the state of the knowledge 
on ecosystem status, based on the IUCN Red List of Ecosystems standard, (2) the ongoing 
relevant projects, and (3) the perceived needs and bottlenecks in the MAES process. In 
parallel, a revision and analysis of existing and ongoing scientific studies and projects is 
carried out. A project meeting bringing together all project partners and stakeholders was 
held on 27-28 May 2019 in the Canary Islands. For the pilot project voted under the 2018 
budget, the call for proposal was launched in January 2019 with the deadline of 01 April 
2019 for submitting proposals. The grant agreement was signed in September 2019. This 
second pilot project (MOVE ON) aims at enabling further case studies and specific regions 
on which to focus the work of dedicated teams of local experts, policymakers and civil 
society members pooled from across the outermost regions and overseas countries and 
territories. MOVE case studies have been finalised and MOVE ON Anchor projects building 
on the case studies carried out under MOVE are being prepared. The outreach activities and 
synergies with other projects in ORs and OCTs provide opportunities for further testing and 
spreading MAES findings and methodologies. Due to the COVID 19 pandemic delays have 
occurred. Both projects have been extended.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

Continue implementation of MOVE and MOVE ON notably the implementation of the 
anchor projects and communication activities.

The Biodiversity Strategy (COM/2011/0244 final) called on Member States to map and 
assess the state of ecosystems and their services in their national territory by 2014, with the 
assistance of the European Commission. They must also assess the economic value of such 
services, and promote the integration of these values into accounting and reporting systems at 
EU and national level by 2020 (see Target 2, Action 5). This specific action aims to provide a 
knowledge base on ecosystems and their services in Europe. It underpins the achievement of 
all six targets of the strategy and is relevant to a number of other EU sectorial policies such as 
agriculture, maritime affairs and fisheries, and cohesion. A coherent analytical framework has 
been developed (see first technical report, 2013) to be applied by the EU and its Member 
States in order to ensure consistent approaches. It contributes to the ongoing discussion on 
the conceptual framework for sub-global assessments of ecosystems and ecosystem services 
under the Intergovernmental Platform on Biodiversity and Ecosystem services (IPBES).

5.1 Objectives

Commitment appropriations were voted for this pilot project under the 2017 and 2018 
budgets.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The objective of this project was to establish pilot local or regional groupings of stakeholders 
and authorities to improve the coexistence between people and large carnivores, based on the 
model of the EU Large Carnivores Platform and on the experience from other regional 
platforms, e.g. established through projects funded under the LIFE programme. The 
geographical areas were selected amongst those EU Member States/regions with serious 
coexistence conflicts between humans and large carnivores. The relevant local/regional 
authorities responsible for the management of large carnivores as well as the relevant interest 
groups active in the concerned areas were contacted and invited to get involved and 
participate to the platforms. In each of the selected areas, the project aims to support the 
implementation of two or three actions included in the document ‘Key actions for large 
carnivore populations in Europe’, with a focus on actions relating to conflict resolution, 
communication, reducing socio-economic problems and establishing win-win socio­
economic benefits in line with the objectives of the EU Nature Directives and the EU 2020 
biodiversity strategy.

Under the 3-year contract ENV.D.3/SER/2017/0028, concluded on 28.12.2017, three pilot 
local platforms of stakeholders and authorities have been established in the Italy-Grosseto
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province, the Romania-Hargita county and the Spain-Avila province. This contract was 
extended for 9 months, until end of September 2021, to account for the adverse impacts of the 
COVID-19 pandemic in the study regions. Another 3-year contract was concluded on 
21.12.2018 to support the establishment of additional regional or local platforms in other 
areas. Under this second contract (ENV.D.3/SER/2018/0021), concluded on 21.12.2018, 
three additional platforms have been established in France (Vercors Regional Natural Park), 
Germany (Lüneburg Heath, Lower Saxony) and Sweden. Similarly, to the previous 
platforms, the objective was to improve stakeholders’ dialogue and to promote a wider 
implementation of good practices for coexistence between people and large carnivores such 
as the actions recommended in the document "Key Actions for large carnivore populations in 
Europe”. It was meant that the specific actions to implement would be agreed by the 
concerned regional/local platform and by the relevant authorities and should focus on 
improving coexistence, reducing conflicts and socio-economic problems caused by large 
carnivores, in line with the objectives of the EU Habitats Directive and the EU 2020 
biodiversity strategy.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

Since early 2020, the Covid-19 pandemic crisis, has prevented or slowed down several 
planned initiatives (personal meetings and workshops) for all the six stakeholders’ platforms. 
Unfortunately, such personal contacts and physical meetings were necessary, in order to 
gradually build mutual trust and understanding among the different stakeholders, as a basis 
for a constructive dialogue. In 2021, the platforms aim to catch up on the lost 
time/opportunities. This is why the first contract (supporting the first three platforms) has 
been extended for another nine months. Another objective is to improve the commitment 
from the relevant regional (or national) authorities to better support the stakeholders’ 
participatory process and to adequately follow up on the platforms’ proposals. Several 
meetings and workshops are envisaged by the individual platforms in 2021, to take place in 
physical form or with alternative means (hybrid).

- Do similar activities exist, which are already covered by a legal basis?

The Commission currently supports the EU Platform on Coexistence between People and 
Large Carnivores10 focusing on dialogue among stakeholders at EU level. This EU Platform 
involves European representatives of the concerned stakeholders, while the pilot project is 
meant to help transfer and/or adapt the cooperative and constructive approach achieved at EU 
level to the regional and local levels. Furthermore, it aims as well to promote a wider 
implementation of the identified and agreed good practices for coexistence, supporting 
concrete actions on the ground to reduce existing conflicts. The ongoing LIFE project 
“Eurolargecamivores”11 supports similar activities and aims at providing a platform to gather 
and share knowledge on human-large carnivore coexistence among various stakeholders 
across the European Union. It focuses on topics such as monitoring, human-wildlife conflict 
mitigation and prevention, fears and safety concerns, herding practices, but also poaching, 
economic opportunities and investment requirements.The ongoing LIFE project 
“LIFEstockProtect”12 also includes some actions on stakeholders engagement with the aim to 
increase the acceptance (and therefore the implementation) of livestock protection measures. 
These actions include multi-stakeholder meetings, field visits and workshops, thematic 
working groups focusing for example on financial support, compensation schemes and 
tourism opportunities. Other examples of local stakeholders’ involvement on large

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carnivores’ conservation and management exist in some Member States. For example, in 
Finland there are now 27 “wolf territory cooperation groups”13, consisting of different 
stakeholders (representatives from local authorities, hunters, livestock farmers and nature 
protection associations), working together on several issues such as information and 
awareness raising, support to farmers to implement livestock protection measures and 
monitoring.

On the basis of the experiences of the six 
local stakeholders’ platforms, the EU Platform plans to develop a toolkit to assist national, 
regional and local managing authorities in establishing successful stakeholders’ platforms.

5.1 Objectives

Commitment appropriations were voted for this pilot project under the 2018 and 2019 
budgets.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The implementation of the pilot project voted under the 2018 budget and the launch of the 
call for tender was postponed because several new projects on lindane (SURFING started on 
1 January 2019 under LIFE, LINDANET started on 1 August 2019 under Interreg Europe) 
risked to interfere with the objectives of the pilot project as given by the European 
Parliament. To avoid the risk of double funding, the scope of the pilot project had to be re­
adjusted. The call for tender for the pilot project was published online on 30 July 2019. 
Interested parties had until 30 September 2019 to send their offers. The received tenders were 
opened on 2 October 2019. The contract was awarded to a consortium consisting of Tauw 
BV, SARGA SL and CDM Smith Europe GmbH, and the contract was signed on 18 
December 2019.

