30 of the Annex to Order 
no. 464 of April 21, 2009 of the Minister of Environment for the approval of the "Technical Norms regarding 
the organization and conduct of control and inspection activities in the field of environmental protection" 
explicitely excludes the access to such information. Our organization opened a trial in this regard. 
2. The opinions given by the Public Health Agency branches at the local level (DSP) on public investment 
projects are also excluded from free access to information; 
3. The fight of the civil society against real estate developpers who break the law is unequal, as according to 
the law, no matter what fine a developper would receive from the public authority of from the construction 
public agency, it can pay half of the minimum fine  prescribed by law within 15 days (being 500 lei - 100 
euro), which will never be a deterring sanction.
