Introduction

The annual Rule of Law Report lies at the centre of the Annual Rule of Law Cycle, which acts as a
preventive tool, deepening multilateral dialogue and joint awareness of rule of law issues. So far, four
editions of the Rule of Law Report have been published in 2020, 2021, 2022 and 2023.

The Commission would like to invite stakeholders to provide contributions to the 2024 Rule of Law Report.
This survey provides information on the type of information and topics that will be covered in the 2024 Rule
of Law Report, in order to allow stakeholders to provide input. More targeted input may be requested at a
later stage of preparation of the 2024 Rule of Law Report, including in the context of country visits, or
bilateral contacts.

A new legal initiative was introduced in November 2023 with the declared intention to clarify outdated
provisions and regulatory inconsistencies.

The budget for 2024 was approved in December 2023 and it is almost identical with the one for 2023,
despite 2024 being a year with 5 rounds of elections.

Conditions and procedures for the appointment and dismissal of the head / members of the collegiate body
of media regulatory authorities and bodies

No progress has been made, the legal framework has not been changed, there is no political will to produce
change, although the ruling coalition formed by the two major political parties has the necessary majority.

Existence and functions of media councils or other self-regulatory bodies

Such bodies are basically non-existent or ludicrous attempts by compromised journalists/media owners to
gain credibility and occupy the empty space of media self-regulation. Such an initiative emerged in May
2023, when the convicted former media owner and journalist, Sorin Rosca Stanescu, together with former
politician, political consultant, journalist and media owner, Cosmin Gusa, convicted media owner Maricel
Pacurariu and other influencers (many of them outspoken pro-Russian voices) formed the Press Club. A
week after the official launch of the organisation several media outlets (including some highly controversial)
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have publicly distanced themselves from the Press Club, claiming that they were never part of this

B. Safeguards against government or political interference and transparency and
concentration of media ownership

No progress has been made. There are instances where state advertising is suspected of being allocated to
favourable media. Such funds are, in fact, used for masked political advertising. This state advertising is
published in many instances as editorial content, unmarked as paid content. There is no coordination
between the political stakeholders to attune the electoral legislation and the fiscal regulations. The Romanian
Court of Auditors’ reports are retroactive and have no deterrent effect for the public institutions that use
public funds for potential electoral benefits. Several journalistic investigations substantiate such situations,
but the overall phenomena remains insufficiently exposed.

No positive steps have been taken in this direction.

There is no manifestation of any political will to ensure the autonomy of public media. There is little public
debate on these issues and no political debate at all. The oversight of public media is a simple formality, with
little concern for the editorial and financial performance of the management. This indifference is reflected in
the low audience of public television, which is ridiculous in report to its resources. However, the situation is
completely different in regards to public radio, which holds a remarkable position in the audience rankings.

Editorial independence and media pluralism are deeply affected by the opaque financing of the private
media by political parties. As proved by journalistic reports, the two parties forming the government coalition
use various methods for pouring money in the media and guaranteeing favourable or harmless coverage.
The political parties' money are directed to the beneficiary media mainly through intermediary companies, so
that the tracking of the funds becomes more difficult. Such contracts are sometimes signed with the web-
sites of the audiovisual media, to avoid the infringement of the audiovisual law. As revealed by journalistic
reports, such contracts consist in buying media coverage that is presented as editorial content, and not
marked as political advertising. Also, masked contracts (contracts for invented services) have been used. At
the same time, there are reasonable suspicions that the two government coalition parties invested their
funds in smearing campaigns against opponents, using fake news in their communication campaigns. There
is no political will from the ruling coalition for any transparency, with constant refusals to respond to access
to information requests, with a draft bill amending the Law on party financing being blocked in the
Parliament, and with keeping the Permanent Electoral Authority highly politicised, and, therefore, unwilling,
in its turn, to make these spendings transparent to the public. (For links and details, please see the report

No public database with such information exists, except for the audiovisual media ownership data made
available in a .pdf file by the National Council of Audiovisual (after a few years period when this data was
kept secret as it was considered to infringe data protection legislation). Access to the National Company
Registry data is not free, is difficult, costly, and therefore data about on-line media owners, including direct,
indirect and beneficial owners, is not easily accessible.

C. Framework for journalists' protection, transparency and access to documents

Although the legal framework offers protection, there are widespread editorial pressures coming from the
owners, who often prioritise their financial or political interests over free and fair reporting. Even renowned,



multinational media groups like Ringier fail to live up to their own standards of editorial independence, as the
situations in two of their major Romanian media outlets revealed in 2023.

Law enforcement capacity, including during protests and demonstrations, to ensure journalists' safety and
to investigate attacks on journalists

The justice failed to identify and prosecute the perpetrators of threats and of a large-scale smearing
campaign against journalist Emilia Sercan, who exposed widespread academic plagiarism among politicians
and top officials. Her prosecutor files were dismissed in investigations marred by worrying failures in
pursuing justice and by unacceptable breaches of procedures. Emila Sercan’s case stands as the most
significant failure of ensuring safety for journalists in Romania. It stands as an emblematic case where the
Romanian judiciary sacrifices its credibility and independence to serve the interests of political actors and
force institutions of the state.

Lawsuits (incl. SLAPPs - strategic lawsuits against public participation) and convictions against journalists

SLAPP cases are still initiated by powerful actors against journalists and other civil society actors in order to
intimidate, disengage, self-censor or even to dismantle organisations fighting for common good. Even if won
in the court of justice, such lawsuits put journalists, media organisations or NGOs at strain. The costs of
court cases are high, lawyers specialised in media issues are scarce, and therefore journalists, media outlets
or NGOs remain vulnerable in case of such lawsuits. According to some investigative journalists, such
lawsuits also have the aim of pushing in court the revealing of journalistic sources, and there exist actual
instances of accidental or deliberate revealing of sources in the defence procedures, as well as cases where
judges lack any basic knowledge on the right to the protection of journalistic sources.
