Draft Budget Working Documents

The 2017 Draft Budget is accompanied by eleven ‘Working Documents’, as follows:

Working Document I contains Programme Statements, which constitute the main instrument for justifying the
operational appropriations requested by the Commission in the Draft Budget. These Statements are coherent with
the corresponding legal bases and provide details on the resources which are dedicated to each spending
Programme.

Part II: Commission Human Resources

Working Document II presents information on Commission human resources, both for the establishment plans
and for external personnel, across all headings of the multiannual financial framework. Moreover, pursuant to
Article 38(3)(b)(v) of the Financial Regulation, it provides a summary table for the period 2014 — 2017 which
shows the number of full-time equivalents for each category of staff and the related appropriations for all
institutions and bodies referred to in Article 208 of the Financial Regulation.

Part III: Bodies set up by the European Union having legal personality and Public-private partnership

Working Document III presents detailed information relating to all decentralised agencies, executive agencies and
Public-Private Partnerships (joint undertakings and joint technology initiatives), with a transparent presentation of
revenue, expenditure and staff levels of various Union bodies, pursuant to Articles 208 and 209 of the Financial
Regulation.

Part I'V: Pilot projects and preparatory actions

Working Document IV presents information on all pilot projects and preparatory actions which have budget
appropriations (commitments and/or payments) in the 2017 Draft Budget, pursuant to Article 38(3)(c) of the
Financial Regulation.

Working Document V presents the budget implementation forecast for 2017, information on assigned revenue
implementation in 2015, and a progress report on outstanding commitments (RAL) and managing potentially
abnormal RAL (PAR) for 2015.

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Pilot Projects and Preparatory Actions — The situation in Draft Budget 2017

This report on pilot projects and preparatory actions provides details of the state of implementation of all
those projects and actions which have budget appropriations in the Draft Budget (DB 2017) — commitments
and/or payments.

In the majority of cases there are no new commitment appropriations, only the payments for which
commitments have been made in previous years.

In the 2017 DB, the Commission proposes the creation of one new preparatory action ‘Preparatory
action on Defence research’, budget item 02 04 77 03, for an amount of EUR 25 million in commitment
appropriations.

Full details of all the pilot projects and preparatory actions created in the 2016 budget, for which no
appropriations are proposed in 2017, were set out in the working document presented to the Budgetary
Authority on 4 March 2016.

Financial Regulation Provisions

This report is presented by the Commission to the Budgetary Authority in accordance with the provisions of
point (c) of Article 38(3) of the Financial Regulation and covers the pilot projects and preparatory actions
referred to in points (a) and (b) of Article 54(2) of the Financial Regulation.

As a general rule, no appropriations may be entered in the budget for any action without the prior adoption
of a basic act. However, under article 54(2), the Financial Regulation adds that “the following may be
implemented without a basic act provided the actions which they are intended to finance fall within the
competences of the Union:

a)  appropriations for pilot projects of an experimental nature designed to test the feasibility of an action
and its usefulness. The relevant commitment appropriations may be entered in the budget for not
more than two consecutive financial years;

b)  appropriations for preparatory actions in the field of application of the TFEU and the Euratom
Treaty, designed to prepare proposals with a view to the adoption of future actions. The preparatory
actions shall follow a coherent approach and may take various forms. The relevant commitment
appropriations may be entered in the budget for not more than three consecutive financial years. The
procedure for the adoption of the relevant basic act shall be concluded before the end of the third
financial year. In the course of that procedure, the commitment of appropriations shall correspond to
the particular features of the preparatory action with regard to the activities envisaged, the aims
pursued and the recipients. Consequently, the means implemented shall not correspond in volume to
those envisaged for financing the definitive action itself."

Expenditure cycle of a Pilot Project or a Preparatory Action

The implementation of a pilot project or a preparatory action has to go through a certain number of steps
foreseen by the Financial Regulation. These steps differ according to the procedure to be followed (mainly
either procurements or grants). However before arriving to the first step of the financial procedure, which is
the financing decision, the Commission has to prepare the way for the best use of the action or project, and
the related appropriations entered in the budget.

Thus, the Commission has first to analyse the specific objectives and ways of implementing the proposed
action and, on this basis, attribute it to the responsible Directorate General. Sometimes it can take several
weeks before a final decision is taken, especially when the action lies on the border line of several policy
areas. The authorising officer and the manager responsible then have to elaborate a sufficiently detailed
framework, as foreseen by the Financial Regulation, in respect of which the financing decision is finally
taken. Only when all these prior phases are completed, can the financial implementation start.
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An early dialogue with the European Parliament could very much improve the financial implementation of
these actions. Provisions to this end have been included in the Interinstitutional Agreement of 2 December
2013.

If the success of a pilot project or a preparatory action is to be measured, it is much less on the speediness of
the commitments or payments, and rather on the sustainability of the results produced. After a careful and
successful initial analysis, the process requires constant monitoring over the lifetime of the PP/PA, and the
respect of the procedures.

Application of the Interinstitutional Agreement

According to the provisions of the Interinstitutional Agreement of 2 December 2013, both arms of the
budgetary authority are invited to inform the Commission of their intentions to create new preparatory
actions/pilot projects or to prolong existing ones. This enables the Commission to assess in due time the
implementability of the amendments envisaged in this field.

5.1  Objectives

Commitment appropriations were voted for this pilot project under the 2015 and 2016 budgets.
Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

The pilot project for the year 2015 entitled "Social security card" was proposed with the aim to investigate the benefits
and options for introducing a European electronic document containing individuals' social security details. With this
aim, the Commission decided to put this pilot project in place as a thorough assessment of the latest advances in
technology, and to launch a feasibility study on a "European Mobility Portal on Social Security", which could provide
a service and tools helping mobile citizens in their contacts with national authorities concerning social security across
borders, including access to their social security details and tools facilitating the interaction between citizens and
public authorities.

The scope of the investigation in 2015 was widened compared to the initial proposal, to ensure that the latest
developments in technology are taken into account, considering that the idea to create a physical card may become
obsolete in the near future. The study is financed by the funds allocated from the pilot project budget line for 2015,
and also additional resources from EaSI funds, which were allocated to cover the widened scope.

The contract for carrying out the feasibility work was awarded end of 2015 following an open call for tender, it has a
total value of EUR 909 100, with the final results expected for 2017. Further steps towards practical implementation
of such a tool or service will be assessed based on the outcomes of the study and consultations with relevant
stakeholders.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

The feasibility work for the study on a "European Mobility Portal on Social Security" runs throughout 2016. It aims at
assessing the existing tools and services at EU and Member States’ level, as well as at assessing the feasibility,
benefits and options of creating a tool to facilitate the interaction between citizens and national authorities across
borders in the field of social security, based on the latest advances in technology. The results of the work are expected
to provide recommendations of the best way to eventually put the initiative in practice, by ensuring synergies and
consistency with existing and planned initiatives.

C-ITS refers to the use of wireless communication technologies in order to enable parts of the transport network to
share information to improve decision making and optimise transport outcomes. Vehicle to vehicle (V2V) and vehicle
to infrastructure (V2I) communication are two important elements for the next step of integrated traffic management
solutions in Europe. C-ITS is currently making its first steps from R&D to large scale pilot deployment in Europe
(with similar initiatives occurring in Japan and USA).

The

appropriations voted by the budget authority will be used to finance a pilot project of C-ITS deployment in an

urban environment. Its principal objective is to identify and demonstrate benefits from the application of C-ITS in an
urban environment by taking stock of the C-ITS achievements on the higher ranking motorway network to support
interoperable pilot deployment of solutions.

5.1  Objectives

Intentions for the current year 2016:

The pilot project concerning health-enhancing physical activity (HEPA) will be implemented as complementary
action to existing actions in the context of the implementation of the HEPA recommendation, in order to positively
complement actions put in place under Erasmus+ Sport Chapter.

The promotion of health-enhancing physical activity (HEPA) in EU and national policy making aims at addressing not
only better health and well-being but also the alarming social and economic costs associated to physical inactivity. A
respective process is in place and relevant structures have been set up at EU level, in cooperation with Member States
(MS) and stakeholders, to encourage the development and implementation of more effective European and national
policies and actions to make everybody move more and practice sport and physical activity. The EU addresses the
promotion of HEPA in three ways, i.e. through (a) a comprehensive policy agenda, the main instrument being the
implementation of the 2013 Council Recommendation on HEPA and its monitoring provisions in close cooperation
with MS and the World Health Organization (WHO) , (b) targeted funding through EU funding instruments, including
but not only Erasmus+ Sport, and (c) the European Week of Sport, a cross-European campaign to raise awareness of
the many benefits of sport and physical activity among people in Europe and to increase opportunities for them to
be(come) active.

In this context, specific challenges have been identified recently to which increasing attention should be paid:

—  Challenges with regard to certain categories of population which have no or only limited access to the practice of
sport and physical activity. Refugees clearly belong to this category. This fact has raised new questions for policy
makers and providers of sport and physical activity.

—  Challenges with regard to the methods of monitoring physical activity in Europe and to the availability of
comparable data in the EU-28. In the context of implementing the monitoring provisions in the 2013 Council
Recommendation on HEPA, it became apparent that Member States use different instruments and surveys to
measure physical activity prevalence rates leading to very different, sometimes contradicting results and this also
renders a comparison across Europe problematic. Sound figures are crucial for policy making aimed at improving
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physical activity. When implementing this pilot project it is important to build on the described process and the
structures in place to promote physical activity, not to duplicate efforts but to support the process by addressing
the above two challenges.

This action will thus have two pillars, one focusing on the promotion of HEPA policy measures and actions for
refugees, and one about the promotion of evidence-based policies in the field of HEPA, complementary to the work
already undertaken.

a) Promoting HEPA policy measures and actions for refugees

The massive arrival of refugees is one of the major challenge Europe is facing. Even if housing, food and education
must be considered as first priorities, sport and physical activity can play an important role in the integration and well-
being of refugees. Promoting sport and physical activity among the refugees population would fill a gap in the EU
efforts to ensure better access to sport and physical activity for all socially-excluded groups. Some pilot actions could
test and identify best practices in the Member States in such specific situation and with such a specific public.

Expected results:

— Awareness-raising among refugees about the benefits of practicing sport and physical activity;

—  Better integration of refugees in society through sport and physical activity;

—  Increased knowledge among refugees of European values through participation in sport and physical activity.
b) Improving the evidence base for HEPA policies

By tackling the challenges relating to the methods of measuring physical activity prevalence, the envisaged action
would add value to existing and ongoing activities in the EU and its Member States to tackle the lack of physical
activity among Europe's population.

Concretely, an idea for a project to calibrate and convert physical activity surveillance data across the EU-28 was
discussed with the World Health Organization, with international researchers and with the Member States in the
context of the Expert Group on Health-enhancing physical activity (XG HEPA) in early 2016.

The main purpose of the project would be to compare commonly used questionnaires for physical activity surveillance
(e.g. Global Physical Activity Questionnaire - GPAQ, International Physical Activity Questionnaire - IPAQ, European
Health Interview Survey Physical Activity Questionnaire -EHIS-PAQ, Eurobarometer) against each other and against
objective accelerometer data in a validation study that would utilise representative samples in some EU countries.
Potentially, participating countries could also use their national physical activity related questionnaire as part of the
study.

Expected results:

—  The project would strengthen the evidence base for HEPA policy making by improving the methods to measure
physical activity prevalences and by providing possibilities to obtain more objective and comparable data on
physical activity across Europe.

—  Scientific publications will be produced. Ultimately, the project results would feed HEPA promotion policies in
the Member States.

In 2014 the budget line 13 03 68 was used to bridge the period until the transnational
cooperation programmes start and gave support to complementary activities for the governance structure.

Follow up activities could be foreseen in the 13 03 68 budget line. In the long term, follow up activities shall be taken
up by the Interreg Danube Programme (Interreg transnational programme). Several cooperation programmes are in
this programming period fully matching the macro-regional strategies in the Baltic, Danube, Adriatic-lonian and
Alpine areas. Not only in terms of geography, but they are also meant to provide key support to their implementation.
In this context, all four programmes have included a Priority Axis based on T.O. 11, which will give support to the
key implementers and other horizontal activities. This support will take different shapes in each programme, taking
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into account the specificities and stages of implementation of each macro-regional strategy. In the case of the Danube
programme, Axis 4 (SO 4.2) includes three main packages and one is dedicated to the financial support to the Priority
Area Coordinators.

Commitment appropriations for this pilot project were voted under the 2013 and 2014 budgets.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

The main objective of this pilot project is to demonstrate the potential of results based payment schemes for delivering
effective and efficient biodiversity/nature protection in the context of the common agricultural policy. This objective
is to be achieved through a combination of:

i)  astudy to assess previous and existing results- based payment schemes and to benchmark best practice, and
ii) anumber of pilot schemes to “road-test” innovative result-based payment schemes in different parts of the EU.

The study carried out to review existing schemes and to benchmark best practice is in the final stages of completion.
The draft final report plus a handbook for practitioners, technical fiches, and a web-based platform for information
exchange have been provided to the Commission. Once these outputs are accepted by the Commission, they will be
used to promote Result Based payment schemes and to provide support to the pilot schemes that started in 2015.

In 2014, the Commission organised and completed a call for proposals for the award of grants to carry out and test
result based payment schemes in the EU. The call for proposals pooled together resources from the 2013 (EUR 1 500
000) and the 2014 (EUR 500 000) budgets.

The Commission decided to award two grants for one project in Romania and another project in Ireland/Spain. The
grant agreements were signed in December 2014 and the projects started in 2015 and last for around 4 years. The total
value of the grants awarded was EUR 1 452 434, with an amount of EUR 547 566 which was not awarded.