The pilot project has two specific objectives:

- Compiling a detailed inventory of production sites, waste deposits, landfills and treatment 
centres of lindane and HCH (hexachlorocyclohexane) in the EU. The project will build 
further on previous efforts to describe the extent of the problem in the EU and start with 
an analysis of existing literature and information sources. In a second phase, national and 
international stakeholders will be approached to collect additional information and data.
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Two workshops will be organized to bring these stakeholders together and to exchange 
knowledge and experience. The project will present the available information on the 
location, characterization and risks of the different sites in a GIS (Geographic Information 
System) database.

- Assisting public authorities at local, regional or national level confronted with lindane 
and HCH issues and provide them with support, expertise, advice and consultancy. The 
expertise needed to tackle lindane and HCH waste or contamination often exceeds the 
ability and capacity of authorities, certainly at local level. Therefore, the project will 
provide support in specific contamination cases to public authorities that lack the 
necessary expertise in one or more of the following fields:

o Historical investigations or searches in archives; 
o Identification and characterization of contaminated sites; 
o Development of a conceptual site model and analysis of monitoring results; 
o Risk assessment and advice on use restrictions (water, crops, dust, etc.); 
o Feasibility studies, design of sustainable remediation approaches, research or pilot 

tests;
o Cost estimations of different remediation scenarios and looking for the necessary 

budgets;
o Preparing procurement procedures and drafting calls for tender; 
o Communication activities, networking and stakeholder involvement.

The kick-off meeting of the pilot project took place on 30 January 2020. The following tasks
and actions were implemented in 2020:

- Review of the Union and National Implementation Plans under the Stockholm 
Convention;

- Desk study to review existing information and literature;
- Organization of two stakeholder webinars and publication of a video;
- Outreach to national and international stakeholders;
- Start to set-up the GIS database;
- Assessment of the needs and development of a roadmap for each project site;
- Start to provide assistance to the different authorities.

- Characterization of priority sites including conceptual site model
- Finalization of the inventory and country lists with sites potentially contaminated with 

HCH
- Recommendations for the next steps and sustainable management of the sites

In 2016, the EP Policy Department for Citizens' Rights and Constitutional Affairs delivered a 
study "Lindane (persistent organic pollutant) in the EU" at the request of the Parliamentary 
Committee on Petitions (PETI).

- At this stage, is it envisaged to follow up this project with a legislative proposal?

Currently, there is no soil legislation at EU level for historically contaminated sites. The pilot 
project will not directly result in a specific legislative proposal, but will contribute to the 
implementation of the objectives and provisions of the 7th Environment Action Plan, the 
Stockholm Convention and the POPs Regulation (including the National and Union 
Implementation Plans), the Water Framework Directive (including the River Basin 
Management Plans), the Environmental Quality Standards Directive, the Drinking Water

5.1 Objectives

Commitment appropriations were voted for this pilot project for the first year under the 2018 
budget

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The project will aim to identify the cost and benefits of a range of nature-based solutions, 
with a focus on treatment of manure-derived waste and sludge, landscape elements in 
relatively wet and cold regions and landscape elements in relatively dry and hot regions. The 
project will be implemented using nine pilot cases where nature-based solutions have been 
applied to deal with a range of problems: wastewater treatment, limit impact of diffuse 
pollution and water retention. Each case will be studied in detail to establish costs and direct 
and indirect benefits, set up a hydrological model to allow extending the solution to the entire 
river basin, identify bottlenecks for implementation and identify a business model to allow 
implementation. The results will be synthesised, drawing besides the analysis of the pilot 
cases, also on the results of other relevant European Commission activities such as the Blue2 
study on the socio-economic assessment of policies aiming to improve the quality of 
freshwater and the marine environment. In addition, previous work on natural water retention 
measures aiming to safeguard and enhance the water storage potential of landscape, soil, and 
aquifers, by restoring ecosystems, natural features and characteristics of watercourses and 
using natural processes will be integrated. An administrative agreement with the Joint 
Research Centre (JRC) was signed on 12 November 2018.

In 2020, the work of seven out of the nine case studies have been concluded: these concern 
constructed wetlands for the treatment of manure and sludge (1 in Italy, 1 in Croatia and 1 in
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Montenegro), landscape elements to address diffuse pollution (2 in Italy in a Mediterranean 
and a Continental setting, respectively), and catchment scale water retention (1 in Italy and 1 
in Greece). The remaining two case studies started following the conclusion of two calls for 
tenders. They concern diffuse pollution in a Nordic environment (Finland), and water 
retention in a continental context (the Netherlands/Germany). The work is on track and will 
be concluded by April 2021. In addition to the case studies, a research synthesis service has 
been contracted to a consultant (IRIDRA srl, Italy) with the objective to identify criteria for 
the applicability of nature based solutions and develop equations enabling a quick appraisal 
of costs, benefits and effectiveness of different types of nature based solutions at the stage of 
planning, programming and policy analysis.

The work of this service has been finalized during 2020 and is now being reviewed in the 
perspective of EU-scale mapping by the JRC of costs, benefits and favourability for different 
nature based solutions, aimed at supporting policies related to the European Green Deal and 
the Common Agricultural Policy. While planned for completion in 2020, the work has been 
delayed due to various technical reasons and will be finalized in 2021. Results from the case 
studies as well as the EU-scale mapping of opportunities for nature-based solutions will be 
submitted for publication in a special issue of journal Sustainability (open access). The 
relevant data will be also disseminated through appropriate channels. The work is meant to be 
preparatory to a workshop for policy makers to be organized at the end of 2021.

5.1 Objectives

Commitment appropriations were voted for this pilot project for the first year under the 2019 
budget

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The project intends to explore ways how to best identify and label vehicles that have low 
pollutant emissions. Clear determination of real pollutant performance levels of the newest 
vehicles is needed in order to make fair comparisons, first and foremost to ensure clarity for 
the customers, but also to allow for appropriate air quality measures to be introduced (such as 
fiscal or charging for the use of infrastructure). The main focus will be vehicles compliant 
with the latest step of Euro 6 (Euro 6d-TEMP or later) or certified to that level after retrofit, 
as it is essential for this project to be developed for vehicles coming into the market in the 
following years. Pollutant emission performance of these vehicles in real conditions will be 
the main parameter used to compare vehicles and various supporting tools designed to label 
and incentivise clean, ultra-low polluting vehicles. Interoperable, streamlined methods of 
exchanging vehicle information among authorities will be explored, with full regard to data 
protection safeguards. As a starting point, the project will review the pollutant emission 
characteristics of the current EU light-duty vehicle fleet by building upon existing emission 
factor databases and other publicly available evidence. Special emphasis should be placed on 
the factors that influence real-world pollutant emissions behaviour of recent vehicle types 
(e.g. the importance of engine cold-start events, driving behaviour, vehicle maintenance,
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durability of emission control components and the presence of advanced after-treatment 
systems). Secondly, an analysis of existing vehicle classification schemes currently being 
developed or used to provide real-world emissions information for consumer information or 
similar purposes will be performed. The schemes should be evaluated from (at least) three 
perspectives:

- a technical perspective, notably including an evaluation of the comprehensiveness and 
robustness of the measurement protocols, and of how representative the vehicle ratings 
provided are of real-world emissions;

- a communications perspective, assessing the effectiveness of the ways in which the (often 
complex) results are communicated to the public, paying particular attention to the level 
of detail that is provided and the way that the uncertainties and variability of real-world 
emissions are conveyed;

- a governance perspective, assessing the mechanisms used to ensure technical soundness, 
impartiality, and general quality of the schemes.