In 2015, a new call for proposals was organized using EUR 500 000 of the funds that were not awarded in 2014.
Following the call for proposals one grant was awarded for a project in the United Kingdom. The project will start at
the beginning of 2016 and will last approximately 3 years. The value of the grant award was EUR 499 800.

2015 was the first year for the implementation of the projects in Romania and Ireland/Spain. These projects have been
implemented according to the schedule set out in the respective grant agreements. The grant agreement for the project
in Romania was amended during the course of 2015 in order to make some adjustments to the budget tables. The total
value of the project and the contribution from the EU have not been affected by these changes.
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Intentions for the current year 2016:

For the projects in Romania and Ireland/Spain, 2016 will be the first year of testing of the results-based payment
schemes that were developed in 2015. For both projects the critical issue will be the selection of the farmers
participating in the pilot and working with these farmers to ensure that the link between biodiversity outcomes and
payments is properly understood.

For the project in the UK, the emphasis will be on designing the results-based payment schemes and raising awareness
about the project among the farming communities in the project areas.

5.1  Objectives

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:
According to the budgetary remark, this pilot project focused on two key objectives:

— it will contribute to further developing market-based instruments (MBI) in the field of environmental policy and
support the participation of the civil society in this process;

— it will support the participation of civil society organisations in EU policy-making on green public procurement
(GPP).

Tender procedures were launched related to the following activities:

1. Capacity building in the field of environmental taxation, including further analysis of the subject with a focus on
pollution and resource taxes, and exchanges of best practice and experience, involving stakeholders, the civil
society and governments/parliaments (ca. EUR 600 000).

2. Capacity-building for NGOs in GPP policy development and implementation and support for participation of
NGOs' experts in events related to environmental taxation, environmentally harmful subsidies and Green Public
Procurement (ca. EUR 400 000).

1. Environmental taxation.

The increased use of market-based instruments, in particular environmentally-related taxes, and the phasing out of
environmentally-harmful subsidies, has been advocated in EU policy documents for a long time, as highly efficient
tools for policy making. These issues have also figured prominently in the country-specific recommendations and
related analysis under the European Semester.

In the field of energy taxes, activity by Member States is based on the Energy Taxation Directive (ETD). In the large
field of pollution and resource taxes, however, there is very little or no harmonisation at Union level, so that some MS
use them extensively, while others hardly employ them. While the impacts and design features of energy taxes have
been thoroughly studied, knowledge about taxes on pollution and resources is far more limited and uneven across
Member States. This also reflects the fact that energy taxes form the biggest part of environmental tax revenues so that
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their impact on national budgets is clearly visible, while pollution and resource taxes focus on environmental
objectives and often they feed into local budgets.

With the limited evaluations of pollution and resource taxes in terms of their effectiveness, efficiency and
distributional impacts, an improvement of the knowledge base in this area and capacity building among the actors
active in the policy process, in particular civil society, can help advance the use of these instruments. Exchanges of
experience and best practice among them, including public authorities and stakeholders, will contribute to the creation
of a network in this field.

The contract contributes to these efforts and includes the following activities:

—  Analysis of the use of pollution and resource taxes in the EU as well as the reform of environmentally-harmful
subsidies. This includes the assessment of their environmental effectiveness and economic efficiency as well as
distributional and competitiveness impacts and design issues. It should identify best practices, and might
differentiate among specific conditions in different parts of the EU. The analysis should also point at the role of
civil society in triggering implementation and discuss potential policy mixes. It should yield a number of
discussion papers

— A number of conferences in different parts of the EU to debate the discussion papers, exchange experiences and
best practices, discuss how economic findings can be translated into policy actions at local and regional level to
reduce pollution/resource depletion, and support networking in order to build up knowledge and capacities. The
conferences would target stakeholders from civil society as well as government officials and other stakeholders.
The conferences would strengthen the inclusion of the national perspectives into the discussion.

—  Publication of the above analytical study and the results of the conference discussion.
2. Green public procurement.

Europe's public authorities are major consumers. By using their purchasing power to choose environmentally friendly
goods, services and works, they can make an important contribution to sustainable consumption and production.
Green Public Procurement (GPP) is a voluntary instrument with a key role in the EU's efforts to become a more
resource-efficient economy. It can help stimulate a critical mass of demand for more sustainable goods and services
which otherwise would be difficult to get onto the market. GPP is therefore a strong stimulus for eco-innovation.

The main objective is to increase NGO participation in the EU GPP decision making process and GPP implementation
at national level. There are significant differences between the uptake of GPP in the Member States. While there are
and have been numerous European and national projects/initiatives to help public authorities in getting more active in
GPP, there is comparatively little involvement of NGOs in GPP policies and implementation. Encouraging NGOs to
get informed and involved on GPP, especially, in those countries with a low GPP uptake could support the
mainstreaming GPP in the EU with substantial positive impacts on the environment. This project is expected to
increase NGO input during the development process of EU GPP criteria and to raise NGO awareness about GPP.

The contracts will include the following activities:

— Participation in the EU GPP criteria development process. This will require the delivery of written feedback on
draft criteria and participation at stakeholder meetings.

—  Setting up a European NGO network for GPP with the aim of informing national NGOs about how GPP can be
done, good practices and how to lobby public authorities to do more GPP.

—  Development of GPP information material especially targeted at NGOs.

—  Support for the participation of NGOs' experts in events related to environmental taxation, environmentally
harmful subsidies and Green Public Procurement.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

Environmental taxation: The consultants delivered the inception report in January 2016, a teleconference was
organised before the kick-off to shape the first meeting. In line with the contract conditions, pre-financing was
initiated in the same month (January 2016). The kick-off took place in February 2016.

GPP: The kick-off meeting for the contract on GPP criteria development input took place in March 2016, the one for
the NGO network will be in the end of April.
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The overall objectives for the pilot project followed during 2015 remain valid. Means of implementation foreseen:

5.1  Objectives

Commitment appropriations were voted for this pilot project for the first year under the 2016 Budget.
Intentions for the current year 2016:

This pilot project will design sustainable mitigation measures to counteract the impact of the new amphibian epidemic
caused by the fungus Batrachochytrium salamandrivorans, in both the short and long terms, in a joint effort by the
most relevant Member States (based on the current occurrence of the fungus and the most salamander-diverse
countries, including but not limited to Belgium, the Netherlands, Germany, the United Kingdom, France, Spain,
Portugal, Italy and Greece).

In the short term (first two years) the pilot project will determine the current distribution of the fungus in threatened
salamander populations across Europe. To limit further spread of the fungus and raise awareness about the issue, the
project will be setting up and early warning system, involving networks of field volunteers and laboratories able to
diagnose the presence of the fungus.

Furthermore the project will investigate different practical mitigations methods (protective value of barriers, dilution
effect of temporary removal of part of the population during an outbreak), both in- and ex-situ in a multi-Member-
State collaborative effort.

In the long term (three years), proof of concept will be developed for vaccination strategies (increasing the
amphibians' resistance to the fungus) and/or bio-augmentation (steering the environment towards conditions that limit
the fungus’ survival and impact on amphibians).

In the framework of the EU initiative on Mapping and Assessment of Ecosystem Services (MAES), a research project
has been initiated to identify the data and indicators that can be used to develop GI policy in cities.

Implemented by the Joint Research Centre (JRC) in collaboration with some European partners and the European
Environment Agency, this research project aims at providing guidance and examples on how to translate concepts for
the enhanced delivery of multiple ecosystem services in cities into concrete action. It involves 2 main lines of
interventions:

(1) developing a MAES indicator framework for urban ecosystems (including data on the localisation of urban
ecosystems, on their condition, and on the services they provide to citizens); and

(2) testing this framework with real case studies in several European cities (Barcelona, Trento, Roma, Oslo, Poznan,
Utrecht, Lisbon, Oeiras, Cascais).

This pilot project aims at building further on the many positive experiences of the MAES urban research project. It
will further promote the application of GI at local level and will deliver guidance on the creation, management and
governance of GI, e.g. through the development of relevant indicators to map and assess GI in urban contexts, and
testing them in additional cities.

The development of wind energy and other renewable energy sources is crucial for achieving EU energy and climate
change goals and it is likely to expand, especially offshore. At the same time such developments may give rise to
conflicts with EU biodiversity goals, especially those related to nature conservation. In that regard EU nature
legislation includes key provisions that need to be complied with: Articles 6(3) and 6(4) of the Habitats Directive set
out a series of procedural and substantive safeguards that must be applied to plans and projects that are likely to have a
significant effect on a Natura 2000 site. In addition, Article 5 of the Birds Directive also requires that Member States
establish a general system of protection for all wild bird species in the EU. Article 12 and 13 of the Habitats Directive
require Member States to establish a general system of protection for species listed in Annex IV throughout their
natural range within the EU. The Commission has published guidance on wind energy development in accordance
with the EU nature legislation.

As birds, bats and marine mammals have all been found to be vulnerable to wind farms and other renewable energy
developments, the above provisions will need to be taken duly into account by developers, planners and authorities,
irrespective of whether their projects are to be located in a Natura 2000 site or not.

The pilot project (short title ' Marine Protected areas: network (s) for enhancement of sustainable fisheries in the EU
Mediterranean’) aims to test and demonstrate whether networks of marine protected areas provide bio-economic
usefulness for management and enhancement of sustainable fisheries with a view of exploiting marine biological
resources at rates which restore and/or maintain populations of harvested stocks above levels which can produce the
maximum sustainable yield.

The fish stocks and fisheries concerned by the projects will be in the Mediterranean EU waters as well as, where
required or relevant, in the international waters immediately adjacent.

The fish stocks (i.e. fin-fishes and/or shellfish) and fisheries concerned should cover a sufficiently representative
proportion of the fisheries production over a sufficiently wide geographical area including more than two contiguous
administrative regions (NUTS 2) within a Mediterranean sub-area and preferably with a cross-border dimension.
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Specific objectives:
a) providing critical analyses of the bio-ecological, fisheries, technical, legal, economic and organizational matters
at stake for an effective interplay between nature conservation and sustainable exploitation of the marine

resources in line with the maximum sustainable yield objectives while taking into account knowledge about the
interactions between fish stocks, fisheries and marine ecosystems.

b) identifying possible technical/governance solutions to establishing adequate networks of MPAs in support of the
MSY objectives of the CFP while corroborating the MSFD's objectives related to MPAs and GES in the
Mediterranean;

c) developing a participatory conservation which supports bottom-up approaches to fisheries conservation and
management, with a view to feed into the regionalised processes on

The objective of the pilot project is to finance support measures to:

— identify and reinforce the degree of involvement of the small-scale fishing sector in stakeholders' organisations,
such as the Advisory Councils and other relevant fora and platforms with the objective of sustainable
management of fisheries;

— facilitate their involvement in the process of setting up the new Advisory Councils in line with article 43(2) of
Regulation 1380/2013;

—  promote exchange of good practices that would strengthen the participation of the sector in the decision-making
process within the framework of the new regionalised Common Fisheries Policy.

The pilot project was adopted in its first year (2014) for an amount of EUR 1.500.000. The financing decision
(C(2014)6313) was adopted on 12/09/2014. The pilot project was implemented through a call calls for proposals
published in July 2015 in all EU languages with a view to supporting the participation of small scale fishermen (SSF)
in the decision making process and, in particular, to facilitating the setting up of associations voicing the interest of
SSF interests and their involvement in the Advisory Councils, including the new ones established by the new CFP.
The call for proposals covered all EU Waters and was divided in three lots covering respectively: (a) the Atlantic,
including Outmost regions, (b) the Mediterranean and the Black Sea and (c) the North Sea and the Baltic Sea.

Following the call for proposals, eight (8) proposals were awarded a grant, covering all EU waters for a total amount
of maximum EUR 1.465.625,26.

As signalled in the letter of executability of 23 October 2014, the additional commitments of EUR 500 000 made
available in the budget 2015 were not needed and will therefore not be used.
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Intentions for the current year 2016:

All the projects started in 2016 and therefore this is the first year of their implementation. Given that the duration of
most of the projects is 24 months, concrete results should be expected as of 2017. In 2017, the Commission might
organise a conference to disseminate the results of the projects.

As the pilot project relates to illegal, unreported and unregulated fishing (IUU) as well as fisheries Monitoring Control
Surveillance (MCS) and includes end-user and functionality development, only EFCA can operate this up-grade of the
MARSURY application.

upgrading the existing EFCA MARSURYV Service in preparation for the IUU worldwide service,

developing associated reference tools and the new Worldwide IUU module,

involve MS end-users for collection of user needs and functionality testing,

providing the necessary training and support to end-users.

In December 2015, the Commission adopted simultaneous and complementary proposals for amendment to the
founding regulations of the European Fisheries Control Agency (EFCA), the European Maritime Safety Agency
(EMSA) and the European Border Control Agency (Frontex), providing a joint mandate for the three agencies on inter
agency co-operation on Coastguard functions®. These legislative proposals are currently under consideration by the
co-legislators under the European border and coastguard package.

The proposed joint mandate provides that the agencies should provide joint services to national authorities carrying
out coastguard functions in the following four areas:

—  Information sharing;

—  Provision of surveillance and communication services;
—  Capacity building, and

—  Capacity sharing.

Taking into account these legislative proposals, the purpose of this pilot project is to test the co-operation mechanism
envisaged in the legislative proposals in a specific geographic region, namely the central Mediterranean Sea. In this
area, there are overlapping interests in terms of fisheries (Illegal, unreported and unregulated (IUU) fishing of Bluefin
tuna) and border control (migration flow mainly from Libya). It is envisaged that the pilot project will focus on
capacity sharing and joint operational activities by EFCA and Frontex supported by intelligence provided by EMSA
and in co-operation with the Italian coastguard.