Some of these recently launched initiatives that test and qualify the real-world emissions 
performance of cars are: TRUE initiative (https://www.trueinitiative.org), the AIR index 
(https://www.allowair.org/the-air-index/), Green NCAP (https://www.greenncap.com), the 
CEN Workshop Agreement 17379 (https://www.cen.eu/news/brief-news/Pages/NEWS-2019- 
007.aspx) and established independent emissions tests such as the ADAC EcoTest 
(https://www.adac.de/ecotest/).

Third, the project will identify best practices, areas of improvement, limitations and assess 
the ability of such vehicle classification schemes to achieve the following goals:

- complement the information provided by vehicle emissions data produced in the context 
of the application of EU vehicle emissions regulations,

- inform regional or local clean air measures, and the development of road vehicle emission 
inventories,

- rebuild consumer trust and guide the choices of environmentally conscious vehicle users, 
and

- be the basis of public or private incentives to low-polluting light-duty vehicles.

Fourth, the project will advise on the characteristics of a comprehensive, concept vehicle 
classification scheme, which would achieve the goals listed above.

Finally, the project will set up a dedicated, freely accessible public website that aggregates 
and curates publicly available data on the real-world emissions of light-duty vehicles, and 
presents it in a neutral manner. The main focus will be on vehicles currently on sale in the EU 
market; i.e. that are compliant with the latest steps of the EURO 6 norm (EURO 6d-TEMP or 
later). After the clarification from the requesting tenderers was received (28th February 2020), 
the contract was awarded to a consortium led by IDIADA Automotive Technology S.A. of 
Spain and including TNO (the Netherlands Organisation for Applied Scientific Research), 
Emissions Analytics (independent testing house from the UK), AIR Alliance (UK), EMISIA 
of Greece and Automòbil Club Assistència of Spain.

Three deliverables were submitted up to the end of the year 2020:

- Deliverable 1.1 - an inception report outlining the content of the ‘real-world emissions 
guidebook’ report, within the first month of the signature of the contract,
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- Deliverable 1.2 -the final ‘real-world emissions guidebook’ report, within the first 6 
months from the signature of the contract,

- Deliverable 2.1 - an inception report outlining the content of the ‘vehicle emission 
classification schemes study’ report, within the first 7 months from the signature of the 
contract.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

The year 2021 will see the start of the preparatory work for the development of the website 
on real-world emissions from new vehicles. This will be a dedicated, freely accessible public 
website that aggregates and curates publicly available data on the real-world emissions of 
light-duty vehicles, and presents it in a neutral manner. The main focus will be on vehicles 
currently on sale in the EU market; i.e., that are compliant with the latest steps of the EURO 
6 norm (EURO 6dTEMP or later). The website will also have short informative articles about 
topics related to real-world pollutant emissions from light-duty vehicles in the EU that are not 
broadly understood by the average consumer. By August 2021, a report outlining the content, 
structure, data sources and proposed functionality and visual aspects of the website will have 
to be delivered by the contractors. It is foreseen that the final website will be hosted as a 
‘wiki’ under the Europa site. Also for 2021, the contractors will work towards the completion 
of the final study on vehicle emission classification schemes (foreseen by May 2021). They 
will propose a 'concept' vehicle classification scheme that would successfully complement the 
information provided by vehicle emissions data produced in the context of the application of 
EU vehicle emissions regulations, inform regional or local clean air measures, and the 
development of road vehicle emission inventories, rebuild consumer trust and guide the 
choices of environmentally conscious vehicle users and be the basis of public or private 
incentives to low-polluting light-duty vehicles. The proposal will be of a comprehensive 
nature, covering the technical, communication and governance perspectives, and, where 
appropriate, addressing broader aspects of the environmental performance of vehicles 
currently not covered such as lifecycle emissions, recyclability or non-regulated pollutants.

- Support the promotion and marketing of transnational tourism products and lesser- 
known European sites in targeted third country markets, in particular, amongst others, 
China and US, through joint public-private partnerships;

The ad-hoc grant signed with ETC in July 2019 funds a series of large 
marketing campaigns in key long haul markets for the EU (i.e. USA, China, Canada and 
Australia) through the Joint Promotion Platform (JPP). JPP has been set up by ETC and is co­
funded by the tourism sector (mainly Destination Management Organisations at various
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levels). These campaigns are focusing on: (1) trans-European tourism products, (2) coastal / 
maritime tourism in the EU and (3) cultural tourism in the EU. 2019 was used to develop 
campaign strategies, secure additional financial security, recruit subcontractors 
(communication agency, media buyer agency) and start the development of marketing 
contents.

The contents of the co-funded marketing campaigns have been developed and co-funders 
found, however, because of COVID19 pandemic in Europe and in targeted markets (China, 
USA, Canada, Australia), their launch has been postponed (initially planned to start in April 
2020). A number of trials on ETC web and social media were conducted through existing 
dissemination tools (while keeping the budget for buying media space and increase traffic for 
the fully-fledged launch).

A small part of the budget was reallocated to support the production of market intelligence 
reports about travel sentiments (how many European and international visitors intend to travel 
within or to Europe, by when, etc.) in order to help the European tourism ecosystem 
managing the crisis and planning for its restart.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

In order to contribute to the restart of the European tourism ecosystem and taking into 
account the fact that this restart will rely largely on intra-EU tourism, ETC is preparing new 
marketing campaigns focusing on intra-EU tourism. These should be launched ahead of the 
2021 summer season. Familiarisation trips for tour operators and influencers will take place 
as soon as travel bans imposed by Member States and third countries are lifted. Virtual 
alternatives are prepared. The Business-to-Business travel trade exhibition will be organised 
through virtual means.

The main objectives of this action are:

- To increase the flow of Chinese travellers in the EU, in particular Chinese Free 
Individual Travellers (FITs), with high revenues, interested in lesser known destinations 
and travelling outside high season;

- To create investment opportunities for EU companies in China where domestic tourism 
is booming.

Building on the experience of the 2015 "World Bridge" pilot project dedicated to the 
preparation of the EU-China Tourism Year, the main actions consist of:

- Training activities (mainly online) for the EU tourism industry operators to adapt their 
products and promotion activities to attract increased visitation by Chinese travellers, in 
particular FITs;

- Four Business-to-Business Matchmaking (B2B) events facilitating partnerships between 
European tourism suppliers and Chinese buyers, on (virtual) travel fairs.

The call for tenders to implement the above-mentioned actions was only published early 2019 
in order to draft the technical specifications on the basis of the results and ‘return on 
investment’ of the B2B events organised under the “Internationalisation of EU tourism 
operators” initiative, which ended in February 2019. Unfortunately, this call was 
unsuccessful, as the registered bids did not reach the minimum technical quality. A new call 
has been published in July 2019 and the contract has been signed on 20 December 2019.
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COVID-19 in China and in Europe have complicated the organisation of EU-China B2B 
tourism matchmaking events. Most international Travel Fairs have been cancelled on both 
sides since February-March 2020.

The duration of the contract has been extended and the contractor was asked to switch to 
virtual B2B events as long as travel restrictions are not lifted. There are several reasons why 
maintaining EU support made sense despite no near-term prospect of Chinese travellers. 
Firstly, the fact that the first event was largely oversubscribed despite COVID first wave 
confirm that many European companies see China as an essential source market for the EU 
tourism ecosystem. Secondly, these companies know that it takes a considerable amount of 
time to build long-haul partnerships, especially with China. Thirdly, B2B discussions in 2020 
are typically revolving around services to be delivered in 2022. Finally yet importantly, 
matchmaking events in 2020 enable to gather information in time to adjust their portfolio and 
offerings to post-COVID traveller preferences.