5.1  Objectives
Commitment appropriations for this pilot project were voted under the 2012 and 2013 budgets.
Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

The pilot project aims at raising awareness on the health problems related to poor nutrition, overweight and obesity
and at promoting healthy diet along the life cycle from pregnancy to old age at an EU scale.

The project involves civil society organisations, such as health-orientated NGOs, as well as healthcare professionals
such as, for instance, paediatric doctors and midwives, and national and regional health authorities. Cooperation
between these different actors will deliver targeted education about nutrition, independently of the food industry, to
both parents and children.

Information initiatives were launched e.g. in the form of leaflets (to be given, for example, to pregnant mothers by
midwives, or to parents by paediatric doctors). New technological supports and social media were also used when
appropriate.

The objectives for the 2013 appropriations were to ensure further field testing of initiatives targeting pregnant and
breastfeeding women through various settings and channels, such as paediatric doctors, nurses, midwives,
nutritionists, health oriented NGOs and national and regional health authorities.

To test the educational material of the 'We love eating', communication initiatives were launched in seven cities of
seven Member States (Banska Bystrica, Slovakia - Bradford, UK - Cluj Napoca, Romania - Deventer, Netherlands -
Granollers, Spain - Poznan, Poland and Roncq, France). To involve local stakeholders, each of the seven cities set up
Local Promoting Groups (LPG) involving all the relevant stakeholders at a local level. The impact of the project was
monitored and analysed to provide input on the effectiveness of the project and its learning approach.

To ensure that the educational tools and intervention strategy was based on the latest scientific findings and lessons
learnt, a Scientific Board was constituted. They were responsible for creating guidelines and key messages, and
validating the educational material. In addition, one of the more original aspects was the focus on a community-based
approach, and the insistence that local stakeholders had to design and implement the project in their community. By
creating ownership at a local level, it aimed to ensure the effectiveness and relevance of the approach.
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Six cities in five countries across Europe currently participate in the "Together" project: Varna (Bulgaria), Prague
(Czech Republic), Odense & Kolding (Denmark), Murcia (Spain) and Manchester (United Kingdom). These six cities
have been chosen based on their socio-economic, ethnic and cultural diversity. In each of them, the "Together" project
coordinator has built local partnerships based on its community based-approach.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

Ongoing activities in all cities of the 'Together' project to promote a healthy lifestyle during pregnancy and the
breastfeeding period focus on four areas for action:

— Advocate: Promote healthier lifestyle, with a focus on a balanced diet and regular physical activity;

— Educate: Help women to manage pregnancy related weight gain and loss; raise awareness on benefits of
exclusive breastfeeding;

—  Mediate: Help women to make most of health professionals’ advice;
—  Enable: Make healthier lifestyles easier.

These ongoing activities in the cities focus on the following target groups based on an approach that recognises that
pregnancy and post-partum are part of a “maternity continuum” that encompasses several stages including: pre-
pregnancy, pregnancy, post-partum period and early infancy. It is important to bear in mind that many topics are
relevant to both pregnant as well as breastfeeding women.

Therefore, primary target groups are:

—  Pregnant women: Pregnant women like to receive information from trusted sources, such as health care
professionals, community leaders or workers. They like to learn about labour, birth, and motherhood in groups
made up of a small number of pregnant women, with a facilitator who is able to identify how much information
to give, has skills to present it in a way that is easy to remember, promotes discussion, gives plenty of
opportunities for practicing skills, and encourages the group to get to know and support each other.

—  Breastfeeding women: A breastfeeding mother might be struggling with the difficulties of breastfeeding, in
addition to the physical exhaustion of the birth and first weeks of life of the newborn. There are also new mothers
who, for many diverse reasons, decide not to breastfeed their child. However, their dietary choices and the food
they provide for their children are also very important.

—  Pregnant and breastfeeding women from vulnerable groups: Vulnerable groups of women (e.g. with lower
income levels or ethnic minorities) often have fewer opportunities to make healthier lifestyle choices than other
women. Thus improving the overall health status of any community means that special attention must be paid to
the lower socio-economic demographic, and this is a central objective of the "Together" pilot project.

In addition, "Together" will strengthen the communication skills of healthcare professionals (HCPs) and other
multipliers when dealing with pregnant and obese women.

Therefore secondary target groups are:

— Midwives or nurses: They are often the frontline HCPs for obese persons, and the care they provide may
influence their attitudes towards HCPs in general and their seeking of health care or health care avoidance
behaviour, confirmed in a research study focusing on the exploration of the phenomenon of stigmatisation of
obese persons by midwives and nurses. A better understanding of this as perceived by obese persons may
contribute to the development of nursing practices and health care environments to better meet the needs of obese
persons, improve access to health care for all persons regardless of body type, and achieve more positive health
outcomes.

—  Obstetricians and gynaecologists: To improve outcomes, obstetric providers must effectively evaluate and
manage their obese pregnant patients.

—  Community workers and other multipliers: Health educators working with vulnerable groups at risk for obesity or
diabetes — in the community or in high schools - must be trained to address the specific needs of pregnant and
breastfeeding women. Pro-breastfeeding associations (such as Leche League) must be targeted to include obesity
prevention in their intervention guidelines.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

The overall project goal is to identify and develop best practices for the prevention of type 2 diabetes.

The pilot project was the subject of a call for tender published in 2012 but which was unsuccessful in identifying
interested contractors.

The call for tender was re-launched in 2013 with modified specifications. In view of the fact that only one
unsatisfactory tender was submitted, it was decided to start a negotiated procedure. The contract was signed end of
2013.

The title of the project is "Prevention Strategies for Adolescents at Risk of diabetes - A pilot study across 5 European
countries".

The aims of the project are:

—  Develop arisk score to identify those children aged between 12-14 years who are at high risk of developing Type
2 Diabetes (T2DM);

—  Develop a lifestyle intervention for this cohort for the prevention of diabetes;

—  Test the action programme in the target population.

The objectives of the project:

—  To assess BMI distribution in 12-14 year olds in existing databases from each site;

—  To recruit 100 adolescents aged 12-14, in each site, to complete the developed risk score and be rigorously
phenotyped;

—  To validate the risk score;
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— To develop an intervention package for children, parents and school staff that promotes and encourage lifestyle
change appropriate for delivery in each site;

—  To implement the intervention package in each site;

—  To evaluate the effectiveness of the intervention package through a cluster randomised controlled trial across the
five sites.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

The risk score (tool) for the identification of adolescents (12-14 years/old) at high risk of developing T2DM in the
future has been developed and will be validated in 2016.

A cross-sectional study with 500 adolescents purposively sampled from 5 European Countries started in 2015 and will
be completed in March 2016.

A lifestyle intervention for adolescents (12-14 years/old) and their families to illicit behaviour changes associated with
lower risk of developing T2DM has been developed and is now culturally adapted in 2016. Once this has been done,
the lifestyle intervention will be tested and evaluated through a randomised controlled trial across all five European
sites, to be completed at the end of 2016.

The project web-site www.pre-start.org has been created and will be up-dated on a regular basis, once results become
available throughout 2016.

A no-cost amendment has been accepted to prolong the contract for 3 months until the end of 2016, as the recruitment
process for the study cohorts in the participating countries took longer than originally planned. As the researcher
cannot and should not influence this recruitment process, i.e. the length can be estimated but not planned in detail, the
European Commission agreed to extend the contract.

Objectives

The overall objective of the ROADLESS-FOR pilot project is to further research into the benefits of protecting road-
free intact forests.

Early evaluations suggest that the lack of common methodologies and sufficient resources (human, technical and
financial) to forecast, measure, report, verify and compare (FMRVC) forest emissions over time and between
countries are major weaknesses of REDD+.

Assessing the impact of increasing accessibility to forests can help in measuring performance in the five activities
encompassed by REDD+ (deforestation, forest degradation, conservation, management, and enhancement of forest
carbon stock). Additionally, road planning is an easily understandable strategic tool that can be used by donors and
beneficiaries of the REDD+ scheme, which ties in with the international drivers of deforestation (including EU
imports).

This pilot project will use existing roads and expansion of accessibility, through the opening of new roads, as an early
performance indicator for projects to reduce greenhouse gas emissions from deforestation and to strengthen Forest
Law Enforcement, Governance and Trade (FLEGT). At the same time the pilot project will incorporate information on
accessibility (e.g. road networks) into harmonised FMRVC methodologies as a way of improving the efficiency and
reliability of REDD+ reporting, thus laying the groundwork for the post-2020 climate regime to be agreed at
UNFCCC COP-21 in Paris in December 2015.

This could also help meet a strategic EU target stemming from the UN Convention on Biological Diversity, namely
that, by 2020, the rate of loss of all natural habitats, including forests, should be at least halved and, where feasible,
brought close to zero, and degradation and fragmentation significantly reduced.

These appropriations should help deliver and cover the cost of:

1. producing an up-to-date, forward-compatible global map of roadless areas in forested regions, focusing on
tropical forests (based on best available spatial data and satellite images). These maps will be made publicly
available on a dedicated website;
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2. developing a prediction model for deforestation and forest degradation on the basis of existing roads and road
building forecasts in priority areas;

3. compiling a brochure on the impacts of key EU sectoral policies (e.g. infrastructure, energy, agriculture and/or
mining) on tropical deforestation and forest degradation; and

4. presenting the above deliverables in workshops and symposiums (in particular as side events during the
UNFCCC and CBD COPs) and disseminating the relevant material.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

2014 was focused on setting up the project, following from Commission Decision C(2014) 4204 (June 2014),
culminating in signature of Administrative Agreement 34027702/2014/690681/SER/CLIMA.A.2. signed on
10/11/2014 with the Joint Research Centre. Funds for cross sub-delegation were committed by JRC in December
2014.

In 2015, following achievements were realised:
—  Creation of Project Steering Group (first meeting held on 22 June 2015);
—  Setup project website;

The new website for the Roadless Forest project (www.roadlessforest.eu) has been developed and was announced at
the Discussion Forum of the Global Landscapes Forum 2015 in Paris in December 2015. This will evolve from its
current role in providing information about the project objectives to allowing data access, data entry and data analysis
functions.

—  Inception report (February 2015);

—  Production of initial datasets based on compilation of best available data (tropical forest map , roadless areas
map);

Tools have been developed at JRC through the Google Earth Engine platform to produce improved forest cover maps
through time series of satellite imagery. An automatic methodology exploits 32-years of Landsat imagery (from 1984
to 2015) to produce a pan-tropical map of dense humid forest cover at 30m resolution. In this new map of undisturbed
forest cover, disturbed forests and vegetation regrowths are delineated as well as recent deforestation and disturbance
patterns. The use of a 32-year time series allows to separate the complex patterns of shifting cultivation or mosaics of
crop and tree cover from pure forest cover. These later land cover classes are characterised by providing the timing
and occurrence of the deforestation or disturbance events (date of first event, date of last event, number of events).

A first version of a new forest map of tropical humid region of Africa was produced during year 2015.
—  Set-up of road database at JRC and analysis using Hadoop High Performance Computing infrastructure;

JRC has a synchronised copy of the entire OpenStreetMap database, containing over 300m road features. This is
stored in a PostGIS spatial database, and is updated daily according to updates provided by the OpenStreetMap
community editors. A copy is held in the Hadoop High Performance Computing Environment in order to allow
calculation of derived products including road density maps and input to the new Global Map of Accessibility.

—  Engage on-site contractor with specialist skills in road database management at the global scale;

A contractor is engaged on-site and is responsible for management of the global road database, including the PostGIS
database administration and analysis

—  Engage contractor for compilation of existing road and logging track data and filling of data gaps;

A service contract was signed on 19/08/2015 with the RETELL Consortium covering activities including website
development and the compilation of data and filling of data gaps. A methodology has been developed for mapping
using the forest change maps produced by JRC and this is being applied in the project study areas.

—  Presentation of interim results at the UNFCCC CoP in Paris December 2015;

In the framework of the ROADLESS-FOR project mid-term deliverable, the the Commission co-hosted, with IIASA
and CIFOR, a ‘Discussion Forum’ event at the Global Landscapes Forum 2015. This event was entitled “Uncertainty
in tropical landscapes: emerging data and models as a bridge, between facts of yesterday and visions for tomorrow”
which was held on Sunday 6 December 2015 in Palais des Congres, Paris.
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The Global Landscapes Forum is organised by a cross-sectoral consortium of leading international organizations, led
by the Centre for International Forestry Research (CIFOR). Over the past two years, the Global Landscapes Forum
has evolved into the world’s leading platform for discussing land-use issues. In Paris, the Forum brought together
more than 3000 stakeholders from forestry, agriculture, water, energy, law and finance, among others
(http://www.landscapes.org/glf-2015/). Over 100 organisations from across the globe hosted Discussion Forums,
Launchpads, Landscapes Labs and be part of a Thematic pavilion.

The high level panel of the Discussion Forum resulted in high quality presentations and a good audience with active
Questions and Answers session, despite us having the early Sunday morning time slot.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

The objectives of this project should focus on the major issue surrounding Autistic Spectrum Disorders (ASD) in
Europe, namely early detection of high functioning ASD and developments of means to support such people. The
strategic objective is the improvement of the quality of life, social and vocational reintegration of individuals affected
by ASD and avoidance of social disintegration and early retirement.