The contractor, Aviareps, organised two virtual events in 2020, one in June and one in 
December. In both cases, applications from EU companies were more than twice the number 
of available places. There were 10 000 chats registered and 4 400 contacts exchanged, with 
very high satisfaction rate from participants.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

The third B2B event is scheduled for June 2021 and should be virtual. The fourth B2B is 
scheduled for October 2021 and might be a physical event.

5.1 Objectives

Commitment appropriations for this preparatory action were voted under the 2019 budget.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

This preparatory action will build on the results and impact of the pilot project whose projects 
were implemented between April 2017 and June 2018. It will aim at largely diffusing best 
practices and implementing programmes schemes / modules to stimulate the creation of 
cooperative enterprises by young people. The Commission wants to support project that are 
innovative, transnational and implemented with a clear intention of replication. Projects 
should make results public and available for any actor interested in the cooperative business 
model and entrepreneurial training.

Actions scheduled could include:

- Preparing a communication campaign in targeted countries with the support of youth 
organisations (e.g.: webtool, social media, newspapers);

- Fostering the cooperative entrepreneurial mind-sets of young people outside the 
educational environment by preparing European promotional 
events/workshops/conferences in targeted countries.

The objectives of the preparatory action are to stimulate the transfer and development of 
competences of the cooperative entrepreneurship in countries: (1) where the cooperative 
tradition is weak and (2) where benefits offered by the cooperative model are not sufficiently
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well known and struggling with high youth unemployment. The expected result is the 
development of cooperative entrepreneurship and training schemes for young people.

In order to implement this initiative, a call for proposals was launched on 2 April 2019. Given 
the high number of registered proposals (30), external evaluators have been hired to assist the 
Commission in the evaluation stage. The 30 proposals have been evaluated in June - July 
2019 and the Evaluation committee has recommended awarding seven grants. These seven 
projects started on 1 March 2020 for a duration of 18 months. In November 2020, interim 
assessments have been performed and according to the information provided by the 
coordinators, the projects are progressing well despite the pandemic.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

The intention is the final assessment of the implementation of the seven projects, whose final 
reports should be submitted by the end of October 2021 at the latest. Consortia partners will 
also be invited to join digitally the Conference on Social Economy in Mannheim (2021) that 
could help them to network and diffuse their first results.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The first phase of the preparatory action consisted of a feasibility study on four groups of 
vulnerable children (children in institutions, children with disabilities, children with a migrant 
background, children living in precarious family situations). The second phase was a policy 
and financial impact study on the economic implementing framework of a possible EU child 
guarantee scheme for all children at risk of poverty in the EU. The third phase consists of a 
number of projects attempting to put into practice the results of previous two phases in order 
to test whether such a scheme could be made operational on the ground in a cost-effective 
way and provide a new approach to reducing child social exclusion in the EU in a sustainable 
way.

Implementation of preparatory action for a Child Guarantee - Phase III: Phase III of the 
action will test and operationalise the findings of phases I and II by implementing concrete 
projects in four Member States (BG, EL, HR, IT) and by supporting the development of 
national action plans in these four Member States, as well as three additional countries (DE, 
ES, LT). The goal is to test the potential of a Child Guarantee in the EU. The implementation 
is done through a direct grant to UNICEF, which is an international organisation focused on 
fighting child poverty. Projects have started in the summer of 2020 and will last for two 
years.

5.1 Objectives
Commitment appropriations for this preparatory action were voted under the 2018, 2019 and 
2020 budgets. The project seeks to provide young Europeans aged 18 years old a travel 
experience that would promote the discovery of Europe’s cultural heritage and diversity, 
better connect them with their European identity, and raise awareness of the European 
Union’s core values. The objectives of DiscoverEU are three-fold:

- Foster the young people’s sense of belonging to the European Union by encouraging the 
discovery of Europe: its people, its cultures and its heritage and as by encouraging 
connections and intercultural dialogue between them;

- Equip young people with knowledge, life skills and competences of value to them;
- Encourage young people to embrace sustainable travel.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

Providing travelling and mobility opportunities around Europe for young people turning 18 
has an educational and cultural value, and is consistent with the EU policy framework for 
young people outlined in the 2016 Commission Communication "Investing in Europe's 
youth" as well as with the “EU Youth Strategy 2019-2027”. “DiscoverEU: free travel pass for 
Europeans turning 18” was adopted for the first time as a Preparatory Action in 2018 with a 
budget of EUR 12 million. The action specifically targets 18 years old, as this age generally 
marks a major step to adulthood and to European citizenship. More than 100 000 young 
people applied for the 15 000 travel passes available under the first application round in June 
2018. A second application round was organised in November 2018 and almost 80 000 young
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people applied for around 14 500 travel passes available. During the third and fourth 
application rounds organized in May and November 2019 respectively a total of almost 170 
000 applicants were awarded 40 000 travel passes. The 20 000 travellers awarded in May 
2019 have already travelled, while the 20 000 travellers awarded in November 2020 have 
received an extension of the travelling period due to the COVID-19 pandemic. The two 
application rounds planned in 2020 were cancelled due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

The implementation of "Discover EU" also leveraged the experience and lessons learnt 
during Move2Learn, Learn2Move. This one off initiative carried out under Erasmus+ gave 
the opportunity to around 3000 pupils of 16 years, who had been involved in an eTwinning 
project, to travel to at least one other EU country to increase their European consciousness 
and identity.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

The two application rounds foreseen for 2020, in which 60 000 travel passes should have 
been awarded have been cancelled. A Global Commitment of EUR 23 217 549.06 was made 
in 2020 to ensure that these travel passes will be distributed during a single application round 
foreseen in autumn 2021 (exact dates to be confirmed), if permitted by the evolution of the 
pandemic. Further actions are taken (in the form of amendments to current specific contracts) 
to ensure travellers who were awarded a travel pass and were not able to travel during 2020, 
will be able to do so as soon as travelling is once again possible in Europe.

The objective of the project is to give the opportunity to sport staff to improve their 
qualifications and acquire new skills through spending a period in a foreign country (in and 
outside the EU). Opportunities for learning mobility in this context is addressed to 'staff and 
volunteers - linked to both, professional sport and not-for-profit sports organisations. Such 
initiative (in both phases) could be based on the following actions: exchanges, placements,

5.1 Objectives
Commitment appropriations for this Preparatory action were voted under the 2018, 2019 and 
2020 budgets.

The Preparatory action aims at testing suitable actions with a view to future EU programme 
support for music. In general, terms, support would be directed towards European diversity 
and talent, the competitiveness of the sector as well as increased access of citizens to music in 
all its diversity. Following discussion at EU level with the representatives of the music 
ecosystem, this Preparatory action responds to the identified need for more targeted support 
to Europe’s music sector to address major challenges and topical issues by means of selected 
activities. It would complement and build on the existing, but too limited support options for 
music under Creative Europe. Very importantly, it would add value to the formulated 
political priorities in the field of culture as stipulated in the Treaties. The new circumstances, 
due to the crisis, led to the re-orientation of the 2020 Preparatory action (amendment of the 
Annual Work Programme) with the focus of channelling support towards the recovery of the 
music sector.

Objectives followed during 2019 and 2020 implementation:

In 2019, the objectives of the six calls launched to implement the Preparatory action were as 
follows:

- Develop further elements for future programme support in the field of 
"professionalization and training" of young musicians and professionals in the music 
sector, focussing on business-related skills (e.g. digital, management, economical skills);
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- Experiment ideas developed as part of the European music export strategy to foster 
international success (e.g. visibility, commercialisation and distribution) of European 
music worldwide;

- Promote sustainable live music distribution through cooperation between small- and 
medium sized music venues with the aim to test innovative collaboration models and to 
enhance venues’ role and identity in the local community;

- Support creativity and develop talents in the musical sector through European co-creation 
initiatives;

- Increase knowledge about health issues for creators in the European music business;
- Promote innovative approaches in the field of music education and learning, through 

cooperation between the music and education sectors.