Following the unsuccessful procedure in 2013, the objectives of this project continues to focus on the major issue
surrounding Autistic Spectrum Disorders (ASD) in Europe, namely early detection of high functioning ASD and
developments of means to support such people. The additional funding in 2014 will permit to expand the number of
pilot units to test the feasibility of the Protocol for Early Detection on Autistic Spectrum Disorders (ASD).

The Spanish Rare Disorders Research Institute (IIER), a Centre of the Institute of Health Carlos III (ISCIII) presented
the proposal named “ASDEU” (Autism Spectrum Disorders in Europe), was selected in November 2014 by the EC
and funded with EUR 2,1 million for the next three years. This proposal fulfilled all the required criteria, and was
based in a consortium of other 19 groups from European institutions and organizations from 13 different countries.

Up to date, twenty-two partners and another two collaborating allies from 14 European countries representing
different European regions signed the ASDEU Grant Agreement and have been closely collaborating since February
15th, 2015.

There are 12 countries involved in ASD prevalence estimation research in children between 7-9 years old. The
“ASDEU Prevalence Study Strategy Plan” has begun in the selected geographical areas and two different approaches
are being implemented: 1) the information is provided by population-based registries in Denmark, Finland, Iceland and
France and, ii) a cross-sectional field study, using an innovative method — the EPAP modified protocol which is
already defined in the inception report — in Poland, Bulgaria, Romania, Austria, Italy, Portugal and Spain. ASDEU
will provide strategies for future prevalence surveillance in other European countries, as well as prevalence estimates
across countries. Finally, Ireland will provide its own prevalence estimations as it was the first country that used the
original EPAP protocol; in addition, they are designing a study to validate the teacher nomination in this country.

The ASDEU website has been designed and launched in two different languages, English and Spanish. It displays
detailed work-packages and partner information, including an intranet platform for internal issues. WP4 survey in
several languages can also be accessed through the website. A newsletter with important information about our project
was created in order to maintain an effective line of communication and coordination, and two issues have been
already distributed among partners. The first external newsletter is under development and it will be sent to the list of
external followers in the near future.

Furthermore, several systematic literature reviews are being conducted on: ASD early detection & intervention
procedures, ASD adult and senior life, and ASD policies in Europe. A survey of ASD policies in Europe has been
launched and is available on the website http://asdeu.eu/wp4-task-activities in several languages.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

The project will collect the information by the end of the year 2016, with the idea of having all cases from 2015
already diagnosed. The rest of the countries are developing a variety of activities consisting of request authorizations,
ethical approval, inventory of schools, etc.

Additional surveys related to other WP and relevant topics (ASD burden and costs, best practices in adult care,
amongst others) are being developed and will be available in 2016 on the website.

The objectives of the project were to put in place a framework for action to enhance self-care at EU level and to
develop strategies to support the broader implementation of effective self-care.

During 2014:

1) the Commission signed a contract of EUR 180 350 with SOGETI for an independent cost/benefit analysis of self-
care systems in the European Union. DG SANTE has received the final report of this analysis in February 2015.
It is feeding now the work of the Platform of Experts.

2) the Commission signed a contract of EUR 770 220 with a consortium led by CBO to create and manage a
platform of experts in self-care and healthcare gathering cross-functional stakeholders. The platform has clear
objectives, deliverables and timelines. The first meeting of the plenary of the Platform of Experts took place at
the beginning of March 2015 in Utrecht.

Actions initiated in 2013 focus on minor and self-limiting conditions.

The first contract was concluded in August 2014, with the delivery of the cost/benefit analysis of self-care systems in
the EU.

The second contract called "PiSCE" was launched in September 2014. However, the consortium leader has been
subject of an insolvency process since September 2015 and the work conducted by the consortium couldn't be
implemented as initially foreseen. The Commission is working with the other consortium members and the trustee of
the consortium leader in order to sign an amendment which enables the remaining partners of the consortium to go
ahead and finalize the contract, while postponing the calendar of the activities and the deadlines of the deliverables.

In 2015, a new call for tender was published (n°SANTE/2015/D2/021) in order to expand the scope to chronic
diseases, as referred in the Commission Decision C(2014) 4127, with the following objectives:

1) Conduction of a study (literature review and cost-benefit analysis) of self-care systems in the European Union in
the field of chronic diseases, in the following areas: chronic metabolic diseases, chronic gastro-intestinal diseases,
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chronic dermatologic diseases, chronic respiratory diseases, chronic cardiovascular diseases, chronic circulatory
diseases.

2) Building on the experience of the previous Platform of Experts on self-care, the setting up of a platform of
experts in chronic diseases, with a focus on 6 diseases identified within each of the above indicated areas. The
activities of the Platform are the following:

—  Identify any barrier that may hinder the development of self-care;

—  Develop guidelines for national and local policy makers on how to promote self-care;
—  Propose scenarios for EU collaboration;

—  Propose innovative approaches for the development of self-care;

— Propose and design communication tools to patient/consumers to improve prevention and disease
management;

3) Dissemination of results.

For this purpose it will organising conferences and communicate via magazines
and social media. The results of this project shall improve the prevention and treatment of coronary heart disease in
women and men throughout Europe.

The aim of the action is to compare, from a micro- and macro-economic perspective, the various treatment modalities
for Chronic Kidney Diseases (CKD) in EU Member States by investigating the factors that influence the treatment
choice (by patient or doctor) and the impact of that choice on healthcare budgets. In addition, the project will examine
obstacles to improving kidney donation and transplantation rates and provide operational tools to follow-up living
donors and transplanted patients.

To build upon the first overall objective in the field of kidney chronic diseases and more specifically for the
transplantation options, a second overall objective of the project is to support Member States’ efforts in putting in
place operational tools (registers) to follow-up living donors and transplanted patients, based on the experience
learned and recommendations formulated by previous EU-funded projects. This second overall objective will be
implemented via two work packages, one being dedicated to the follow-up of living donors, the other one being
focused on the follow-up of transplanted patients. These two work packages will contribute to ensure the quality and
safety aspects required by EU legislation in the field, and hence the protection of donors and patients, but they will
also be beneficial for the transplant community as a whole, as learnings from such registers will enable to propose
better indications for (future) patients on transplant waiting lists.

It is expected that project’s results can be used by EU Member States as a stepping stone towards successful
implementation of EU policies and legislation in the field of chronic diseases and organ transplantation, in particular
of the Directive 2010/53/EU on standards of quality and safety of human organs intended for transplantation and of
the EU Action Plan on Organ Donation and Transplantation.

This pilot project will focus on training and social awareness to encourage public reflection on organ donation.

The first phase will be a “train the trainers” course. The main objective of the course is to support capacity-
building efforts, with the overall objective to monitor and improve overall performance in the management of
donated and transplanted organs. The course will include components on communication, quality improvement
methodologies, donor identification, “approaching the family” (in the case of deceased donation) and
approaching possible donors such as living donors or via patients’ support groups. The applicants can also
propose topics for some modules of the course that would help increasing social awareness - also within the
healthcare establishment - and to improve the use of donated organs. This training course should cover deceased
and living donation as well as organ and tissue donation. It shall make sure to use and make reference to previous
EU-funded projects that included training and improvement methodologies.

The second phase will involve the organisation of several communication events (e.g. awareness or information
days, journalist workshops), possibly supporting some of the “trainers” trained during the first phase. These
events should include information on deceased and living donation as well as organ and tissue donation. Different
communication events should be organised in different EU Member States. The selected applicant will be asked
to contact the national authorities in charge of donation and transplantation, and should seek their logistical
support as well as cooperation and alignment in terms of communication strategies.

5.1  Objectives

Commitment appropriations for this pilot project were voted under the 2015 budget.
Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

Natural disasters, including those resulting from climate change, are trans-boundary in nature. It is hence imperative
that preparedness activities take place in a more coordinated way, cutting across national borders, transferring
knowledge and raising the awareness of state, regional and local authorities and citizens alike. In Europe, there are
several research centres and centres of excellence that have already developed a capacity to analyse and evaluate
disaster risks and to warn their state authorities in order to prevent damage and casualties, prepare the relevant
communities in advance of a disaster and take stock of the early-warning information in order for it to be used when
making targeted investments co-financed by the European Structural and Investment Funds (ESIF) so that the relevant
thematic objectives are achieved. In addition, the European Response Coordination Centre (ERCC), which is operated
within the Commission (DG ECHO) and has been set up to support a coordinated and faster response to disasters both
inside and outside Europe using resources from 32 countries participating in the EU Civil Protection Mechanism. The
ERCC is currently relying on several key European detection and alert systems to react to disasters as well as on the
scientific expertise of the Joint Research Centre (JRC) to analyse the impact of natural events (including their impact
on infrastructure that may cause technological disasters).

However, in the face of growing challenges, the above resources and expertise are no longer sufficient to coordinate
the EU response at ERCC level and to manage the future European emergency capacity, which requires a stronger
focus on forecasting, planning and coordination, instead of only responding to emergencies. Experience has also
shown that preventing and preparing for disasters is more cost-effective than responding to them.

Furthermore, there is no coordinated mechanism in place for reporting either to the ERCC or to all Member States that
might be affected by a potential disaster extending beyond national boundaries (e.g. storms). At present, each Member
State largely relies upon its own capacity.

To address the above challenges and to achieve the goal of fully exploiting science and technology within the disaster
risk management field in a cost-efficient manner, a European pilot project is necessary. The pilot project will build on
the experience of the North-Eastern Atlantic, Mediterranean and Connected Seas Tsunami Warning and Mitigation
System (NEAMTWS) network, which has brought together five partners to monitor on a round-the-clock basis
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tsunami incidents in the North-East Atlantic, Mediterranean and connected seas and to warn EU and Member States'
authorities.

The pilot project will:

— identify relevant scientific centres across Europe that could provide expertise for disaster risk management
policy-making and emergency operations;

—  bring together those scientific centres and create enlarged scientific partnerships (EU Centres of Excellence
Network) for different hazards, associating them with scientific centres in the immediate EU neighbourhood, if
necessary, in compliance with the European Union Civil Protection Mechanism (UCPM) legislation;

—  bridge the existing reporting and linkage gap between the EU Centres of Excellence Network and the ERCC
providing a 24/7 service to the ERCC; this could be done by defining and implementing a governance structure
linking the EU Centres of Excellence Network, the JRC and the ERCC.

In this manner, relevant disaster information will be transmitted to all actors concerned in a coordinated and timely
way, increasing both preparedness and response levels of the Member States and the EU through the ERCC. Setting
up and expanding such a network will require the large-scale involvement of European scientific centres that are
already using state-of-the-art monitoring technology or can be funded to upgrade accordingly, where this is necessary
for satisfactory regional coverage. They could set up, implement and test a common, efficient and coordinated
reporting methodology while extending it to cover a large geographical area in Europe (at least 10 countries). A large
network is a prerequisite for the success of such an endeavour, as the geographical spread of disaster risks needs to be
taken into account.

For the pilot project on Early Warning System for natural disasters, the Commission published a call for tender on 12
August 2015. The deadline was set on 14 October 2015 and after the evaluation, the contract was signed with the
winning consortium on 17 December 2015.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

The starting date of the pilot project has been 1 February 2016. In the current year, the project aims at building an
inventory of scientific and operational centres across EU and EU neighbourhood and start developing a European
Natural Hazard Scientific Partnership that will support on a 24/7 basis the Emergency Response Coordination Centre
(ERCCO), offering scientific advice. The service will become operational as of beginning of 2017, but during the last
quarters of 2016 there will already be a testing phase. The implementation of the PP will adopt a multi-hazard
approach, thus taking also into consideration the interactions between hazards.

5.1  Objectives

Commitment appropriations for this pilot project were voted under the 2014 and 2015 budgets.
Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

The pilot project aims at reactivating the Cauca region's small-scale farming economy in order to continue creating a
viable path for the small communities to exit the armed and social conflicts of the region. Therefore the pilot project
will allow the development of a business plan, and the setting up, installation, equipment and operation of a
distribution centre to commercialise the agricultural products produced by these communities. Such a centre is
required to guarantee the distribution at local and regional level, as well as to facilitate potential conflict-settlement as
in other hot spots in Colombia.

The project will strengthen the productive skills and performance of small farmers and hence increase their
productivity as well as the production volume to be sold through the Distribution Centre. The planned infrastructure
will also improve the logistics of the recollection, packing, distribution and marketing process of the products from the
small farmers of the Cauca River Valley in south-western Colombia, in a view of improving their livelihoods.

The 2015 phase of the pilot project involves a follow-up intervention as a continuation for the previous pilot project of
the 2014 budget. It aims at contributing to the reactivation of the small-scale farming economy in the Cauca
watershed, a region most affected by the armed conflict and criminal violence. While the previous pilot was focused
on productive infrastructure and assistance, the present one is intended to provide for the complementary measures
strengthening the sustainability of the entire intervention. These complementary measures may consist of
strengthening local capacities in public policy development and management as well as citizens’ participation,
improving the physical and administrative access to the land, revitalising the social tissue of the communities
involved, improving the security conditions for community life, productive development and the opening-up of the
territory, etc.

The project began operations in June 2015. During the second semester of 2015, the selection and characterization of
the members from producer organisations was conducted. This was the first step towards increasing the capacity of
500 smallholder families to better manage and increase their agricultural production as well as organise and adapt
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their production and supply to market conditions and quality requirements (result 1). Additionally, the design of the
logistical coordination centre for the commercialisation of the production (result 2) commenced.

Regarding the development of the ongoing project, this will soon complete one year of operation An intermediate
report is expected in July followed by a field monitoring visit in August 2016.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

Continue the development of the project towards achieving the results, mainly activities related to increasing
production capacity and marketing channels of products once the logistics centre for marketing created. Coordinate
with partners to identify the technical necessities to continue moving forward.