To implement the 2020 preparatory action, the 2020 Annual Work Programme for 
preparatory action was amended, to take account of the need for targeted support to the sector 
in light of the heavy impact of the COVID-19 crisis. The main objective was to contribute to 
the sector’s recovery from the crisis by helping it to become more sustainable and adapt to 
newly emerging trends after the crisis.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

In 2021, the following activities are foreseen to implement the 2018-2020 Preparatory action:

- 2018 preparatory action: final reports for the 2018 calls for proposals will be assessed (i.e. 
2018 training call; for the 2019 distribution call, a brochure summarising the results, has 
already been prepared), depending of the COVID-situation, a meeting gathering all 
project holders will be organised; The Commission will also further work on the follow­
up to the 2018 studies (European music observatory - EMO, analysis of market gaps, 
European music export strategy), including on the policy side (e.g. we are exploring 
cooperation with the European Union Intellectual Property Office observatory);

- 2019 preparatory action: the selected projects under the 4 calls for proposals 
(professionalization, co-creation, small venues, music education) will be implemented, 
including adaptations of activities due to the ongoing crisis with possible implications on 
the budgetary/contractual side; the same goes for the two studies(health and well-being of 
musicians, music export pilot) that just kicked-off in January 2020;

- 2020 preparatory action: the signature of the grant agreement with the beneficiary of the 
call for proposals is planned for April 2021, so that the action (implementation of 
redistribution scheme, including launch of calls to final beneficiaries) can take place by 
July. A steering committee will be set up in the spring to accompany the implementation 
of the scheme for the full duration of the implementation of this call.

Expected results:

In 2021, with regard to the following preparatory action years:

- 2018: Project reports from the calls are assessed / analysed with a view to their relevance 
for future EU programme support; a follow-up to the EMO study has been explored;

- 2019: Projects and studies can be carried out, as planned or as adjusted due to the crisis;
- 2020: The redistribution scheme has been launched, the steering committee has been set 

up.

- a strategy/plan for the next steps in the context of Music Moves Europe (policy, funding, 
dialogue) has been developed;

It focused on the practise of sport and 
physical activity as a tool to promote a better inclusion to a group or in the society as a whole. 
The gender equality dimension was taken into account. Following the call for proposals,
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seven projects were selected. Projects activities have started in 2020. The first deliverables 
are expected in 2022.

Following the action implemented in 2019, the 2020 action supported organisations active in 
the field of sport. The total budget for this action was EUR 1 000 000. Thus, in 2020, 5 
projects were selected. Applicants proposed actions that focus on the prevention of 
radicalisation, in particular in helping youngsters at risk of exclusion and of radicalisation to 
better integrate in the society in which they are living. A non-exhaustive list of the main 
activities are:

- Design and development of networks at EU level amongst organisations engaged into the

- Organisation of workshops, seminars and conferences aimed at spreading the information, 

expertise and cooperation opportunities relating to the prevention of marginalisation and 
radicalisation through sport;

- Development, identification, promotion and sharing of activities and good practices, at 
EU level, about monitoring and coaching, through sports, of people at risk of 
radicalisation.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

The projects selected in 2020, which started in January 2021, will be in the first year of 
implementation. It is likely that funded projects are slowed down by the COVID-19 
pandemic and are currently focusing on planning and development of methodologies that 
require fewer physical contacts. Meetings are held online.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The implementation of the action started in March 2021; the budget of 2019 and 2020 are 
combined.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

Civil society organisations are contributing to the implementation of the Union legal 
framework and have been actively advocating for an effective anti-money laundering and 
counter-terrorist financing (AML/CFT) regime, calling for a more transparent and 
trustworthy financial system. Greater and more comprehensive involvement of civil society 
organisations in AML/CFT work can contribute to further strengthening the effectiveness of 
both the relevant legal framework and the enforcement activities.

The action will seek to lay the foundations for enhancing the involvement of civil society 
organisations. This project will help to strengthen a wide range of civil society organisations, 
including organisations which have not to date been actively involved in fighting money 
laundering and financial crimes and will enable synergies between the activities of civil 
society organisations and the efforts of the Union to put an end to money laundering, 
financial crime and other abusive and criminal practices are increased.
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More concretely, five objectives are foreseen:

- Building and raising awareness among capacity among civil society actors through 
trainings and training materials;

- Raising awareness of AML/CFT risks in relation to a lack of transparency of 
Beneficial Ownership (BO);

- Creating a sustainable network of BO transparency experts;
- Developing tools/instruments to improve BO transparency; and,
- Creating a public database with information on the use of BO information.

The "Civil Society Advancing Beneficial Ownership Transparency" composed by 
Transparency International (TI) (Group lead), in partnership with the Tax Justice Network 
(TJN), Transcrime - Università Cattolica de Sacro Cuore (Transcrime - UCSC) and the 
Government Transparency Institute (GTI) have won the tender. As foreseen in the Tender 
Specifications, the contract started on 01 March 2021. The kick-off meeting took place on 11 
May 2021.

There will be two main phases in 2021 with different intentions:

- During the preparatory phase, the aim is to establish the framework in which the 
action will operate: define the participants, seek to define deliverables, set the basis of 
the future network of civil society actors, identify the tools with which the network 
will work (verifying existing Beneficial Ownership registers set up in each Member 
State, establish parameters of data accuracy and define common features as well as 
differences between the approaches of Member States), choose the locations to deploy 
the project (events and training).

- After the preparatory phase, the aim is to start of the organisation of trainings and 
events.

FLIP for CCIs 3 will build on the achievements of the previous two pilot projects (FLIP for 
CCIs 1 and 2), complement them and prepare proposals with a view to the adoption of future 
actions/basic acts for sustaining and developing CCIs and aiming at generating cross-sectoral 
benefits and spill-overs in the different areas and sectors CCIs interface with.

Objectives:

The Preparatory Action “FLIP for CCIs 3” will take stock of the achievements of the 
previous phases concerning the European Skills, Competences, Qualifications and 
Occupations (ESCO) skills classification and complement it. It will build on the previous 
activities developing a model for recognising skills, testing the model with a larger number of 
CCIs and in particular strengthen the dimension of releasing the model for codifying skills 
and associating them with professional figures in the light of the European framework on 
skills.

The preparatory action, covering the 2018 commitment appropriations voted under the 2018 
budget, takes the form of a study, for which the contract with an external contractor was 
signed in December 2019.

The preparatory action builds on the successful 2015 pilot project entitled 'Capacity building, 
programmatic development, and communication in the field of environmental taxation and 
budgetary reform' (in operation in 2016-2017) and aims at putting its conclusions into action
by:

It should be noted that the scope of the project was adapted to the reduction of the amount 
assigned to this pilot project in comparison to the initial proposal (from 1 000 000 EUR to 
750 000 EUR).