A call for proposals is currently under preparation. Exploratory meetings have been held with local authorities in the
Cauca region in order to identify main priorities included in the new Regional Development Plan in the pacific coast
and the south of the Cauca region, mainly the "Macizo Colombiano". These areas are particularly sensitive to
transition and demobilisation of Farc structures and therefore require urgent support for community rebuilding.

In order to guarantee a broad articulation between the two actions funded under the special support measure in favour
of Colombia, a brief assessment of the current project will take place in order to include key aspects or reorient the
approach if necessary.

Three new aspects will nevertheless be particular about this call. In the first place, the adoption of a strong gender
approach will be requested in order to complement local initiatives and actions implemented in the light of the new
Gender Action Plan "Gender Equality and Women's Empowerment: Transforming the lives of girls and women
through EU External relations 2016 — 2020". In the second place, from a geographical perspective, the south and
pacific coast regions will be prioritized as those are precisely the areas in which state absence has been a structural
condition for armed conflict. This is why it is relevant to promote innovative forms of interactions between CSQO's and
public authorities aiming at strengthening State presence and guaranteeing the quality and sustainability of public
policy.

Showcase: Project showcase is a site that will be displayed via the Publications Office’s Portal, containing the
complete legislative cycle together with a range of related non-legislative documents for a few selected legal acts. It is
multilingual and highlights innovative ways of presenting legal information and its links with other related documents.
It provides a safe environment for testing new, experimental ideas for displaying legal information, while exploring at
the same time the potential of gathering all publicly available legal information concerning specific EU legal acts in
one place for easy access. The development of the showcase was started in the second half of 2015 and the acceptance
of final deliverables is expected by the end of May 2016.

Study: The main objective of the study on ensuring integrated access to publicly available documents from EU
institutions, agencies and bodies is to provide a wider insight into how to bring together different types of documents
from different EU institutions, agencies and bodies, display them in a single place in view of ensuring easy and
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seamless access, and make them searchable, for the benefit of various stakeholders interested in EU documents and
citizens at large. The work was started in November 2015 and the final deliverable is expected in May 2016.

In 2012, the following initiatives were launched:

The signature of a service contract in November 2012 after a call for tenders, with the view to assess the demand,
the economic impact and travel patterns of accessible tourism in Europe. The final version of study has been
delivered in March 2014.

The signature of a service contract in December 2012 after a call for tenders, with the view to map the skills and
training needs to improve accessibility in tourism services. The final version of the study has been delivered in
May 2014.

The signature of a service contract in February 2013 after a call for tenders, to realise a mapping and a
performance check of the supply of accessible tourism services. The final version of the study has been delivered
in April 2014.

The participation to the Conference “Accessibility — a new challenge for inclusive tourism” in Treviso
(November 2012) to promote our initiatives in this domain.

During the 3rd quarter of 2012, a call for proposals was launched, with the view to foster and reward efforts and
excellence in accessible tourism. The purpose is to institute a yearly award to private or public operators which
make accessibility as a key priority in their promotional offer and commit to continuously improve on
accessibility. The agreements were signed in June 2013 and the first awards have been delivered in February
2014.

In 2013, a call for proposals was launched (‘Accessible tourism itineraries of excellence’), with the view to foster
adaptation of tourism products and services to the needs of people with special access needs. The aims of the action

are:

to promote equal opportunity and social inclusion of people with special access needs, to improve skills and

training with relation to accessibility in the tourism supply chain, to help mainstreaming accessibility in all segments
of the tourism supply chain, while at the same time creating a seamless chain of accessibility in tourism, to promote,
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market and disseminate best practices in accessible tourism, to provide adequate support and guidance to SMEs and to
enhance the quality and diversify the offer of accessible tourism experiences in Europe.

8 grant agreements were signed in August 2014 as a result of this call.

In 2014, the preparatory action was implemented by the following actions:

A call for proposals “Fostering accessible tourism entrepreneurship and management” (launched in the third
quarter 2014) to test the implementation of capacity building schemes whereby managers, destination managers,
entrepreneurs, can learn from experienced and successful “accessible” operators, create new synergies with other
operators along the supply chain, explore new market opportunities and discover a new way to make business.

The organisation of a conference on 6 June 2014 to increase awareness among the public and parties concerned
of the importance of accessible tourism and to disseminate best practices. The results of the studies delivered
from the service contracts indicated above were also presented and discussed with the audience.

In 2015, the 4 grant agreements related to the call for proposals launched in 2014 were finalised, signed and their
implementation started effectively. In parallel, the follow-up of the 8 ongoing projects related to the call launched in
2013 was ensured.

Most relevant results to date:

The study "Economic impact and travel patterns of accessible tourism in Europe", resulting from the service
contract referred to above under 5.1 indent 1) constitutes the most complete analysis of the demographics,
economics and behavioural analysis of accessible tourism in Europe carried out so far. It covers 27 EU member
States and analyses the impact of the inbound demand from 11 key international markets. It provides a detailed
forecast of the evolution of the demand up to 2020. It analyses the impact of accessible tourism in terms of GDP,
job creation, turnover etc. It contains a deep analysis of the behavioural patterns of disabled travellers. The study,
published in June 2014 has immediately become a reference for the industry, academia and other stakeholders. It
was also featured in a BBC Radio 4 programme in July 2014.

The study "mapping of skills and training needs for accessible tourism" constitutes the first type of assessment
for the skills needs needed in the tourism sector to welcome tourists with disabilities and special needs. The
results are provided in an innovative matrix linking together skills needs, training, competences and occupations.
The results are now being integrated in the ESCO taxonomy (DG EMPL) to provide a common reference tool for
jobs, occupations and skills needs in Europe.

The video "Mind the Accessibility Gap!" (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=UImMWvWocYFQ) produced from
the conference held in June 2014 is being regularly used by tourism destinations for training purposes.

These Member States shall at least be the following: BG, CZ, EL, EE, ES, HU, IE, IT, LT, LV, PL, PT, RO, SK, SIL.

The objectives of the contract should be achieved through:

—  Strengthening the capacity of the national minimum income networks made of national authorities, NGOs, social
partners and other relevant stakeholders including the direct participation of people experiencing poverty, based
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on participatory approaches in the 28 EU Member States to develop an implementation strategy of the
recommendations that have emerged from the 2012-2014 pilot project;

—  Strengthening the links with the EU2020 process by following up on the implementation of the relevant CSRs;
—  Developing the awareness raising on minimum income schemes focusing on coverage, adequacy and take-up;

— Engaging a European-level dialogue on minimum income schemes involving European stakeholders, as well as
representatives of the European institutions and the committees through regular meetings and exchanges of
Views;

—  Promoting the common methodology on reference budgets at local, national and EU-level to ensure adequacy of
minimum income support;

—  Promoting horizontal exchanges between the national platforms to improve mutual learning and exchange of best
practices.

This preparatory action aims to test the feasibility of an intra-EU job mobility scheme for the age group above 35
years, with a particular focus on unemployed citizens, including long-term unemployed. Similar to the targeted
mobility scheme "Your first EURES job"(YFEJ), Reactivate intends to help adults to find job, traineeship or
apprenticeship opportunities in other EU-28 countries and foster their full integration into the labour market.

Placements shall have a duration of not less than 6 months, whilst the scheme also envisages to provide post-
placement support for a determined duration.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

The action will be implemented through an open call for proposals already published under the reference
VP/2016/011. Awardable proposals may have a duration up to 18 months (starting from Q4/2016) and shall be carried
out by consortia ensuring a geographical coverage of at least 4/5 different Member States. Applicants may be private
and public employment services, in particular members of the EURES network, and other actors on the labour market.

5.1  Objectives

Intentions for the current year 2016:

The objective of this preparatory action is to develop the concept of operation, requirements, functional breakdown
and the required technology that will allow the implementation of an Active Geo-fencing Service (AGS) to prevent
the incursion of drones into protected areas. It will analyse the existing state of the art of the concept encompassing
also service and oversight options. The link with regulation and standardisation activities will be also analysed.

The action should be carried out by the SESAR Joint Undertaking (SJU). The action will be integrated into the
SESAR 2020 programme aiming to develop the concept of operation and the required technology for RPAS / drone
integration into airspace.

The aim of the action will be to demonstrate an AGS for drones flying below 150 metres (500 feet) above ground
level. It will be set up by connecting the drone-controlling Remote Pilot Station on the ground to a web-based
platform. The web-based platform will display the position of the drone operation and should validate compliance
with national legislation, depending on the location of the operation. The platform will generate no-fly zones on the
basis of aviation standards. By connecting the web-based platform to the drone users, they will not be able to operate
the drone in no-fly zones. No-fly zones may be generated, monitored and controlled by the authorities responsible.
The information generated by the web-based platform can also be shared with all European aviation stakeholders.

The aim of this two-stage preparatory action is to identify the barriers that impede the development of a truly
optimised single European transport system and to propose a set of actions which, collectively, can help to accelerate
progress. The action fully supports EU and Commission initiatives. It will:

— inform future policy development and research and innovation programmes, at both EU and national level;

— address one of the seven challenges on which Horizon 2020 is based, namely ‘Smart, green and integrated
transport;

The preparatory action for an E-Platform for Neighbourhood aims at developing an e-platform for ENP countries'
administrations, local authorities, academic centres and civil society, allowing for flexible yet targeted exchange of
know-how and knowledge in EU affairs and acquis communautaire.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:
2015 was the second consecutive year of the Preparatory Action.

Implementation of the 2014 Preparatory Action:

The Financing Decision for the implementation of the action was adopted by the Commission on 19 June 2014.
Considering the experience of DG DEVCO in the area of cooperation with EU Neighbourhood and their previous
implementation of a similar Pilot Project “ENP funding — Preparing staff for EU-ENP-related jobs” (budget line 22
04 77 04), it was decided to implement the 2014 preparatory action by a cross-sub delegation from DG EAC to DG
DEVCO.

Delays in the contractual procedure were accumulated due to difficulties from the College of Europe - Natolin
Campus to ensure a minimum level of co-financing of the action (5% as the EU budget co-financing is of 95 %). The
grant agreement was signed on 27/12/2014 and the implementation started on 1st January of 2015. The action
(College of Europe - Natolin Campus) runs for a period of two years, until December 2016. During 2015 the
preparatory phase of the project was running (inception phase) and it is expected that the E-Platform will be tested and
evaluated only by the end of the second year of implementation, in 2016.

The inception phase, originally been foreseen from January-May 2015 has been extended until 31 July 2015. The
inception report was submitted to DG NEAR in September and accepted. The report outlined activities which had
been concluded, such as team recruitment, technical needs assessment, development of functional and technical
specifications of the E-Platform, and development of a communication and visibility plan for the project. In the
second half 2015 the EPlatform website went online and tenders for the technical platform and the media campaign
were launched.
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Implementation of the 2015 Preparatory Action:

The Commission recalls its assessment of the continuation of the preparatory action in 2015 with additional
commitment appropriations as set out in the letter of executability of 24 October 2014. This assessment concluded that
additional commitment appropriations for the year 2015 were not necessary due to the long delay in the
implementation of the 2014 appropriations (EUR 1 million in commitments) and the absence of the possibility of duly
assessing the results of its activities. Thus, the implementation of the action funded by the credits voted in 2014
covering the period between 1* January 2015 until 31" December 2016, any additional funding for the same activities
would overlap and duplicate the actions already funded under the existing grant agreement.

Only a small amount of the credits voted in 2015 were used to cover late payment interest of the pre-financing
payment, as the payment was made after the contractual deadline.

5.1  Objectives

Commitment appropriations for this preparatory action were voted under the 2013, 2014 and 2015 budgets. The
preparatory action is the continuation of the pilot project 13 03 77 08 (2011-2012).

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

The preparatory action aims at facilitating the implementation of the EU Strategy for the Danube Region. The
objective of the preparatory action as described in the budgetary remarks is to organise or develop:

—  Training programmes, seminars for young people with the aim of emphasising the common regional identity of
the Nations living in the Danube macro-region; the programmes should stress civic education and opportunities
for cultural exchanges which will contribute to a progressive sustainable European future-oriented dimension of
coexistence by addressing the questions of understanding each other’s regional presence, togetherness and the
need for cooperation; and by providing scope for dialogues and reconciliation;

—  The improvement and development of new solutions for handling expertise by means of accessible common
platforms and project information as well as building networks.

The 2013 appropriations were allocated to:

—  Technical Assistance Facility: the assistance has facilitated the preparation of transnational projects in their
starting phase. This was done through a project preparation facility providing assistance to project holders of
transnational projects. The facility has provided consultancy services to potential project owners.

—  3rd Annual Forum 2014: the governance structure consists of Priority Area Coordinators (PACs), National
Contact Points, existing institutions and stakeholders. The action supported the communication, exchange of
experience and capitalisation of results among the main stakeholders and ensured political commitment through
the organisation of the 3rd Annual Forum in June 2014 in Vienna.

The 2014 resources allocated to this preparatory action have been used to support the establishment of economic and
social cooperation in the macro-region, contributing to further integration and reconciliation of the participating
nations in a practical way. It supports the work of key implementers (National Coordinators, Priority Area
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Coordinators) coordinating and implementing each Priority Area as well as the provision of online-guidance to
Danube projects to find the appropriate funding sources.