The contract for the preparatory action voted under the 2018 budget was signed in March 
2019 with a consortium of companies led by the Institute for European Environmental Policy 
(IEEP). The contract covers a period of maximum 20 months from its date of entry into force. 
An inception report fine-tuning the methodological approach was accepted in the autumn 
2019. A first interim report was delivered in November 2019, providing an assessment of 
gaps in implementation of the EU environmental policy / legislation in the selected policy 
areas in the individual Member States. It also provided a preliminary overview of existing 
economic instruments in the selected policy areas. In 2020, the contractor has delivered the 
second and a draft of the third interim reports. The second interim report provided an 
assessment of existing economic instruments, a preliminary design of two economic 
instruments per Member State and modelling results of impacts of implementation of these 
instruments. It also presents an EU level scenario, assessing impacts of introducing of a set of 
economic instruments across the EU. The third interim report provides an assessment of the 
current state of play of internalisation of external environmental costs. A conference on 
Greening Taxation, organised digitally on 4 February 2021, presented the preliminary 
findings of the third progress report. Three further workshops took place in March 2021. Two 
of them will built on the second progress report, engaging stakeholders in the discussion on 
the design of economic instruments. The third workshop will be dedicated to the discussion 
of the guidance to stakeholders how to get involved in the related policymaking. Results of 
these workshops will inform a (draft) final report, including the guidelines for stakeholders. 
The final report delivering on the objectives of the study, including the guidelines to 
stakeholders, reflecting the feedback received during the workshops and conference is 
expected for April-May 2021. This means nearly half a year delay against the initial planning, 
caused largely by the COVID-19 crisis and unfortunate changes in the consultant team due to 
long-term sickness of two leading team members.

The preparatory action voted under the 2019 budget will look into various types of subsidies 
where reforms would be important for greening the economy, including grants, tax 
exemptions (e.g. corporate taxes) and subsidised loans, together with modelling analysis for 
issues such as optimum design and compensation for those who lose out as a result of subsidy 
reform. This, in combination with results of the other phase of the preparatory action, would 
allow providing an appropriate guidance and information to the stakeholders, civil society 
actors and decision-makers in the field to be more and better informed and equipped for/in 
the policy procedures at local, regional, national and European levels. Combining focus and 
results of both preparatory actions will allow for efficiency gains by expanding the scope 
while avoiding duplications between the preparatory actions. As for the preparatory action 
voted under the 2019 budget, the procurement procedure was launched under the Framework 
Contract ENV.F.1/FRA/2019/0001 on 9 September 2020. The contract was signed on 30 
November 2020 (lasting maximum 15 months) with a consortium led by RPA Europe srl. 
The project is set up in a way to complement results of the preparatory action voted under the 
2018 budget. A kick off meeting with an inter-service steering group took place on 13 
January 2021. On 15 February 2021, the contractor submitted an inception report setting the 
methodological framework for the study, which is currently being finalised.
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Intentions for the current year 2021:

With regard to the action voted under the 2018 budget, three workshops took place in March 
2021 (as described above). Their results will inform a (draft) final report, including the 
guidelines for stakeholders how to get involved in the related policymaking. The final report 
delivering on the objectives of the study, including the guidelines to stakeholders, reflecting 
the feedback received during the final workshops and conference is expected for April-May 
2021. With regard to the action voted under the 2019 budget, a first interim report will 
provide results of the preliminary mapping of environmentally harmful subsidies in the EU. 
This report is expected in April 2021. This will feed into analysis of the environmentally 
harmful subsidies and impacts of their phase out. Two workshops will gather stakeholders’ 
feedback on the preliminary results and suggestions for phasing out of the environmentally 
harmful subsidies. One will take place is spring, the other in the autumn 2021. These will 
feed into another interim report expected in the autumn 2021. The final deliverables are 
expected in February 2022.

This Preparatory Action aims to contribute towards a more robust collection of environmental 
data, in regards to pollutants and plant diversity across landscapes. Better data and 
information on pollution exposure and diffusion in the environment, including at landscape 
level, will enable generation of valuable evidence for effective development, implementation 
and evaluation of EU policies across various areas: environmental protection (nature, air, 
water, and soil), agriculture, public health and food safety, plant and animal health. The 
objective of this Preparatory Action is to develop, test and deploy a tool for collecting such 
environmental data with the help of honeybees and bee products. This monitoring approach 
utilizes citizen scientists, in particular from the beekeeping community. Honeybees are 
known as good bio-indicators, and are already used to measure the quality of the 
environment. The Preparatory Action will build on the ongoing Pilot Project “Insignia: a 
citizen science protocol for honeybee colony as bio-sampler for pesticides”, and will in 
particular support the following activities:
- Expansion of the monitoring protocol - currently developed by the Insignia project - to 

environmental pollutants beyond pesticides, in particular heavy metals and air pollutants, 
and test it;

- Analysis of correlations between presence of pollutants in beehives and in the 
surrounding environment;

- Analysis of correlations between pollen composition in beehives and plant diversity in the 
surrounding environment;

- Adjustment of the monitoring protocol based on further insights;
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- Preparation of the deployment of the protocol (survey) by exploring cost-effective and 
statistically robust sampling approaches across different land uses. Explore avenues to 
minimize costs of transporting and analysing samples;

- Setting up necessary IT infrastructure;
- Setting up a robust sampling network (colonies) and training courses for 

citizens/beekeepers;
- Execution of the monitoring protocol;
- Analysis of the samples.

The objective of this Preparatory Action is to evaluate the changes in biodiversity status in 
Europe, at the EU and Pan-European scale, by updating existing European Red Lists. This 
will provide a valuable evidence to the evaluation of the EU Biodiversity Strategy to 2020, 
and the development of its post-2020 follow-up. The conservation status of animal and plant 
species is one of the most important indicators for assessing the condition of ecosystems and 
their biodiversity. The Preparatory Action will reassess the conservation status of taxa 
covered by the IUCN Red List of Threatened Species, notably vertebrates (mammals, 
amphibians, reptiles, freshwater fishes), invertebrates (non-marine molluscs, butterflies, 
saproxylic beetles, dragonflies and bees), plants (vascular and medicinal). This will provide 
evidence on genuine changes in extinction risk of those species. IUCN Red List Index is a 
widely accepted metric for measuring changes in extinction risk. The Preparatory Action will 
use this metric to estimate the aggregate extinction risk for the covered taxa at the EU and 
Pan-European scales.

Activities supported by the Preparatory Action will:
- Mobilize knowledge networks and build expert capacity (organization of workshops);
- Collect the necessary information for the reassessment;
- Reassess the conservation status of species;
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- Synthesize the species reassessments per taxa and update the European Red List 
assessments;

- Compile conservation successes and failures, and apply the ‘Assess to Act’ Framework 
(multispecies conservation approaches);

- Update the EEA Biodiversity Data Centre;
- Prepare publications (European Red List Publication, brochures).

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The preparatory action builds from the results of 2016 Pilot project PP 09 17 06 “Promoting 
alternatives to animal testing”. It aims at facilitating the uptake of existing alternatives; the 
development and validation of new alternatives; fostering exchanges of information, 
knowledge and best practices, and providing tools for education and training to incorporate 
the Three 'R's22 into the curricula of current and future researchers. Some activities will be 
fine-tuned after the finalisation of the current pilot deliverables, to ensure optimum benefits 
from this preparatory action. Based on the results so far, four objectives are defined for this 
preparatory action:

- To develop further open access (on-line) eLearning modules on areas where 
harmonisation of approaches is critically needed to ensure full implementation of the 
Three Rs in line with the Directive’s objectives with a specific focus on continued 
professional development. The results of the review of the Directive23 and its first 
implementation report24 will guide the identification of topics, inter alia. The areas 
identified so far include modules targeting inspectors and members of Animal Welfare

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Bodies; in addition, EU modules25 covering levels 1 and 2 of ethics and the Three Rs, 
and species specific modules for the theory on basic and appropriate biology, animal care, 
health and management covering, as a minimum, rodents, rabbits and fish.