These objectives have been achieved by the following:

—  Establishment of the Danube Strategy Point which is hosted by the Land Baden-Wiirttemberg. The 14 Danube
Countries selected (by majority vote) the Government of Land Baden-Wiirttemberg (that acts also as NCP in the
framework of the Danube Strategy) to host the Danube Strategy Point. The establishment of a Strategy Point is a
recommendation in the report from the European Commission to the European Parliament, the Council, the
European Economic and Social Committee and the Committee of the Regions concerning the governance of
macro-regional strategies (2014/284), where the need for more coordination and interaction between the
responsible stakeholders and organisations was identified.

—  Creation of the tool "EuroAccess" by the City of Vienna in its capacity as Priority Area Coordinator of Priority
Areal(O ‘To step up institutional capacity and cooperation’, which holds a de facto monopoly position in the
Strategy work. It has horizontal tasks for the implementation of the Strategy and also serves all other Priority
Areas, such as the facilitation of transnational projects.

The 2015 appropriations will support the communication, exchange of experience and capitalisation of results among
the main stakeholders and ensure continuous political commitment through the organisation of three Annual Fora in
2016, 2017 and 2018. They will also support the preparation or implementation of transnational projects of relevance
for the Danube Region. Such support is crucial to initiate complex projects with a strategic impact, and to build
partnerships in a transnational environment. Special consideration will be given to strategic projects with connections
and/or spill-over effects in the territory covered by the EU Strategy for the Adriatic and Ionian Region, with five out
of its eight participating countries being also part of the EU Strategy for the Danube Region and to neighbouring
countries such as Moldova and Ukraine.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

As the financing decision for the 2015 appropriations was adopted on 17/12/2015, the related objectives, as described
above, will be implemented in 2016. There will be also payments for grant agreements signed in previous years.

However, as of the period 2014-2020
respective transnational cooperation programmes, financed by ERDF, are able to support the implementation of
macro-regional strategies, through projects and governance support. The programmes were adopted in 2015 and
implementation has started. The budget line 13 03 68 was used to bridge the period until the transnational cooperation
programmes start and gave support to complementary activities for the governance structure.

- At this stage, is it envisaged to follow up this project/action with a legislative proposal?

Follow up activities could be foreseen in the 13 03 68 budget line. In the long term, follow up activities shall be taken
up by the Interreg Danube Programme (Interreg transnational programme). Several cooperation programmes are in
this programming period fully matching the macro-regional strategies in the Baltic, Danube, Adriatic-lonian and
Alpine areas. Not only in terms of geography, but they are also meant to provide key support to their implementation.
In this context, all four programmes have included a Priority Axis based on T.O. 11, which will give support to the
key implementers and other horizontal activities. This support will take different shapes in each programme, taking
into account the specificities and stages of implementation of each macro-regional strategy. In the case of the Danube
programme, Axis 4 (SO 4.2) includes three main packages and one is dedicated to the financial support to the Priority
Area Coordinators.

Building excellence in a given area of research and innovation often takes sustained efforts and long-term strategic
planning. The development of good national/regional research and innovation strategies for smart specialisation
(RIS3) is considered essential for sustaining the innovation performance and the economic growth of the European
Union. Therefore, the support by the Smart Specialisation Platform (S3P) within the Joint Research Centre (JRC) to
Member States and regions to design and upgrade their RIS3 is essential. In particular, this allows new Member States
and catching-up regions to identify a limited number of areas of good quality research and industrial activities with
high innovation potential in their territory that will be further reinforced and developed using the European Structural
and Investment Funds (ESIF), to become more excellent and more competitive in Horizon 2020 calls. Beyond a
stronger capacity to generate innovation, this policy framework also allows increasing the absorption capacity by new
Member States of the innovation results developed/generated in more innovative territories in the context of past
Framework Programme projects.

With the resources of the pilot project in 2014-2015, a new activity was launched within the Smart Specialisation
Platform in order to support new Member States and regions to develop and exploit the synergies between Horizon
2020 and ESIF, building on and exploiting synergies.

The pilot project was centred on the provision of support to enhance the value of two key EU funding sources for
research, development and innovation (ESIF and Horizon 2020) by actively promoting their combination.

With the dedicated resources, upstream activities to foster capacity building in R&I have been carried out, providing
analytical data on the R&I systems in the concerned countries. A series of national events were organised in the
member states to discuss the opportunities and obstacles towards synergies between ESIF and Horizon 2020.

In addition, downstream activities (e.g. ways of exploiting outcomes from research projects on the market) started to
be proposed.
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Intentions for the current year 2016:
This preparatory action will take the pilot project forward in two main ways:
— more detailed action on bottlenecks at national level;
— more solid support to solve the most recurrent weaknesses in taking up policy recommendations.

This preparatory action will build on the pilot project by including regions which are substantially lagging behind on
their "stairway to excellence", despite more than 25 years of Structural Fund assistance, and provide lessons for the
future. A review process will be set up by the end of 2016 on the basis of smart specialisation strategies agreed by all
stakeholders. The extension of the pilot project to 2016 will allow participation at the start of the operational
programmes in the 2014-2020 period and directly provide policy makers with novel evidence relating to Horizon 2020
participation and initial take-up of R&D spending under the new 2014-2020 European Structural and Investments
Funds. This novel evidence will also help to identify ongoing positive/negative trends in the EU-13 countries with
regard to participation in cross-border consortia. Extension to the EU-15 countries will allow analysis of "lessons to
learn" and make a long-lasting contribution to bridging the innovation gap in the relevant countries, regions and cities.

This preparatory action builds on the positive outcomes of the previous preparatory action (item 13 03 77 16) on
refinement and implementation of a RIS3 strategy in the Greek region of Eastern Macedonia and Thrace (REMTh). It
goes further in providing appropriate and specific support for activities in selected regions whose development is
lagging behind and in developing a more cross-cutting approach to key issues regarding growth and governance in
those regions.

Two types of regions are regarded as potential targets for this preparatory action, namely low-growth regions and
underdeveloped regions:

The
activities carried out will require back-to-back on-site events in each region, including a stakeholder event and a peer
review, support for critical aspects for implementing the RIS3 in each region, and cross-cutting activities such as
evidence-based support for policy development and further development of practical support for regions across
Europe whose development is lagging behind.

The preparatory action will focus on three specific areas of interest: governance, transnational cooperation and
refinement of the RIS3 model.

Commitment appropriations for this preparatory action were voted under the 2013 and 2014 budgets.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

This preparatory action consists of two projects (2013 and 2014), both in the form of a study. The preparatory action
shall provide support for Europe-wide interlinking projects and activities in conservation and sustainable use of
genetic resources in the framework of upcoming rural development programmes. It shall contribute to delivering the
elements for a third Union genetic resources programme, specifically on the following questions:

How to improve communication between Member States and their authorities on best practices and
harmonisation of efforts in conservation and sustainable use of genetic resources;

How to enhance networking between key stakeholders including farmers, researchers, gene banks, NGOs and
end-users, and to enhance marketing opportunities in the context of quality schemes and short food chains;

How to improve the exchange of knowledge and research in enhancing genetic diversity within agricultural
systems;

How to adapt breeding methods and legislation to the need for the conservation of genetic diversity and
sustainable use of genetic resources;

How to contribute to the successful implementation of rural development measures through actions in the field of
genetic diversity in agriculture;

How to reduce the administrative burden so as to improve access to actions.

The aim of the 2013 study is to provide a comprehensive description and analysis of the state of the art of genetic
resources-related activities in the EU as well as practical recommendations based on, inter alia, case studies, and
interviews of relevant actors involved in the conservation and sustainable use of agro-biodiversity. The main outputs

will:

Identify, describe and analyse the activities on the conservation and sustainable use of agricultural and forest
genetic resources;
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—  Identify missing links and areas of actions to be addressed in future actions on the conservation and sustainable
use of genetic resources in agriculture and forestry, i.a. as a contribution to the exploration of the scope for
developing a strategy for the conservation of genetic diversity in the EU.

The aim of the 2014 study is to foster the use of currently neglected agricultural genetic resources. It intends to
provide different categories of stakeholders with concrete examples to valorise the use of neglected breeds and
varieties in an economically viable way. These concrete examples will be delivered in twofold manner: (1) through the
implementation of four projects and (2) the compilation of a compendium of projects. Based on that, a "user guide"
for stakeholders will be developed.

Finally, a communication campaign will be carried out in order to raise awareness about the outcomes of the
preparatory action and to enhance the willingness of stakeholders to invest in neglected agricultural genetic resources.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

The 2013 study is on-going with the final report planned for submission in July 2016 (then subject to the Commission
approval). The report is planned for publication in the third quarter of 2016.

As regards the 2014 study, the procurement phase was finalised in December 2015 with signature of the contract with
the chosen contractor. At the same time, the implementation phase started. The preparatory action will be
implemented over a period of 3 years. The final report is scheduled in December 2018 and its publication at the
beginning of 2019.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

The objectives of the preparatory action are to provide further means to protect biodiversity and ecosystem services in
the EU Outermost Regions (ORs) and Overseas Countries and Territories (OCTs). Specific objectives are:

1) promote the establishment and effective management of marine and terrestrial protected areas (PAs) in the
EU Outermost Regions and Overseas Countries and Territories, also taking into account already existing
PAs;

2) implement sustainable management of marine and terrestrial resources, which contribute to protecting
important species, habitats and ecosystem functions outside PAs;

3) strengthen conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity and ecosystem services in the EU Outermost
Regions and Overseas Countries and Territories by:

addressing the wider ecosystem challenge of climate change by maintaining healthy, resilient ecosystems
and fostering green infrastructure and ecosystem-based approaches to climate change adaptation and
mitigation which often bring multiple benefits;

strengthening capacities at a local and regional scale, including the neighbouring countries, by promoting
exchange of information and best practice amongst all stakeholders including local administration,
landowners, private sector, researchers and civil societies etc...;

strengthening existing nature conservation programmes and related efforts within and outside
conservation areas;

broadening the knowledge base and filling the knowledge gaps, including quantifying the value of
ecosystem functions and services;
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4) encourage and facilitate transboundary working; addressing issues such as invasive alien species, the
impacts of climate change and the implementation of international conventions in particular CITES and the
three Rio Conventions;

5) develop mechanisms to lever resources including ‘payments for ecosystem-services’ (PES).

Means of implementation: two open calls for proposals BEST-2011 and BEST-2012 and one open call for tenders in
2013. The focus of the implementation of the third and last year (2013) lied on measures towards sustaining the BEST
Preparatory Action — inter alia — through the setting up of a structure/platform that would enable and facilitate
information sharing on funding availability from different sources (EC but also MS and other possible partners — from
international financial institutions to NGOs to business) for projects aimed at the conservation and sustainable use of
biodiversity and ecosystem services in EU Outermost Regions and Overseas Countries and Territories. This
structure/platform will make information available between the finance providers and possible project implementers,
as well as contribute to the development of any required support mechanisms.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

The overall objective for the Preparatory Action followed during 2011, 2012, 2013, 2014 and 2015 remains valid.
Means of implementation foreseen: management of on-going projects and the on-going service contract.

The international conference on biodiversity and climate change held in Guadeloupe in October 2014 adopted the
Message from Guadeloupe'® which constitutes a roadmap for action including the following:

Strategic orientation:

> Build on the BEST preparatory action by setting up a sustainable partnership dedicated to biodiversity, ecosystem
services and climate change in the ORs and OCTs. This partnership shall be committed to the establishment of an
inclusive and representative management structure and shall:

Operational actions:

* Secure support from various donors, financial instruments and programmes, exploring in particular the development
and use of trust funds;

* Have a special but not exclusive focus on small entities and non-governmental organisations;
* Support regional collaboration;
* Act in an inclusive and flexible manner.

A group should be convened utilising the support of the political leaders of the ORs and OCTs with the mandate to set
up this voluntary partnership, including representatives of ORs, OCTS, Member States, the European Commission,
European Parliament, European investment and development banks and civil society.

In the ENV Council Conclusion adopted on 16 December 2015 the Council NOTED the results of the preparatory
action on Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services in Territories of European Overseas (BEST), the funding available
under the Commission's Best 2.0 programme, and URGED the Commission and the Member States to move forward
on sustainable partnerships dedicated to mobilising resources to protect the unique ecosystems and the services they
provide in the EU Outermost Regions and Overseas Countries and Territories. On 1 February 2016 the European
Parliament adopted on a Resolution calling on the Commission, following on from the BEST preparatory action, to
introduce a sustainable funding mechanism for biodiversity protection in the outermost regions and the overseas
countries and territories.

In 2016 and beyond the European Commission shall work together with other concerned actors to follow-up on the
Message from Guadeloupe and to build a sustainable partnership.

The adoption of the BEST 2.0 Programme and the outcome of discussions and dialogues with OCTs during the 13"
EU-OCT Forum held in British Virgin Islands (BVI) in Tortola on 27 February 2015 are important milestones in this
regard'*.

The two sub-components foreseen for the regional Indian Ocean programme of the 11th EDF-OCT are Observation of Global
climate Change and biodiversity (EUR 4 m)

To these programmes we should add BEST 2.0 (EUR 8 m). The selection of these sub-sectors demonstrates the commitment of
OCTs to protecting their environment and is consistent with the recommendations in the environmental profiles of the OCTs and
the 2013 report on renewable energy in OCTs. Furthermore concrete actions to be financed under the respective programmes
would help implementing by the OCTs the conclusions of the Guadeloupe International Conference on Biodiversity and Climate
Change (n 22-25 October 2014) and the policies of the Union in this field.

Further funding has been
ensured through the BEST 2.0 Programme under the B4Life initiative which is part of the Global Public Goods and
Challenges Programme under the Development Co-operation Instrument (DCI) and work is being undertaken in the
frame of regional programming in Overseas Countries and Territories (OCTs) and Outermost Regions (ORs) to
provide funding for BEST activities.