- To make harmonised assessment resources centrally available as a prerequisite for 
competent and continuously trained staff across the EU. Further, strengthen the Education 
and Training Platform for Laboratory Animal Science (ETPLAS), which pools together 
Member State authorities, course providers and course accreditors. ETPLAS databases 
established under the current Pilot for assessment tools should be expanded to cover other 
key modules and function groups under the Directive in line with the EU Education and 
Training Framework guidance.

- To implement a comprehensive set of educational material developed to integrate the 3Rs 
into curricula and teaching programmes at high schools and universities. The aim is to 
undertake a series of outreach activities to disseminate and promote the guidance, 
learning scenarios (lesson plans) and teaching resources produced under the current Pilot 
project, but also to discuss how to best integrate this material into the existing education, 
at what levels and in which subjects. The intention is to engage educational authorities in 
Member States as well as major networks of educators and institutions such as European 
Schoolnet (high school level) and LERU (University level). This activity should also 
result in the development of additional teaching resources fulfilling needs identified in the 
integration exercise, and a more specified guidance including a complete view of a 
continuous and coherent education spread over several years and classes. The European 
Commission’s Joint Research Centre (JRC) that incorporates the EU Reference 
Laboratory for alternatives to animal testing (EURL ECVAM) will undertake this 
objective.

- To carry out a feasibility study on the development of a knowledge sharing framework in 
the area of non-animal models and methods used in biomedical research and testing, to 
foster collaboration and innovation and to accelerate their uptake across disciplines and 
sectors. This will draw from the results of two recent JRC (EURL ECVAM) projects on 
the identification and collection of non-animal models and methods in seven disease 
areas, and the BeAMS initiative to promote more cross-disciplinary approaches in 
bioscience26. Target groups for this knowledge-sharing framework will include 
biomedical scientists in academia and industry, regulatory toxicologists, SME method 
developers, publishers, funding bodies, scientific societies and non-governmental 
organisations, such as patient, consumer and animal welfare organisations. The study will 
explore optimal configurations of knowledge sources, digital infrastructure and social- 
epistemological processes that could underpin an impactful, scalable and sustainable 
means for sharing knowledge on non-animal models and methods used in science. The 
European Commission’s Joint Research Centre (JRC) that incorporates the EU Reference 
Laboratory for alternatives to animal testing (EURL ECVAM) will undertake this 
objective.

The Preparatory Action will be implemented through:

- From one to three procurement contracts for the production of interactive eLearning 
training modules (objective 1);

- A grant to the Education and Training Platform for Laboratory Animal Science, ETPLAS 
(objective 2);

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- A sub- or co-delegation to the JRC (objectives 3 and 4).

In 2020, due to the disturbances to the planned work programme and face-to-face meetings 
caused by the COVID-19 pandemic, a number of activities under the previous EU Pilot, PP 
09 17 06 “Promoting alternatives to animal testing”, were significantly delayed. In reference 
to objective one, of the six eModules, four have been completed but the two final ones are 
expected to be delivered by 20 June 2021. The procurements under this Preparatory Action 
were therefore not yet launched pending the completion of the deliverables under the Pilot. 
Similarly, in reference to objective two, the current grant agreement was extended until 15 
July 2021. As a result, a new grant is expected to be launched following the completion of the 
current grant. Objective three and four, of which the previous tasks under the pilot had 
already been completed, continue as detailed below. The JRC activities vis-à-vis secondary 
schools were discussed and defined in the latter part of 2020 as tasks under the pilot were 
being finalised (now all are finalised) The necessary administrative procedure was launched 
to engage a contractor to further the work on secondary schools and Three Rs education. The 
contractor engaged is European Schoolnet, an organisation with extensive experience in 
engaging with teachers and education ministries.

Relevant milestones for secondary education (Objective 3):

- Establishment of contract in Q1 2021 to end December 2022;
- Kick-off meeting 25 February 2021;
- Graphic design for entire project completed;
- Launch of a STEM discovery campaign in March which includes a Three Rs learning 

scenarios competition for teachers;
- Revision of MOOC material ongoing.

Relevant milestones for university education (Objective 3):

- An internal team at EURL ECVAM has been created to discuss facilitating outreach and 
exchange between education practitioners at university level, EU-wide and beyond.

Relevant milestones for knowledge sharing on alternative methods (Objective 4):

- Three interlinked activities are planned to explore knowledge sharing strategies in 
methods and models. The activities are:

o Social media audit on the performance of methods and models key players. The 
study should be concluded within six months from starting. This is planned to be 
done through a framework contract and the procurement has started. 

o Identification of Knowledge Sharing successful activities. This study will be 
procured for one year and will cover two of the activities: i) metanalysis of the 
3Rs Knowledge Sharing library; ii) collection and analysis of successful online 
activities being developed during the last year, applicable to the field. The study 
will be done through a low value negotiated contract. The contract is in the 
finalization process and it will be launched in the upcoming 1-2 months. 

o Profiling and characterization of the different methods and models stakeholders or 
Personas. This study has already started and is being performed by a Social 
Scientist. Although this activity is out of the budget of this action, it will 
complement the other mentioned activities.

5.1 Objectives

Commitment appropriations for this preparatory action were voted under the 2020.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The Water Framework Directive (WFD), adopted in 2000, provided the first coherent legal 
tool at EU level to address, amongst others, droughts and water scarcity by requiring long­
term planning of water resources, economic tools to incentivise efficient use of water 
resources and specific measures on water abstraction and water efficiency. The strategic 
approach has since been taken forward with a 2007 Commission Communication on water 
scarcity and droughts and its reviews (2008, 2009, and 2010). The European Drought 
Observatory (EDO) was initiated by the European Commission’s Joint Research Centre 
(JRC) in 2008 and since 2018 is part of the Copernicus Emergency Management Service 
(CEMS), providing up-to-date information on the evolution, occurrence and forecasting of 
droughts in Europe. An in-depth policy assessment of the EU policies on water scarcity and 
droughts was carried out for the 2012 Blueprint. A number of follow up activities addressing 
better quantitative water management have been carried out within the Common 
Implementation Strategy for the implementation of the WFD and the FD. In particular 
guidance on ecological flows (2015), guidance on water balances (2015) and the EU 
Regulation on water reuse (came into force in 2020 and to be implemented as of June 2023) 
have been prepared. Climate change is expected to worsen the impacts of already existing 
stresses on water, as changes in precipitation, combined with rising temperatures, will cause 
significant changes in the quality and availability of water resources. The set-up of a network 
of drought early warning systems as well as addressing drought risks and impacts will
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contribute to the process of better adaptation to climate change. The Administrative 
Agreement with the JRC was signed in December 2020 and since then the JRC-EDO works 
intensively on the Call for Tenders and on the development of a network of Drought 
Observatories in the EU and linking national observatories to the EDO.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

Following the adoption of the new EU Strategy on Adaptation to Climate Change on 24 
February 2021, the JRC-EDO work will intensify in particular in relation to building its 
capacity on resilience and adaptation to droughts.

The main objectives are:

- Development of a network of Drought Observatories in the EU and linking national 
observatories to EDO. Namely, the establishment of guidelines for the functioning of the 
network, development of data sharing protocols, support MS in the 
establishment/improvement of their own Drought Observatories and linking the MS 
drought observatories that adhere to the EDO network;

- Research and development to improve EDO regarding drought risk assessment and 
drought impact database considering different sectors;

- Launch of the Open Call for tenders in the first quarter of 2021 and implementation of the 
contract;

- JRC engagement in the Informal Environment Council in April 2021, which the PT 
Presidency focuses on water challenges in the context of adaptation to climate change;

- Support in defining the future work programme on droughts and water scarcity within the 
Common Implementation Strategy (CIS) for the Water Framework Directive and the 
Floods Directive;

- Participation in relevant meetings of the CIS and relevant workshops.