- At this stage, is it envisaged to follow up this project/action with a legislative proposal?

At the moment rather than following up this preparatory action with a legislative proposal the Commission services
support to promote a durable BEST scheme/mechanism under the funding instruments proposed under the 2014-2020
Financial Framework in form of a sustainable partnership as suggested in the Message from Guadeloupe" as well as
encouraging other donors to engage in this partnership approach which is fully in line with the EU Biodiversity
Strategy. The call for tender carried out in 2013 focused on enabling sustaining BEST activities beyond the lifetime of
the preparatory action. Several possibilities to ensure the continuation of the activities currently covered by
preparatory action are being explored. The service contract signed on 2 December 2013 is expected to provide a key
contribution to the long-term future of BEST. It will run for 4 years.

Funding for BEST activities in the EU Overseas Countries and Territories (OCTs) in the frame of the Global Public
Goods and Challenges (GPGC) Programme (led by DG DEVCO) has been secured through the BEST 2.0 Programme
which will run for 5 years and the outcome of the OCT-EU Forum has been very encouraging for biodiversity and
climate change in the Pacific, Caribbean, Indian Ocean regions and for the thematic programme for OCTs under the

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Further funding for BEST activities in the EU Outermost Regions (ORs) should be made available through the
regional and cohesion funds subject to appropriate references in the respective operational programmes. In spite of the
good outcome achieved by the Guadeloupe Conference, the programmes adopted by the regions were not satisfactory
in this regard and the budget attributed to biodiversity conservation, restoration and sustainable management of natural
resources does not reflect the recommendations included in the Message from Guadeloupe. However, in the cause of
implementing the Commission's strategy, in particular Commission Communication COM(2012)287 — ‘The outermost
regions of the European Union: towards a partnership for smart, sustainable and inclusive growth’, with the objective
to overcome the effects of climate change, regional integration for which biodiversity is an "hot spot" will be re-
launched. It is planned to re-launch working groups which will include the topic of biodiversity, which is one of their
high value assets of the Outermost Regions.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

The purpose of this action is to promote a better balance between the EU fishing fleet and the available fisheries
resources and contribute to the reduction of the EU fishing fleet while at the same time preserving jobs in coastal
communities. The action should examine and demonstrate the feasibility and economic viability of maritime activities
other than fishing, using a reassigned fishing vessel, which are carried out by fishermen and captains who have left
fishing, thus making the best use of their knowledge, experience and expertise.

The action should also serve to promote such reassignment of fishing vessels and the professional re-orientation of
fishermen for activities and services which should contribute to the sustainable management and use of marine and
maritime resources. The EU support through this Preparatory Action may take the form of co-financing of the vessels'
operational costs and crew costs during the first year of operations outside fishing.

Furthermore, this Preparatory Action aims to promote the objectives of an Integrated Maritime Policy and of the Blue
Growth strategy.

Intentions for the current year 2016:
Specific objectives:

—  Test in Mediterranean coastal regions, the feasibility of professionally reorienting fishermen using fishing vessels
reassigned to activities other than fishing;

—  Identify and develop technical solutions for sea cleaning, such as for example to solve the problem of collecting
small plastic debris and small fragments;

— Identify the economic conditions and operational costs of vessels operating as a platform for a number of
environmental and maritime activities outside fishing and identify ways for future funding;

—  Identify the relevant training needs of fishermen, and where appropriate, vessel owners, and identify ways to
cover these needs and fund them;
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—  Support reduction of fishing capacity in line with CFP Reform objectives by providing incentives to both
fisherman and vessel owners to leave the sector and opt for professional reorientation.

The scope of the action has been restricted to the Mediterranean coastal Member States.

The preparatory action builds on and expands the pilot project (budget item 17 03 77 03) promoting fruit and
vegetable consumption under the 2011 and 2012 budgets.

The preparatory action aims at promoting healthy diets and physical activity in general and at increasing the
consumption of fresh fruit and vegetables in particular, in vulnerable population groups (low-income pregnant and
breastfeeding women, children, older people, etc.).

This action will draw on the experience of ongoing EP pilot projects, already available results have been taken into
account to adjust the terms of reference.

It will be particularly concerned with low socio-economic groups when updating evidence, designing intervention
methods and messages, and monitoring and evaluating results. Such targeting is essential for public health promotion
and public health projects to be effective and reduce health inequalities.

Within its necessarily limited scope, it should contribute to the advancement of the knowledge base on dieting and
physical activity in general and on the intake of fruit and vegetables in particular, as well as on overweight and obesity
prevalence by socio-economic strata (important data breakdowns for improved policy-making).

By identifying relevant literature, policies, projects, reports and gaps, the Preparatory Action will provide the
opportunity to strengthen cooperation with Member States to efficiently use the resources supported by the Health
Programme, and other relevant EU Programmes.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

In 2013 commitment appropriations were allocated for this preparatory action but as the results of the pilot project on
fruit and vegetables consumption were not yet available, it was decided that the start of the implementation of the
preparatory action would be postponed.

The contract SANCO/2014/C4/068 for the preparatory action related to reviews of scientific evidence and policies on
nutrition and physical activity was signed on 30/12/2015, the implementation has only begun in 2016.

Intentions for the current year 2016:
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The preparatory action will:

— develop eight comprehensive reviews of scientific evidence and policies related to nutrition and physical activity,
in the following key areas:

A. behaviour determinants and interventions;
B. foods and physical activity;

C. school and work performance;

D. early warning indicators;

E. specific groups and guidelines;

the scientific and policy state of the art should cover at least the period from 1995 until the delivery of the final
report, and include, whenever available, evidence and policies specifically related to European Union Members
States and their regions;

—  discuss and validate such reviews in specific workshops already bridging the research and policy-making worlds;

—  detect, break down and analyse the evidence according to differences in age, gender, socio-economic status, place
of residence in so far as they be relevant for health impact or designing policy and interventions;

—  produce recommendations for strategies to improve the prevention of overweight and obesity and identify gaps in
research and methodologically sound ways to address them;

—  produce 8 summary brochures in English.

The preparatory action shall also learn and build upon existing networks and work, namely the planned Joint Action
with EU Member States on Nutrition and Physical Activity. It must liaise and cooperate with said Joint Action and
with the EU Platform for Action on Diet, Physical Activity and Health and the High Level Group on Nutrition and
Physical Activity.

The project began in February 2016 with a series of interviews with individuals and organisations active in the field of
nutrition and physical activity, such as the World Health Organisation (WHO), the OECD, academic experts, and non-

profit organisations which hold expertise within these policy areas. These insights will be used to refine the method of
the subsequent stages of the project.

5.1  Objectives

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation

The preparatory action Share Europe Online, implemented jointly by the European Parliament and the Commission,
responds to the need to adapt the communication policies of the EU Institutions to the realities of internet and social
media. The action aims at improving the way the EU Institutions engage with citizens on social media by stepping up
the on-line presence of European Parliament Information Offices and Commission Representations in Member States
(hereafter EP and EC local offices), making their communication more interactive, targeted and adapted to local
concerns as well as to the specificities of national social media landscapes. The action also aims to address the gap in
institutional communication on social networks in local languages. Through the action, the Institutions seek directions
for sustainable improvement in their communication strategy on social media, from a qualitative and cost-efficiency
perspective.

Share Europe Online has been running successfully as a pilot project since early 2013 when dedicated social media
community managers were deployed to the EP and EC local offices in 17 Member States to assist, advise and train
local staff. In view of the positive first results the scheme was extended EU-wide in November 2013 and continued
throughout 2014.

During the first preparatory action period ending January 2015, the external community management scheme was
gradually phased out. The management of the social media communication is since then in the hands of designated
members of staff of the local offices, who have received training by the community managers and have become
themselves digital mentors.

In line with the recommendations of an external evaluation of the pilot project completed in 2015, the greater share of
the second year preparatory action budget was mobilised to implement joint digital communication projects by the EP
and EC local offices as a way to continue innovating and develop replicable best practices. These projects will come
to fruition during the course of 2016 and will be subject to ongoing monitoring and evaluation. In addition, part of the
budget was used to fund a set of centrally-managed actions having the objective of keeping up the momentum by
reinforcing the central steer and support to the EP and the EC local offices, and providing training and relevant tools.
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Intentions for the current year 2016

The intention with the 3rd and final preparatory action budget is to continue with the current two-way approach
consisting of:

—  Stimulation of local activity through funding of innovative projects and harvesting of ensuing experiences;

—  Centrally managed support activities, such as day-to-day editorial coordination and technical support, evaluation,
training, provision of relevant social media tools and resources.

The overall objective is to continue improving the presence of the EP and EC local offices in a constantly evolving
environment. Particular attention will be given to making the use of social media communication more strategic,
supporting the political priorities of the two institutions.

This preparatory action aimed to complement the existing EU legal and financial framework with a view to fill the
gaps in the Union resettlement efforts in providing support to resettlement of persons in need of international
protection who find themselves in emergency conditions that are not covered by the current ERF i.e. that could not be
pledged in advance under the mechanism foreseen for the allocation of the fixed amount for resettlement under the

The main objective of this Preparatory Action is to create a line of funding for the final benefit of victims of torture
whether EU citizens and/or migrants present in the European Union. It will enable rehabilitation centres to offer
victims of torture as full rehabilitation as possible thus empowering torture victims to function properly in the society
and to integrate faster in the European economies.

Yes. As set out by the Commission on various occasions, including in the executability letter of 24 October 2014 and
the first interim report of 4 March 2015, the actions proposed should no longer be implemented as a preparatory action
as they are covered by legal bases in the field of migration and justice.

With respect to the target group of victims of torture who are third country nationals (especially asylum seekers), the
actions proposed can be funded under the Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund (Regulation (EU) No 516/2014)
through the funds allocated to the Member States for the reception and asylum systems (shared management). Victims
of torture are part of a distinct category of 'vulnerable persons', whose specific care needs are funded on a continuous
basis under the national programmes in the Member States. Core costs such as specific assistance including in
particular health and psychological care as well as legal assistance and representation are fully eligible for funding at
national level.

The relevant articles in the Regulation (EU) No 516/2014 establishing the Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund
are (a) Article 5 'Reception and asylum systems' and (b) Article (2)(i) providing the definition of 'vulnerable person' to
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be read in conjunction with Articles 21 'General Principals' and 25 'Victims of torture and violence' of the Directive
2013/33/EU laying down the standards for the reception of applicants for international protection.

Victims of torture, whether they are EU nationals or not, can also benefit from specific assistance as victims of crime.
The Directive (2012/29/EU) establishing minimum standards on the rights, support and protection of victims of crime
requires Member States to ensure that crime victims have access to support and protection when involved in criminal
proceedings. In particular, the provisions of the Directive oblige Member State to grant access to general and
specialist victims' support services to all victims of crime. Access to victim support services is not dependent on a
victim making a formal complaint with regard to a criminal offence to a competent authority.

Under the budget lines regarding criminal justice, the EU has funded many multinational projects concerning victim
support, including direct counselling to victims (such as psychological and legal advice) and capacity building of
support centres. Projects may put particular attention on specific categories of victims, such as victims of torture. In
the Annual Work Programme 2014 of the Justice Programme (Regulation (EU) No 1382/2013), which has as specific
objective to facilitate effective access to justice for all, including to promote and to support the rights of victims of
crime, a specific call has been devoted to contributing to the implementation of the Directive, with as priorities general
support services for victims, individual assessment of victims' needs, training for practitioners likely to come into
contact with victims, and networking between Member States to exchange best practices and improve the situation of
victims in cross-border cases. The implementation of the Directive will remain a priority also in 2015.

In addition, the Rights, Equality and Citizenship Programme (Regulation (EU) No 1381/2013) funds actions to
combat violence against women, children and young people. In 2014, a call has been be devoted to support services
for victims, in particular victims of gender-based violence and child victims of violence.

EBTC's activities in 2014 have been guided by the principles of sustainability, demand-driven approach and
complementarity towards existing entities and initiatives of the EU and its member states. During 2015, EBTC
intensified its demand driven activities and aimed at establishing long term support platforms and channels for EU
business and research communities. EBTC worked towards eliminating the challenges faced by EU-India
collaborators, putting in place relevant services to better support those collaborations, increasing the relevance of
EBTC, increasing the probability of success in collaborations, and increasing EBTC revenue to work towards
financial self-sustainability.

It was agreed that the 3 contracts concerned would be terminated end October 2015,with a subsequent 4-month
winding-down period.

5.1  Objectives

Commitment appropriations were voted for this preparatory action under the 2014, 2015 and 2016 Budgets.

The overall objective of the preparatory action is to build capacity of health workers to provide quality services
targeted to the specific needs of nomadic or geographically dispersed communities, with a particular emphasis on
maternal and child care, vaccination, nutrition and reproductive health,

The expected results of the preparatory action are:
1. In-depth analysis/diagnosis of the implementing area has been realised;

2. Health structures and community workers' capacities have been strengthened (strengthening of the health
system on the "supply" side);

3. Access to health services for nomadic people, with a focus on reproductive health is enhanced
(strengthening the health system on the "demand" side);

4. Project’s achievements are capitalised.
Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

2014 commitment appropriations were carried over to 2015 and therefore the 2014 and 2015 appropriations have to be
considered as a whole. The preparatory action (2014 and 2015 appropriations) is implemented by the consortium of
the international NGOs ALIMA and Médecins du Monde. The grant agreement was signed in July 2015.