No follow-up is envisaged as the existing legislation, namely the Water Framework Directive 
provides a suitable framework for dealing with water scarcity and droughts. Moreover, the 
recent adoption of the new EU Strategy on Adaptation to Climate Change provides a 
comprehensive policy framework for the next years. The 2019 Fitness check of the water 
acquis concluded that the WFD, its daughter Directives and the FD are largely fit for purpose. 
All Directives have led to a higher level of protection for water bodies and flood risk 
management than could have been expected without them. The fact that the WFD’s 
objectives have not been reached fully yet is not due to a deficiency in the legislation, 
however, largely it is due to insufficient funding, slow implementation and insufficient 
integration of environmental objectives in sectoral policies. As for future challenges, the 
Fitness check finds that the Water Framework Directive is sufficiently prescriptive with 
regard to the pressures to be addressed, and yet flexible enough to reinforce its 
implementation as necessary with regard to emerging challenges not explicitly mentioned in 
the Directive, such as climate change and water scarcity.

5.1 Objectives

Commitment appropriations for this preparatory action were voted under the 2018 and 2019 
budgets.

Objectives followed during 2020 and previous years’ implementation:

The aim of the preparatory action ‘Linked open data in European public administration’ is to 
identify, assess and support the exploitation of the potential of linked open data (LOD) for 
European public administrations, enhance the active and passive use of open data by linking 
it and, consequently, facilitate the generation of new data, information and knowledge. The 
action will concretely demonstrate the power of data integration for information purposes and 
help public administrations in Europe move towards enabling the ‘web of data’ for 
knowledge generation. In 2018, 2019 and 2020, several preparative projects were launched to 
achieve this ambitious goal:

- The EU Vocabularies started the integration with DBpedia and Wikidata to kick off 
cooperation with the most active linked open data communities in the world to further 
disseminate the content of the EU institutions;

- Documentation about the Publications Office’s data sources was created in order to help 
external users to access the data in an automated way and to better understand the data 
models;

- The EU Open Data Portal integrated a SPARQL wizard allowing non-professional users 
to write powerful queries for linked open datasets. The interlinking and automated 
indexing of datasets were improved;
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- The EU Open Data Portal also integrated the possibility to assign Digital Object 
Identifiers (DOIs), which enable users to cite the datasets and data providers to better 
follow and understand where their data is used;

- A study was conducted to assess the successful usage of linked open data services in the 
public sector in Europe;

- A licence for the Qlik Sense platform now permits user-friendly data analytics and the 
creation and publication of interactive dashboards;

- EU Datathon highlighted the potential of linking data from EU institutions and Member 
States;

- A study on harmonization of EU citation styles was conducted. It provides 
recommendations and next steps that will enable better traceability of content and 
interlinking of different types of resources;

- Automatic indexing project was launched in order to improve the description of data and 
enhance their discoverability;

- An educational video on Linked Open Data was created;
- EURI trends project (EU Research and Innovation programme) was done to demonstrate 

the potential of linking research project to other datasets;
- The ‘Make EU controlled vocabularies as 5-star LOD’ project was built on:

o Standardisation activities: a new version of the SKOS-AP-EU specification was 
released and is now widely used to publish vocabularies as Linked Open Data;

o LOD dissemination activities - EU Vocabularies assets were disseminated as 
Linked Open Data on the main portals supporting the LOD movement (e.g. 
JoinUp, Bartoc.org, LOD Cloud);

o Data maintained by DG ESTAT were transformed and published as Linked Open 
Data formats;

o The Digital Europa Thesaurus (DET) was transformed to enable its publication in 
Linked Open Data formats;

- Enhancement of the publication process in terms of Linked Open Data:
o Some EU Horizon 2020 research project results (LinkedPipes ETL) were 

integrated into the publication process. The new platform helps to transform 
automatically data from editorial content into different publishing formats (SKOS­
Core, SKOS-AP) using open standards;

o Processing and publication processes were enhanced to produce and support the 
publication of further LOD vocabularies;

- Preparatory activities for further enhancement of Linked Open Data publication activities:
o A pipeline to support the alignment of EU Vocabularies assets with DBpedia and 

Wikidata was developed and described;
o A set of pipelines were developed and published on github to transform 

Publications Office’s assets (published on the EU Vocabularies website) and 
external ones into RDF formats relevant for the major LOD platforms. The 
enhanced processes will cover EuroVoc (including all authority tables) as well as 
ADMS and DCAT-AP standards;

o Several controlled vocabularies maintained by the Publications Office (e.g. 
EuroVoc, Countries, Languages, Currencies) were aligned with Wikidata and 
DBpedia;

- LOD training and support activities: training courses on VocBench tool and linked data 
(VocBench is a web-based, multilingual, collaborative development platform for 
managing OWL ontologies, SKOS(/XL) thesauri, Ontolex-lemon lexicons and generic 
RDF);

- External services enhancements:
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o VocBench was set up as a service provided to internal and external customers in 
order to help them promote their vocabularies as LOD assets; 

o A tool to automatise the LOD datasets management process in VocBench 
(automatic projects creation, automatic data transfer) was developed and 
published;

- Setting-up the publication and production environment to become an active publisher on 
Wikidata;

- Developing a method to support and perform the integration of EU Vocabularies portfolio 
of assets in the global LOD environment;

- Developing and publishing at least one case study and associated demonstration of 
possible integration of reference data in standard office work with no requirement for 
software development expertise by individual users (staff of EU institutions or other 
public bodies, or staff of private companies, that will benefit from the use of reference 
data in different processes as a simplification of their work);

- Improving quality control and support for transformation of vocabularies (development of 
workflows and interfaces to allow the internal and external editors to check themselves 
their editing work);

- Creating a production environment to cope with the fast-increasing customers’ needs (EU 
institutions and agencies, and national public services) in terms of LOD;

- Providing support to national public services (e.g. Parliaments, Official Journals) and to 
EU institutions and agencies for the management of their controlled vocabularies (content 
quality enhancement, conversion into LOD);

- Providing support to the management group of IATE, the InterActive Terminology for 
Europe database, to turn it into LOD.

Intentions for the current year 2021:

- EU citation tool will be developed. It will allow users to cite properly EU content;
- EU data citation guidelines will be drafted and promoted to ensure correct referencing of 

EU data
- The Semantic Text Analyser Tool - SeTA (developed by JRC and allowing for 

discoverability of links and relations between EU documents) will be accompanied by 
user journeys and knowledge maps;

- A set of communication materials on various linked open data projects will be prepared to 
show in a user-friendly way how users are exploring LOD;

- A training package for Data Catalog Vocabulary (DCAT) and DCAT Application profile 
for data portals in Europe (DCAT-AP) will be organised to increase understanding of the 
metadata schema recommended for data portals in Europe;

- A project on linking data and publications will provide guidance and prototype showing 
good practices on describing and referencing data inside of publications;

- Two videos will be created to explain linked open data in a way understandable by the 
general public;

- A project will be launched to discover ways to visualise and navigate LOD graphs;
- The CORDIS knowledge graph will be further improved;
- A landscaping of existing LOD projects in EU institutions will provide an overview of 

on-going linked open data projects;
- SEMCOVID project: This project analyses the manner the EU and Member States have 

dealt with the current COVID-19 crisis in the specific domain of living and working 
conditions. The main expected output is: The generation and publication of a reusable 
Linked Open Dataset about when and what specific measures were taken by EU and
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Member States to manage the COVID-19 crisis and an analysis of EU measures and their 
alignment with Member States’ ones (developed in partnership with EUROFOUND).