Although activities have started the project has not yet been officially launched because of the institutional context
marked by the preparation of elections in Niger (held in February-March 2016), in order to avoid any risk of political
misuse of the action. Pending the official launch, the authorities were informed of the start of the project, activities
have been implemented according to planning. The beneficiaries broadly welcomed the initiative, which occurs in a
context characterized by extremely limited access to basic services.
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During 2015 the outputs were as follows:

Security assessment has been finalised. Although the territory is in some cases in the red zone (French travel
advisory), no particular incident that may affect the activities have been reported yet.

Implementation agreements with national and local authorities have been initiated. Resource persons were
informed of the project in the different intervention areas.

The project's local offices in the regions have been partially set up despite difficulties in mobilizing human
resources in territories that present significant security risks.

Baseline has been initiated, aimed at reinforcing health capacities of communities in regard to the needs of
nomadic groups and communities in remote areas in the context of post-crisis in Mali and Niger (mapping of
actors and services, analysis of social and economic drivers in the area, qualitative data collection). This analysis,
which in part is led by a Nigerien sociology research center (LASDEL) is important because it will contribute to
tailoring project activities to the specific needs of nomadic populations.

Delivery of medical equipment and drugs in the areas of operations has begun. This helps to support local health
facilities (Centres de Santé intégrés and Cases de Santé) in the implementation of the Minimum Package of
Activities (MPA) defined by the Ministry of Health. The MPA includes curative activities (e.g. support for
common conditions, availability of essential drugs, delivery assistance), prevention (e.g. pre- and post-natal
consultation, immunization), management (ex. family planning, management of stock of drugs) and health
education.

Intentions for the current year 2016:

Taking into account the level of appropriations voted under the 2016 budget (EUR 100 000), it is proposed to make an
amendment to the grant agreement concluded in 2015 in order to include the 2016 appropriations to the same project.

The second effective year of implementation is expected to deliver the following outputs:

The project is officially launched; national and local authorities signed the agreements with the Implementing
Partners and are sensitised on the theme of access of nomads to health care.

Project offices are operational in the regions, including the deployment of staff in the targeted areas (also human
resources from the national health system).

The baseline is established. In particular, the analysis of social and economic drivers helped develop and
implement activities adapted to the specific needs of nomadic populations.

Local health facilities (Centres de Santé intégrés and Cases de Santé) have improved their provision of care,
especially regarding the Minimum Package of Activities (MPA).

Health care demand by nomadic populations is stimulated.

Among potential difficulties, attention should be paid to the electoral process and its aftermath during the first
semester. This can also affect the formalisation of the agreement process between implementing partners and the
Ministry of Health. Another risk is related to the potential high turnover of the staff in the intervention zones, because
of the difficult living conditions in the field; the status of the recruitment process, however, seems encouraging.
Finally, the level of insecurity in both Northern Mali and Northern Niger means that the action will be tailored to the
specificities and evolving conditions.

Commitment appropriations were voted for this preparatory action under the 2014, 2015 and 2016 Budgets.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation:

A substantial part of the population living in Mwenga Territory in South Kivu relies on income related to mining
activity. School attendance in these areas is low as many children are working in the artisanal mines; prostitution
among women and girls is widespread.

The overall objective of the project is to better the standard of living of communities in the vicinity of artisanal mining
sites in Mwenga Territory by providing remedial education to children and by offering adolescents and sex workers
alternative opportunities to earn a living through the provision of vocational training.

The action will be carried out at two sites within the Mwenga Territory (the chiefdoms of Luhwindja and Kamituga),
South Kivu Province, and Eastern Democratic Republic of Congo.

The project aims to increase school enrolment for children working in the mines through remedial education, reduce
the number of adolescents and sex workers returning to work in or around the mines and raise awareness among local
stakeholders about child protection and human rights, including women’s rights. Medical assistance will be provided
to sex workers in order to combat sexually transmitted diseases and avoid unwanted pregnancies.

This preparatory action will be implemented through Panzi Foundation in partnership with locally-based organisations
specialising in education and vocational training.

The objectives of the action are closely linked to the objectives set for the human development programme of Global
Public Goods and Challenges (GPGC) flagship programmes, which contributes to: inclusive education, providing
vocational education and training, economic empowerment of vulnerable populations, improved access to healthcare
services and tackling the worst forms of child labour.

This project was originally planned to be carried out during 2014. However, due to consultations and measures
necessary for the preparation of the implementation of the action it was not possible to use 2014 commitment
appropriations. The financing decision covering the 2015 appropriations was adopted in December 2015.
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Intentions for the current year 2016:

Taking into account the level of appropriations voted under the 2016 budget (EUR 150 000), it is proposed to make an
amendment to the action funded under the 2015 budget to include the 2016 appropriations to the same project.

5.1  Objectives

Commitment appropriations for this preparatory action were voted for three consecutive years under the 2010, 2011,
and 2012 budgets. It follows a pilot project (budget line 22 02 77 01) voted under the 2008 and 2009 budgets.

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation

The objective was to launch a number of actions aiming to rehabilitate cultural heritage sites affected by war-related
actions, involving several ethnic and religious communities. It is intended that the actions to be launched will raise the
awareness of cultural diversity in the Western Balkans, build confidence and support to local education and
development of restoration knowledge and skills of high cultural quality.

The actions supported under the preparatory action 2010 (grant contracts following a call for proposals) and
2011(direct grant) were selected in 2011 and 2012. During 2013 and 2014, activities have focused on the
implementation of rehabilitation projects. Completion ended in 2014, final payments have been done in 2015.

The actions to be supported under the preparatory action 2012 (to be implemented by means of works contracts
following procurement) were selected during the first semester of 2013. Financing agreements with each beneficiary
where the selected site is located were concluded by the end of 2013. The three selected projects focus on the
rehabilitation/restoration/preservation of cultural heritage sites in the Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Serbia, in
order to foster and develop cultural heritage in the region. After having implemented the design stage of each action in
2014 (as part of other funds), the EU Delegations in Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Serbia have initiated the
preparatory steps, notably tendering to implement the actions (1 works contract/1 service contract for the supervision
of the works per project) through the selection of specialised contractors with track record in restoration /preservation
/maintenance of historic and cultural monuments and sites. Contracts have been signed in 2014 and 2015 for the
projects in Bosnia and Herzegovina (service 2014 and works 2015) and Albania (both in 2015). Finalisation of
tendering procedures has continued for Serbia.

Intentions for the current year 2016

Actions supported under the preparatory action 2010 and 2011 have been completed. Final payments or recoveries
have been finalised for all the contracts, except one which needs to be cleared. During 2016 de-commitment of the
RAL and closure of the contracts will be processed.
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With reference to the projects under the preparatory action 2012:

e The EU Delegation in Bosnia and Herzegovina will continue implementation of the works/service contracts for

ending its activities early in 2016;

There is scope for coordination with COSME (EU programme for the Competitiveness of Enterprises and Small and
Medium-sized Enterprises (SMEs), 2014-2020, budget of EUR 2.3bn), which will support SMEs in the areas of i)
access to finance, ii) access to markets; iii) competitiveness and sustainability; iv) entrepreneurship culture. The most
recent Call for Proposals (COS-EYE-2015-4-01, submission deadline 06/2015) has the aim to expand and strengthen
the existing network of Intermediary Organizations (I0s) which act as local contact points for newly established
entrepreneurs as well as experienced entrepreneurs in the participating countries (stakeholders of the Preparatory
Action). This call will support actions for organisations enhancing and facilitating the mobility of new entrepreneurs.
Until 2015, eligibility in the remit of the Neighbourhood South is limited to Israel. Hence neither Moroccan, nor
Tunisian or Algerian candidates could apply (the three focus countries of the preparatory Action). There is an option
for these countries to join in the future. In that case the preparatory action needs to be even further coordinated.
Nevertheless, it will be important to monitor developments in the COSME Programme / Erasmus for Young
entrepreneurs, as it will surely feed in to the progress of this Preparatory Action.

Synergies and co-ordination will be ensured with policy dialogue and other programmes acting on the same
geographical region and target groups, namely with the Euro-Mediterranean industrial cooperation process, the
“Private Sector Development in the Southern Mediterranean” regional programme as well as with the EuroMed Youth
IV and NET-MED Youth regional programmes. It will be assessed if future programs under Pillar 2 of the Regional
Strategy 'Building a partnership for inclusive and sustainable economic development' could eventually integrate
similar of follow up actions. In addition, discussions and joint work ongoing with Commission DG EMPL might also
lead to take similar actions into account or integrate subjects into policy dialogue with ENP South Partners.

5. Complementary information
5.1

Commitment appropriations for this preparatory action were voted for the first year under the 2014 budget (under
budget line 21 03 77 05).

Objectives

Objectives followed during 2015 and previous years’ implementation

This preparatory action, based on existing EU initiatives supporting Egyptian and Tunisian authorities engaged in the
recovery of misappropriated assets stolen by former dictators and their regimes, aims to strengthen EU action in this
field through capacity-building as well as promoting cooperation and expertise and information sharing between
requesting and requested states, and the revision of national legislations as appropriate.

This preparatory action covers start-up costs for and finances annual running costs of this support mechanism.

Due to the time required to identify appropriately qualified expert staff, including the Senior Legal Officer for Asset
Recovery, and the Programme Officer (Financial Sector Expert), this project commenced operational activities in July
2015. Notwithstanding this, a number of key activities were carried out:

—  Establishment of UNICRI project office — the Project Office is now located at Rue Montoyer 14, 1000 Brussels,
and is fully operational. The office is facilitating bilateral and multilateral meetings between officials from
Requesting and Requested States on the issue of Asset Recovery.

—  Coordination with key stakeholders in Switzerland (August 2015) — The Senior Legal Officer conducted a
mission to discuss pending cases with officials in Switzerland — currently, Switzerland has seized the equivalent
of over 697 million US dollars in assets belonging to Egypt, and over 60 million US dollars in assets belonging to
Tunisia.

—  Coordination with key stakeholders in the United Kingdom (September 2015) — The Senior Legal Officer also
conducted a mission to the United Kingdom to assess their concerns over what evidence is needed from Egypt to
repatriate the equivalent of approximately 130 million US dollars that have been seized in the UK.

—  Identification and coordination with of all key counterparts on Asset Recovery in Egypt and Tunisia'® (October —
December 2015) - Project staff identified, established and strengthened contact with all key counterparts in both

Note: Activities in Libya are currently on hold until the situation in that country become more stable.
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Egypt and Tunisia. Through these contacts, advice has been provided to strengthen inter-institutional and cross-
border cooperation on asset recovery, as well as to organize the key activities outlined in the Action. The first
field missions to both Egypt and Tunisia were carried out in October 2015, during which meetings were held with
high-level justice sector officials, to discuss pending cases, and to prioritize asset recovery activities. This was
followed up by a mission in December and participation, in Tunisia, in the Arab Forum on Asset Recovery,
during which project staff facilitated bilateral meetings between representatives of Egypt and Tunisia with
representatives of States who have either seized assets belonging to these countries, or in whose countries assets
are yet subject to seizure.

Coordination with EU (Brussels Commission/EEAS, Tunis, Cairo) — Project staff have also maintained constant
dialogue with all key EU counterparts (in Brussels as well as in Egypt and Tunisia) to keep them up to date on
project activities. Meetings were held with EU officials on 20 August, 1, 8 and 16 October, as well as on 3
December, to discuss progress in project implementation, feedback on the situation in Tunisia and Egypt, and
proposed ways forward, as well as ensuring high visibility for the European Union

Intentions for the current year 2016

The project will carry out a number of activities in 2016, of which the following are considered high priority:

Technical and Legal Advice Provided on Tunisian draft law on Civil Asset Forfeiture — During 2015, Project staff
demonstrated to officials in Tunisia the value of laws for non-penal confiscation of assets, a means by which to
dramatically reduce the time period in which the State can capture and recover stolen illicit assets, particularly
those stolen by means of corruption. The year 2016 will see the project providing extensive legal advice to
Tunisia on the drafting and finalization of such a legal framework, the first of its kind to exist in North Africa.
Discussions have taken place with Egyptian officials to pursue a similar approach.

Development of draft Forensic Financial Analyst's Guide — in line with updated needs identified by the project's
experts, and in line with a pending proposed revision of the action, the project's experts will develop, in
coordination with financial investigation experts, tailored Forensic Financial Analyst's Guides for both Egypt and
Tunisia, so as to allow prosecutors and financial analysts to better and more easily trace stolen illicit assets, both
within these countries and abroad. This will also help officials from Egypt and Tunisia to provide more detailed
information to foreign countries where stolen assets are suspected to be located.

Extensive training / capacity-building — As per Annex one of the Action, several training and capacity-building
events will be held (for police, prosecutors, judges, forensic financial analysts, and intelligence analysts) to
bolster capacity to streamline the tracing and recovery of stolen illicit assets.

Extensive bilateral and multilateral meetings between Requesting and Requested States to resolve pending cases
— The project will be placing a high degree of emphasis on facilitating bilateral and multilateral meetings between
officials of Egypt and/or Tunisia, and officials of Switzerland, the United Kingdom, Canada, and several EU
countries with the aim of resolving pending cases, and facilitating the repatriation of assets currently seized in
those Requested States. Such direct contacts will i.a. be facilitated through the involvement of regional platforms
such as the Camden Asset Recovery Inter-agency Network (CARIN), which consists of national focal points on
asset recovery (law enforcement and judiciary) from mainly European countries, including all EU Member
States.

Continued close coordination with EU — The Project will continue with regular briefings (and reports) to all key
EU counterparts, including the EEAS on the status of pending cases, to facilitate their efforts on ensuring that
sanctions imposed against former regime members remain in place.
