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institutions. The main changes in the estimates of the other institutions and the reasons for these are set out
below.

Concerning its own section of the budget, the Commission has made further efforts to stabilise (nominal
freeze) all non-salary related expenditure at the level of the 2019 budget, by significantly reducing other
administrative expenditure relating to non-contractual obligations. Excluding exceptional expenditure
(Official Journal transfer from other institutions, reductions in building expenditure made during the
conciliation for 2019, change of mandate of the Commission, changes related to Brexit
(Delegation/Representation in the UK), supplementary aid for people with disabilities, security works in the
Berlaymont building and fees and studies for new building projects in Brussels), the total Commission
administrative expenditure increases by 3,1 % (compared to 3,5 % shown in the table above). This is mainly
due to the estimated salary update at the end of 2019 and 2020.

The Commission stabilise the number of staff, including external personnel, whilst still taking account of the
delegation package to executive agencies, agreed in November 2013.

Moreover, in 2020, the Commission services will redeploy 275 posts internally to meet new priorities. The
Commission has also made progress in modernisation processes primarily in the fields of human resources,
logistics and information and communication technologies which will allow further redeployment towards
political priorities.

The Commission has encouraged all EU institutions and bodies to follow the same rigorous approach when
preparing their estimates, both as regards staffing numbers and administrative expenditure. An overview of
the requested number of establishment plan posts by institution is presented in section 4.2.1 below. As
regards administrative expenditure, the Commission encouraged the other institutions to apply a nominal
freeze for all non-salary related expenditure. This approach has been followed to varying degrees and the
section below describes how the Commission has integrated the 2020 requests of the other institutions into
the draft budget'.

Using the nominal freeze for all non-salary related expenditure as benchmark, while taking into account
special circumstances which may justify certain exceptions, in particular additional needs to strengthen
security, the Commission has adjusted downwards the original draft estimates of the following five
institutions:

- European Parliament:

— Inits Statement of Estimates for the year 2020, adopted during the last plenary meeting of the
8th legislature in April 2019, the European Parliament included 89 additional posts in its
establishment plan as well as the appropriations for 254 additional contractual agents.
Because of the electoral recess, discussions at the appropriate level on these elements could
not take place. As a result, and pending their confirmation by the incoming European
Parliament during the next steps of the budgetary procedure (i.e. in the European
Parliament’s position on the DB 2020 or during conciliation), the Commission did not
include these elements in the DB 2020 but stands ready to review them on the basis of further
assessments and clarifications at a later stage.

- Court of Justice of the European Union:

— The Court's initial request is revised downwards, not integrating the request for 11 additional
establishment plan posts (-EUR 0,5 million).

— Overall, this leads to an increase in the Court's 2020 budget request of 2,5 % compared to
2019, down from the 2,6 % increase originally requested by the Court.

! Article 314 (1) of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union states that: "... each Institution shall ... draw up estimates of its expenditure for

the following financial year. The Commission shall consolidate these estimates in a draft budget, which may contain different estimates.”
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European Economic and Social Committee:

— The Commission has revised the Committee's initial request downwards by applying a
nominal freeze to non-salary related expenditure following the exchanges between the
Committee and the Commission (-EUR 1,0 million).

— This leads to an increase in the Committee's 2020 budget request of 3,5 % compared to 2019,
down from the 4,2 % increase originally requested by the Committee.

European Committee of the Regions:

— The Committee's initial request is revised downwards by applying a nominal freeze to non-
salary related expenditure (EUR -0,9 million).

— Furthermore, the request is reduced by the amount relating to the Official Journal (EUR 54
731) as these appropriations are now requested for all Institutions under the Commission’s
budget section.

— Opverall, this leads to an increase in the Committee's 2020 budget request of 3,4 % compared
to 2019, down from the 4,3 % increase originally requested by the Committee.

European Ombudsman:

— The Ombudsman's initial request is revised downwards by not integrating the request for the
transformation of three contract agent positions into establishment plan posts and by reducing
the appropriations for officials and contract agents accordingly (-EUR 0,3 million).

— Overall, this leads to an increase in the Ombudsman's 2020 budget request of 8,6 %
compared to 2019, down from the 11,2 % increase originally requested by the Ombudsman.

The Commission has integrated the original draft estimates of expenditure received from the following
institutions, without any changes:

The Council’s statement of estimates includes exceptional expenditure for the organisation of a
Multilateral EU-Africa Summit (EUR 3,4 million) as well as for a specific project for IT security
(EUR 0,8 million).

The European Court of Auditors' statement of estimates includes exceptional expenditure for a
change in mandate of five Court Members and the financing of audits for agencies and other EU
bodies to be covered by the Court as of 2020 (EUR 1,3 million).

The increase for the European Data Protection Supervisor (EUR 2,9 million) is structural in nature,
since it 1s almost entirely due to new supervision activities for Eurojust, new responsibilities and
additional workload following the new data protection regulation , future supervision tasks for large-
scale IT Systems and an increase in the workload due to the allocation of new tasks to the European
Data Protection Board (EDPB) for which the EDPS provides the secretariat and assistance These
additional responsibilities also entail a request for 13 additional posts and 7 additional contractual
agents.

The increase for the European External Action Service (EUR 37 million) will reinforce the
institution with 168 FTEs. The reinforcement mainly concerns security measures, new tasks
stemming from Council decisions and the Strategic Communication initiative.

The table below shows the comparison between the draft budget and the original estimates of the other
institutions as sent to the Commission.










The increase in total appropriations for the Commission, pensions and European schools (Section III) is
4,6 %, of which:

— Commission’s administrative appropriations:

— Appropriations for staff remuneration increase by 4,0 %. The 2020 draft budget takes into
account the estimated salary update at the end of 2019 (+3,1 %) and at the end of 2020
(+2,5 % on a six months basis).

— Appropriations relating to a stable level (Full Time Equivalent - FTE) of external staff
(regulated by the 'Conditions of employment of other servants', Seconded National Experts
and Agency staff increase by 3,7 % in line with estimated salary updates. However, taking
into account the doubling of graduate traineeships, expenditure for external staff globally
increases by 6,6 %. It should be noted, however, that trainees do not constitute additional
FTE.

— Non-salary related expenditure is frozen in nominal terms at the level of 2019, excluding
exceptional expenditure (Official Journal transfer from other institutions, reductions in
building expenditure made during the conciliation for 2019, change of mandate of the
Commission, changes related to Brexit (Delegation/Representation in the UK),
supplementary aid for people with disabilities, security works in the Berlaymont building and
fees and studies for new building projects in Brussels), with different evolutions depending
on the particular needs. An increase of 3,2 % in IT expenditure (IT services and IT hardware
and information systems, shown in the table above) is intended to support the implementation
of the European Commission Digital Strategy. Other significant increases are the increase in
social expenditure mainly related to supplementary aid for people with disabilities
(EUR 1,6 million), and the increase of appropriations required for termination service
allowances under article 42.c) of the Staff Regulations (EUR 2,8 million). These significant
increases are offset by considerable savings in other types of expenditure notably linked to
linguistic external services, meetings, committees, conferences, studies and training.

— Pensions:

For staff pensions, the 7,0 % increase in appropriations results from the growing number of
pensioners expected (+4,0 %) and the annual updates estimated (2019 and 2020).

For pensions relating to former Members of the institutions, the 13,3% increase in appropriations
takes into account the different evolution of pensioners expected in each institution and the annual
updates (2019 and 2020). Most of the increase (+ EUR 2.6 million) is due to the expected number of
former MEPs (+ 46 %).

— European schools:

The appropriations for the contribution to the European schools (‘Type I’2, EUR 191,2 million)
show a slight increase of 0,4 % as compared to 2019 (EUR 190,4 million). The increase of the
contribution is due to the integration of the new attractiveness measures3 for the European schools'
staff, which is however almost fully compensated by the fact that the EU institutions and bodies with
budgetary and administrative autonomy are now contributing to the budget of the European schools
attended by children of their staff.

In addition, the European Investment Bank (EIB) has taken the political commitment to cover the
entire education cost of children of their staff in the Luxembourg European schools.

2 European schools ‘Type I’ are dedicated European schools, whereas “Type II” European schools are national schools which offer a curriculum equivalent

to European schools.
3 These measures aim to assure the long-term sustainability of the European schools and to reverse the declining number of teachers (seconded and locally
recruited) willing to pursue their careers in the European schools system.

Expenditures presented in the budget request include cost of equipment, its maintenance and related software,
acquired for the Commission as well as for other EU Institutions and Bodies and funded from other
appropriations outside item XX 01 03 01 03. A final request for appropriations is presented after deduction of
assigned revenue, co- and cross delegations received and Offices' contributions.

The following elements are used to calculate the budget request:

— Demography indicators: number of ICT users,
— Contractual costs of acquired equipment (including its maintenance and related software),
— Evolution of activities related to the data network and data centre.
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— Remote access: to connect to the Commission's network from remote locations for either
Commission's staff or external companies (developers, other contractors);

— Load balancing: to improve the distribution of workload across multiple computer resources;

— Reverse proxy: to retrieve securely resources from applications, on behalf of a client. This is used
by every web-based application hosted in Commission's Data Centres;

— Internet access (Proxy): secure ways to connect to the Internet using an equipment connected on a
network (e.g. to connect to an Internet website).

In the area of security and data network additional investments are needed to replace end-of-life equipment
and propose new infrastructures to support the critical services the Commission needs to support EC's digital
strategies, namely the Digital Workplace, Data Centre (including Local Data Centre consolidation, Data
Centre network and cloud networks), Public cloud, security and Wi-Fi strategies.

In the area of the maintenance of the data network, expenditure level is stable with a slight increase following
a cycle of replacement of the end-of life equipment.

In the area of telecommunications equipment, savings are assured through a deceleration in the renewal of
end-of-life equipment, the traditional telephony infrastructures being replaced over time by Unified
Communication equipment (Telephony, Instant messaging, video). Although savings are generated when
migrating from classical to Unified Communication telephony, investments in the telephony area will not
completely disappear as some needs will remain (e.g. "Emergency phones", phones in meeting rooms, phones
for EEAS users) the time to migrate to replacing infrastructures. Investments are consisting in the upgrades of
some PABX (telephony gateways) cards or power sets. Investments in videoconference equipment in meeting
rooms remain stable.

On the side of maintenance of telecommunications network, the expenditure level is maintained as the
number of videoconference devices available in meeting rooms is growing and this equipment must be under
maintenance.

The appropriations are used to finance the hosting of information systems, services related to information
dissemination (web-sites) and the support of corporate office infrastructure, and in particular:

— Operations, support, technical studies, preparation of documentation and training related to the hosting
and housing of information systems (Information Systems Hosting Services - ISHS);

— External contractors providing support and managing the infrastructure of the Data Centre (Support
system);

— Management of the core infrastructure of the Digital Workplace solutions (Support system)

— Support of the corporate IT security;

— Projects, including hosting of the information systems in the cloud and the consolidation of local data
centres (LDC).

Information Systems Hosting Services

Corporate Data Centre services support not only corporate systems such as the Commission's financial
system (ABAC) or the document management system (Ares), but also operational programs such as pan-
European systems supporting the Single Market, CLIMA's Emission Trading System, Grant Management for
Research or Structural Funds, the European Citizens Initiative, etc.

In addition to the growing number of system hosted, the implementation of the EC Digital Strategy, the
adoption of DevSecOPS (a framework model that allows both a quicker development and the integration of
all security aspects in the new solutions), the finalisation of OP’s Data Centre consolidation under the
Synergies and Efficiency Review initiative, the Software Asset Management service (technical support for
Software Competence Centre) and the increase in running services (approximatively 10%) are the drivers
behind the increase in the support Information Systems Hosting Services 2020 budget request.

Support System

The increase expenditure is due to the increase of High Level Parameters (Number of TB of storage, number
of operating systems supported, number of assets managed) used by service providers to invoice the EC,
operations linked to the Corporate Data Centres Consolidation and the further implementation of the Digital
Work Place. The Commission will pursue its work on the consolidation of local data centres under the
Synergies and Efficiency Review initiative, by migrating information systems and services from local data
centres in facilities spread over many Commission buildings, to the corporate Data Centres.

IT security

As regards IT security, the gradual increase in spending on professional services will continue in 2019 and,
beyond, in 2020. In the first phase, this increase corresponds to the services required for project management,
engineering, integration, testing and putting into service the infrastructures and tools — as highlighted in the
“Data Centre Equipment” section, focusing on cloud, Digital Workplace, secure software development, asset
management, vulnerability management and 24/7 operational capability.

As from 2020, further increase is foreseen in order to hire external staff who will manage and operate the
associated services, assist in further service development and in the gradual increase of service capacity in
order to respond to the growing demand.

These resource-intense services will be delivered by external service providers, with highly specialised
technical profiles (very difficult to find and relatively expensive, especially in 24/7 operating mode), for
which service contracts will be signed under the inter-institutional cyber-security framework contract
managed by the General Secretariat of the Council®, which the Commission has join via a Memorandum of
Understanding.

— The development of appropriate training to ensure that the Commission is able to fulfil its mandate in an
environment where staff decrease are expected. In particular, the continuation of the development of staff
competencies to facilitate mobility across work areas, roles and professions and to support staff as they
change or move to new professions.

— The provision of appropriate training and development activities in support of Commission talent
management initiatives within the framework of the new Talent Management Strategy (induction
training, middle management training, coaching, mentoring, job shadowing etc).

Outre la Commission, le SCIC fournit des services d'interprétation au Conseil, au Conseil européen, au
Comité économique et social, au Comité des Régions, au Service européen d'action extérieure, aux
agences et autres organismes, ainsi qu'aux présidences tournantes de 1'UE. A cette fin, le SCIC fait appel a
ses interpretes fonctionnaires ainsi qu'a des AIC (Interpretes Auxiliaires de Conférence), afin d’adapter
l'oftre d'interprétation aux fluctuations de la demande.

L'effectif total des interpretes fonctionnaires est passé, de 2012 a 2018, de 509.5 ETP (équivalents temps-
plein) a 442 .8 ETP, soit une diminution nette de 13% de l'effectif disponible pour des affectations en dépit
des recrutements liés a l'ajout d'une langue officielle sur cette période.

5.1.1 Interprétes AIC (Interprétes Auxiliaires
Interprétation

de Conférence) de la Direction Générale

Cette dotation finance la rétribution des interpretes AIC engagés par le SCIC, au titre de ’article 90 du
RAAA. Cette dotation permet au SCIC de mettre a disposition des Institutions un nombre suffisant
d’interprétes de conférence qualifiés tout en ajustant ses ressources a l'évolution quotidienne de la
demande d'interprétation.

La rétribution des AIC comporte, outre la rémunération, les cotisations a un régime de prévoyance
vieillesse-déceés et a une assurance maladie-accident, ainsi que, pour les interprétes n’ayant pas leur
domicile professionnel au lieu d’affectation, le remboursement des frais de déplacement, d'hébergement et
le paiement d’indemnités forfaitaires de voyage et de séjour, selon des modalités analogues a celles en
vigueur pour les fonctionnaires. La rémunération des interpretes AIC fait 1'objet d'un ajustement salarial
suivant le méme calendrier et les mémes modalités que la rémunération des fonctionnaires de I'UE.
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Conformément aux SLA/ACA en vigueur, le prix de vente de l'i-slot de I'année N est annoncé en janvier
N-1. 1l est calculé en tenant compte de l'ajustement salarial estimé par les services centraux pour les
années N et N+1.

Le cout de l'interprétation inclut notamment le colt des salaires des fonctionnaires affectés a l'activité
d'interprétation. Si l'on observe une contraction du nombre d'ETP, cette contraction est plus que
compensée par l'impact des ajustements salariaux et de l'effet carriere, c'est-a-dire les promotions et autres
augmentations statutaires du personnel en place.

Compte tenu des postes colt du personnel lié a I’interprétation, recrutement des interpretes AIC et
personnel externe, le colit de l'interprétation est composé a plus de 95% de cotits du personnel.

Exécution 2018

Si au cours de I’année 2018, le SCIC a augmenté de 4% le volume d’interprétation produit par rapport a
2017, le volume d’i-slots facturés est en contraction de 1,3%, a la suite d’'une modification structurelle de
la demande émanant principalement du Conseil. Ce changement a entrainé une réduction de moiti¢ de la
part des i-slots facturés comme colits de reprogrammation. En outre, nous observons une concentration
croissante de la demande sur certains jours de la semaine, imposant un recours accru aux AIC pour
maintenir le niveau de satisfaction de la demande a son niveau usuel. La méthodologie de calcul du prix de
I’i-slot est fondée sur une hypothese de stabilité de la demande et un objectif de simple couverture des
couts (regle du non-profit). Elle ne permet pas d’absorber pareil changement de demande.

La croissance réelle de 1’output en 2018, combinée au maintien du taux moyen de satisfaction de la
demande (96%), a la diversification croissante des langues demandées, a la contraction progressive du
nombre d’interprétes fonctionnaires disponibles et a une concentration accrue des réunions sur certains
jours de la semaine ont conduit a une augmentation des dépenses prévues pour le recrutement des AIC.
Globalement, 1’enveloppe allouée au recrutement des AIC en 2018 s’est établie a 51.958.770€, soit une
augmentation de pres de 4,8ME€ par rapport a 2017.

Prévisions 2019

II convient de noter que I’anglais reste une langue officielle de ’'Union européenne et que I’ensemble de
nos utilisateurs de service nous confirment que la demande d’interprétation pour cette langue se
maintiendra au méme niveau qu’en 2018 a court et moyen terme.

3) Demande de crédits pour 2020

Pour le PB 2020, I'estimation des dépenses relatives aux interprétes et au personnel li€ a ’interprétation
integre 1’ajustement salarial final pour I’année 2018, celui de 3,1% prévu pour ’année 2019, et la moitié
de celui de 2,5% prévu pour 2020. L'estimation de cette dépense intégre aussi un colt complémentaire
statutaire annuel de 0,5% par an résultant de 1’exercice annuel de promotion et de la progression des
"échelons".

Sur base de I’observation des schémas de fluctuation de demande par rapport au calendrier institutionnel,
le SCIC anticipe pour 2020 un volume d’interprétation en retrait par rapport a 2019.

Le SCIC estime que les facteurs qui ont causé l'augmentation de dépense AIC ces dernieres années
perdureront en 2020, compte tenu notamment du non-remplacement d'une partie des interpretes qui
prennent leur retraite et du recours croissant aux AIC non locaux. Compte tenu du facteur d'ajustement
salarial et des autres éléments mentionnés ci-dessus, le SCIC estime son besoin de crédits pour le
recrutement d'AIC en 2020 a 49.500.000 EUR.

Sur base de la clé de répartition 32%/68%, la demande de crédits pour les ACI BXL s'éleve a 15.840.000
EUR et les recettes affectées sont estimées a 33.660.000 EUR.

Observations:

En plus des dépenses directes relatives aux AIC, et conformément a la guidance charge back annexée aux
régles internes de la Commission, les dépenses indirectes suivantes sont intrinséquement liées a la capacité
du SCIC a fournir des services d’interprétation:

La DG SCIC entend €galement rétrocéder a la ligne 26 01 22 02 «Acquisition et location d’immeubles a
Bruxelles » 692.588€ sous forme de recettes affectées pour rembourser le de colt d'hébergement du
personnel affecté a 1’activité d’interprétation a destination des usagers payants, soit 68% de 1.018.512
EUR.

Ce crédit finance le support professionnel spécifique des interprétes de conférence fonctionnaires et des
AIC (interpretes auxiliaires de conférences). Compte tenu des spécificités de leur profession, les
interpretes doivent acquérir une maitrise des langues et de leur culture beaucoup plus profonde et active
qu'un utilisateur général. Le cycle de formation des interpretes pour l'apprentissage et le maintien des
langues combine des périodes dimmersion linguistique et des cours de langue plus intensifs et approfondis
que les cours organisés habituellement par la Commission. L'acquisition effective d'une langue requiert 4 a
7 ans d'apprentissage. La politique de formation s'inscrit donc dans la durée.

Le nombre moyen de langues maitrisées par interpréte a un impact immeédiat sur le nombre d'interpretes
affectés a une réunion et donc sur le colt de la prestation du service d'interprétation. Pour permettre une
gestion optimale de l'affectation des interpretes dans des réunions qui comptent 24 langues officielles, il
faut que ceux-ci maitrisent en moyenne quatre langues minimum.

Fin 2018, 'interprete-type de la DG SCIC est de grade AD10, a 49 ans et maitrise 4,3 langues passives
(contre 3,5 en 2013). Mais cette moyenne cache de treés grandes disparités d’une langue a 1’autre. Dans les
unités linguistiques créées a partir de 2004, l'interpréte a un grade moyen entre AD7 et AD8, un age
moyen de 43 ans et maitrise 3,4 langues, tandis que dans les unités linguistiques plus anciennes, les
interpretes ont un age moyen de 50 ans, un grade moyen AD11 et maitrisent en moyenne de 4,7 langues.
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En outre, les projections sur I’évolution des langues passives (7 cabines "relais") montrent que la DG
SCIC perdra au moins 9% du nombre total des langues passives interprétées actuellement dans les 2,5
années qui viennent a la suite des départs a la retraite. Les mémes constats s’observent dans la population
des AIC de ces cabines ou les pertes seront encore plus élevées. Or l'anglais est une des langues les plus
fréquemment utilisées en réunion, y compris par des délégués dont ce n'est pas la langue maternelle.
L'anglais restant une langue officielle trés largement utilisée, les utilisateurs de nos services confirment
que son usage restera stable dans l'avenir.

Il est donc indispensable d'investir durablement dans la formation linguistique, en particulier pour les
nouveaux colleégues, pour les langues trés déficitaires ainsi que pour l'apprentissage du croate dont le
processus de consolidation est en cours. En 2018 grace au soutien du SCIC, 38 interpretes fonctionnaires
ajoutent une langue chaque année a leur combinaison linguistique.

En vertu des dispositions de la convention régissant les conditions de travail des interprétes AIC, ceux-ci
ont accés a un support limité a la formation linguistique sous la forme d'octroi de bourses d'immersion
linguistique et de cheques pédagogiques. En 2018, 15 AIC ont ajouté une langue grace au soutien du
SCIC. Compte tenu de la diminution structurelle des interpretes fonctionnaires observée au cours de
dernieres années, le SCIC étudie 'opportunité de renforcer ses actions de soutien professionnel au profit
des AICs accrédités.

Ce crédit couvre également des actions d'analyse des besoins de formation et le développement progressif
de modules d’e-learning/blended learning ainsi que l'organisation de séminaires de formation
professionnelle spécifiquement destinés aux interpretes. Vu l'importance de l'acquisition et du maintien de
retour pour les interprétes des langues les moins répandues, ce crédit financera en 2020 les cours
spécifiques nécessaires pour l'entretien des langues les plus fréquemment utilisées dans les pays des
présidences a venir et les langues de "retour", sur base d'une rotation.

En tenant compte le ratio d’activité 2020 Commission/usagers payants (32%/68%) la demande de crédits
de base pour cette activité s’éléve a 157.280 EUR et les recettes affectées sont estimées a 342.720 EUR.

Dans le cadre stratégique du multilinguisme, le SCIC fournit un support aux programmes de formation
d’interprétes de conférences: subventions aux universités, formations pour formateurs et programmes
d’assistance pédagogique, bourses et visites d’étudiants et programme d’intégration professionnelle. Cette
politique fournit des résultats concrets et mesurables.

En 2018, la DG SCIC a accrédité 56 nouveaux interpretes free-lance dont 27 ont regu un soutien grace aux
actions financées dans le cadre du programme de travail de la DG; en particulier 9 ont été formés dans des
cours subventionnés, 9 ont bénéficié d'une bourse, et 9 ont recu ces deux types de soutien. Ces résultats
montrent que pour les langues plus critiques en termes de disponibilité d'interpretes qualifiés et qui sont
ciblés par les actions de support de la DG SCIC, les objectifs du programme de travail sont atteints.

Bien que ces programmes soient ouverts a tous les étudiants inscrits aux universités de I’Union offrant des
formations d'interprétation de niveau post-universitaire, le SCIC vise a promouvoir plus particuliérement
la formation dans les langues déficitaires ou considérées comme prioritaires en fonction des besoins du
Service.

D’une fagon subsidiaire, les programmes de soutien aux universités sont €galement offerts aux pays
candidats (Albanie, Kosovo, République de Macédoine du Nord, Monténégro, Serbie, Turquie). L’ objectif
poursuivi est d'assurer la création et le maintien d'une capacité de formation a I’interprétation de qualité,
afin de disposer d’un vivier de candidats de qualité pour les tests d’accréditation et les concours de
recrutement d’interpretes qui seront organisés lorsque ces pays deviendront membres de 1'UE.
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Pour répondre a ses besoins opérationnels, la DG SCIC peut €galement étre amenée a fournir un soutien
ponctuel et limité a certaines autres langues pour lesquelles un besoin d'interprétation est exprimé au sein
des Institutions.

Ce crédit couvre également des actions d'analyse des besoins de formation et de développement d'un
"knowledge centre" regroupant les outils pédagogiques disponibles pour la formation des interpretes a tous
les stades de leur apprentissage, de support a la politique de multilinguisme, ainsi que, de fagon tres
marginale, des dépenses de communication liées a ces programmes de formation.

The Official Journal of the European Union (OJ) is published simultaneously in 23 or 24 languages. It
consists of three series: L series (Legislation) contains legislative and non-legislative acts of EU
institutions (regulations, directives, decisions), international agreements or acts from the Economic
European Area; C series (Information and Notices) contains a wide range of EU information (preparatory
acts, competition notices, etc.); and S series (Supplement to the Official Journal) which is dedicated to the
European public procurement and is financed from a separate budget line.

This item concerns exclusively the L. and C series of the OJ. The related appropriations are intended to
cover all direct costs incurred for the publication of Commission and other institutions documents in
electronic form and on paper (10 copies per language version).

As of 2020, according to the decision of the Publications Office Management Committee following the
written procedure No 9/2018 of 14 November 2018, these costs are transferred from the various
institutions’ budget to the Office budget.

In 2018 the outturn amounted to EUR 2 390 000, and in 2019 the estimated budget is EUR 2 558 000
(budget item 26 01 11 Official Journal of the European Union (L and C series), all institutions).

The estimated volume of pages to be published in 2020, per institution, is based on 2018 trends, while the
average price per page is based on the current contract which will expire end of March 2019.

A new production contract will enter into force in April 2019 (for three lots) and September 2019 (for the
remaining lot).

Strict monitoring of the financial and operational execution allowed the Office to keep the publication
costs of the OJ at a historically low level. The level of 2019 credits (all institutions) is proposed for 2020.
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- Production costs (estimated volume of around 2 500 000 PDF pages);

- Consistency checks contributing to the overall quality of the legislation. These checks consist of
verifying whether all amendments to a basic legal instrument have been properly integrated in the
consolidated text. They also allow for the identification of errors in the published legal acts;

- Quality control based on sampling, in particular of XML deliverables. This task consist of
identifying systematic problems that are not properly detected by automatic validation, proposing
useful extensions and improvements of the automatic validation process and providing assistance to
the operational team in the scope of the dissemination process monitoring.

As of 2020, according to the decision of the Management Committee following the written procedure No
9/2018 of 14 November 2018, the costs for consolidation are transferred from the line 26 01 10
Consolidation of Union law to the Office budget.

In 2018 the outturn amounted to EUR 1 346 155, and in 2109 the allocated budget is EUR 1 325 000
(budget item 26 01 10 Consolidation of Union law).

5.1.2. Summaries of Union legislation

Summaries of Union legislation consist in producing and publishing non-legally binding, easy-to-read
texts that summarise key points of the individual legal acts, in order to allow the interested public to better
understand EU law. This involves drafting, translating and regular updating of the summaries, including
the analysis of evolution of the legislation and priorities, as well as their introductory texts on the EUR-
Lex portal, glossary entries and defining terms used across the summaries. Summaries are published in
electronic format via EUR-Lex, in 24 EU official languages.

Summaries of Union legislation represent an important service which contributes to offering an easier
access to EU law, and is in line with the efforts of the ‘Smart Regulation’ initiative [COM(2010) 543
final].

As of 2020, according to the decision of the Management Committee following the written procedure No
9/2018 of 14 November 2018, the costs for summaries are transferred from the line 26 01 12 Summaries of
Union legislation (including the contributions from the European Parliament and the Council) to the Office
budget.

In 2018 the outturn amounted to EUR 773 492, and in 2109 the allocated budget is EUR 790 000 (budget
item 26 01 12 Summaries of Union legislation, all institutions).

5.1.3. Case-law

production costs of Union case-law, are transferred to the Office budget.

In 2018 the outturn amounted to EUR 205 917, and in 2109 the estimated budget is EUR 220 000 (budget
item A2 02 01 Production, assigned revenues from the Court of Justice of the European Union).

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The strategic objective 2 is closely linked to strategic objective 6 which is intended to centralise and
rationalise publication activities of the EU institutions and achieve overall efficiency gains for the author
services in the domain of publication.

As a reminder, the Office pre-finances the production of publications for a number of author services. The
costs incurred are later on re-invoiced, which results in the receipt of assigned revenues.

The amount of revenues in 2020 is estimated at EUR 2 900 000 (see table at the end of this Article).
5.1.2. Printshop
The Office maintains a team of graphic designers and a team managing a small internal printshop.

The Office also ensures a technology watch of digital and print developments (as a member of the
International Digital Publishing Form), gives technical and practical advice and implements clients’
publications projects via public procurement contracts.

As of February 2018, the printshop previously managed by OIL was transferred to the Office and the
relevant costs were charged on the Buildings line within the 2019 Draft Budget (EUR 168 000 under
posting criteria 43100 and EUR 50 000 under posting criteria 44100).

As of 2020, it is proposed to transfer these costs to the General publications line and merge them with the
costs of the Office printshop, in order to rationalise the management of this activity.

In 2020, as in previous years, the Office will decrease the request of C1 credits for the internal printshop in
order to reduce the level of carried over assigned revenues.

5.1.3. Outsourced proofreading, other editorial works

Proofreading work is also delivered under contracts concluded with external contractors according to the
urgency of the work.

The implementation of strategic objectives 3 and 6, aiming to refocus quality control and to promote more
efficient communication by seeking synergies in the domain of publication, will also imply the
introduction of a reshaped service, substantial changes to working methods, training, and IT development.
This will also require a significant level of consultancy support.

In 2018, the level of implementation of proofreading contracts was particularly low. Most contractors left
the contract for the languages EN, FR, DE and GA (which are the languages with the greatest need)
because of too low prices and too irregular requests. This problem has been temporarily solved by using a
larger number of external staff (temporary and contract staff).

At the same time, the Office launched a low-value contract to deal with the most urgent and a medium-
value contract with a more adequate definition of tasks, which will come into force in March 2019 and will
allow the Office to resume regular operations.

S.1.4. CIBA support

It is standard practice that all permanent and non-permanent Selection Board members
follow an intensive and compulsory 5 or 3-day training program before they start their work as an assessor.
Refresher training courses are organized on a regular basis.

Moreover, all officials involved in the marking of written exams (case studies) will have to follow a
specific half-day training course.
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Although EPSO endeavors to train a high number of Selection Board members by its own internal team of
psychologists, several training sessions will nonetheless have to be given by external trainers, under
existing and/or new (framework) contracts.

As to the staff members working in the European School of Administration, participation in conferences
and training events enables them to keep abreast of the latest developments in the field of training.

This appropriation covers the cost of the IT projects to complete a digital transformation and finalise
delivery of a planned IT suite to support EPSO's activity in an efficient and sustainable manner and replace
the current tools which are no longer aligned to the business needs and processes (the Recruiter Portal has
already replaced the previous electronic Reserve List (eRL) tool, for example). It aims to provide an
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efficient and rationalized solution, integrated with the other HR management systems used to recruit and
accompany successful candidates throughout their career in the Institutions. These IT rationalization
efforts require additional investments before the desired efficiency gains in automation and the
harmonization of business processes of different DGs can be realized and in the context of the phasing out
of the technology ColdFusion at the end of 2020 whilst at the same time, the existing technical debt
continued to increase, absorbing a growing amount of resources at the expense of the modernisation
activity as per the initial schedule. At the end of 2017 and as suggested by the Internal Audit Service as
part of their audit on the management of IT programmes and projects in the HR family, a joint
EPSO/DIGIT study was performed by an independent party to help identify the optimal IT delivery
strategy, taking into account the potential role of EPSO's selection tools at corporate level, notably for the
traineeship campaigns. The study also produced a high-level roadmap for the possible IT solutions, bought
or built, while adhering to a common architecture for the HR family and with the Commission digital
strategy. In this context, an additional exceptional investment is required in 2020 given the need to support
in parallel during the budgetary exercise on the one hand the roll-out and full integration of the new IT
system and on the other hand the smooth phasing out of the existing tools, including successful transfers of
all core data of competitions.

The staffing of IT development is hereunder clearly distinguished from that necessary to support ongoing
IT system maintenance within EPSO (specified in the next section). However the exact composition of the
team will be determined by the above-mentioned study, planned to complete by the second quarter of
2019.

The main justification for the requested budget is closely linked to the level of interest in EU careers in
many Member States, and the subsequent high number of candidates participating in the first stages of our
annual selection procedures (admission tests). EPSO is legally obliged to test all candidates. Moreover,
and in order to meet the requirements of geographical balance as pointed out in the related report issued by
the Commission in 2018, EPSO will continue in 2020 to take measures in order to increase the pool of
applicants of underrepresented Member States.

The requested budget will be used for the following activities:

COMMUNICATIONS STRATEGY AND PUBLICITY

Over the last nine years, EPSO launched a series of ongoing activities to increase the attractiveness of EU
Careers. A further reinforcement of these measures is required in 2020 in the context of a renewed
Employer Brand adopted in 2018 in order both to allow the Institutions to recruit the highly qualified staff
they require to perform their missions efficiently, as well as to ensure sustainable geographical balance, all
of this in the context of an increasingly challenging competition for talent and the ongoing digital
revolution. Several activities and new actions below will be financed in 2020, among which:

— Mandatory communication and information efforts to be further reinforced and maintained in 24
languages (as opposed to 3 languages previously) to implement the latest Court rulings, both in online
and in print products.

— Strengthening of the EU Careers Employer Brand, targeted publicity of competitions in the media,
evaluation and monitoring of branding activities in view of developing strategies to target top talent
and under-represented groups in line with the Commission’s recent Communication on Diversity.

— Enhancement of communication efforts to attract applicants from now twelve under-represented
countries (compared to 8 in previous years), in line with the Commission’s report on Geographical
Balance, published in June 2018.
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— Implementation and roll-out of the revised Employer Value Proposition for the EU-Institutions in order
to differentiate the Institutions from other employers targeting the brightest and best of the next
generations.

— Reinforcing the promotion of competitions by producing targeted videos to complement the Notices of
Competitions for each competition.

— Organization of and participation in various events: career fairs, supporting stakeholders' and
multipliers' events, production of visual identity material, explanatory videos on the application
procedure and print documentation.

— Continued enhancement on communication through social media.

— Maintaining and further developing the EU Careers Ambassadors program. This program has become
a core part of the communication strategy that will need to be maintained in all Member States.

— Strengthening of the relations with the university career services via seminars and regular contacts.

— Implementing fact based strategy planning through the use of output from surveys and monitoring
tools.

— Attracting more talent with disabilities: Following the UN committee’s recommendations about
increasing employment of persons with disabilities within the EU Institutions, EPSO will pursue its
targeted communication plan aiming at attracting more candidates with disabilities. In order to
demystify the selection procedure and how to request reasonable accommodations of selection tests,
EPSO will develop promotional material accessible to all such as brochures in Braille, targeted
animated video explaining our Reasonable Accommodation procedures, manuals. ..

Total amount Communications strategy and publicity: EUR 360.000

RENTING OF ROOMS

In 2020, some of the Specialists' competitions and selection procedures for Contractual Agents will have
to be carried out under the classic system (i.e. written tests on paper). Furthermore, rooms have to be
rented for the yearly Certification exercise.

Total amount Renting of rooms: EUR 30.000

PROCUREMENT OF TEST MATERIAL

In the framework of the CAST Permanent selection, a dedicated procurement process is ongoing for the
delivery of examinations to candidates for professional drivers in the EU institutions. At this stage in time,
it is not possible to base estimates on the price structure, as the procurement process will only be finalised
end of 2019. The budgetary needs have therefore been based on the previous tender procedure launched in
2012 and the needs expressed by the institutions. The estimated amount for this framework contract over
four years is EUR 300.000 which represents an annual cost of EUR 75.000 from 2020 onwards.

The initial estimate of 250.000 per year for the implementation of the ongoing MS Office skills context
can be reduced to 215.000 € based on past consumption and estimated needs for 2020.

In light of the permanent reflection on further improvements to the EU selection processes, EPSO will
continue to organize small pilot projects in 2020 to trial new types of items. In this context, restricted calls
for tender (maximum amount of EUR 60.000) will be used to identify a suitable service provider to design
(or deliver off-the-shelf) test content.

Total amount Procurement of test material: EUR 350.000

TEST REPRODUCTION
Some tests have to be produced in braille for disabled candidates.

Total amount Procurement of test material: EUR 5.000

REIMBURSEMENT OF TRAVEL EXPENSES TO CANDIDATES

The number of candidates to be invited to the Assessment Centres will be about three times the number of
laureates expected, with 55% of them entitled to reimbursement. The new rules in force since 2018 also
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result in a slight reduction of amounts. The working hypothesis for 2020 is that 1.200 candidates will be
entitled to reimbursement of their travel expenses, with an average reimbursement of EUR 250.

Total amount Reimbursement of travel expenses (rounded): EUR 300.000

MISCELLANEOUS COMPETITION COSTS

This amount will be used for the purchase of small items required for the daily running of EPSO's
Assessment centre (stationary, badges, tokens, etc.) and for the payment of the annual fee of a Service
Level Agreement concerning the provision of services by Directorate-General Human Resources and
Security.

Total amount Miscellaneous: EUR 116.000

JURY MEMBERS AND ASSESSORS
The amount foreseen will be used to:

— Cover expenses related to the meetings of the examining board for the Certification exercise;

— Finance the reimbursement of travel and accommodation expenses, as well as the daily mission
allowances of any internal and external assessors nominated to assist EPSO's Selection Boards in the
execution of their tasks;

— Finance the reimbursement of travel and accommodation expenses, as well as the daily mission
allowances of (retired) officials from other Institutions than the Commission on Selection Boards
nominated by EPSO;

— The increase is justified by the real expenditure.

Total amount Jury members and assessors: EUR 200.000

CBT-DELIVERY (COMPUTER-BASED TESTING)

The budgetary needs related to CBT in 2020 are based on the prices included in the new framework for
delivery of computer-based tests which resulted in increased prices compared to the previous framework
contract. The contract was concluded in August 2018 for a duration of four years and is divided in 2
different lots: Multiple choice and essay type computer based tests, and Internet-based testing.

Several elements must be taken into account when it comes to calculating the budget which will be needed
for CBT delivery in 2020:

— After the Court rulings on the use of languages, selections started to take up again in 2017/2018. This
trend is expected to continue for 2020.

— Analysis show that the generalised use of on-line self-assessment and self-selection (which is also
deployed upfront in specialist competitions) before application as well as the implementation of new
approaches to testing (such as the CAST Permanent model) contributed to keeping the number of
applicants at acceptable levels;

— The total recruitment needs expressed by the Institutions for 2020 have not yet been established.
However, EPSO is legally obliged to test all candidates irrespective of the target number of laureates
(except for contract agents — see below), and all main cycles (AD generalist, AST-SC and Linguists)
are expected to be held in 2020, together with an increasingly higher number of specialist competitions
compared to previous years which is due to the policy shift from recruiting specialists rather than
generalists;

— The intermediate E-tray as part of large AD competitions will continue to be delivered as an additional
testing stage (after CBT) and will also be developed for other types of selections, in particular at
AST/SC level,

— For contract agent selection processes, the CAST Permanent selection model published in January
2017 will continue to operate at cruising speed and additional profiles are requested by the Institutions
regularly. Under this model only a limited number of applicants will be tested given the fact that a)
recruiting services will pre-screen the population of applicants to identify the candidates to be tested
(based on a maximum ratio of 10 candidates to be tested per individual vacancy) and b) the fact that
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results will be valid for a longer period across different profiles and function groups thereby avoiding
the need to retest candidates ("Entry ticket" mechanism). Despite the increased number of profiles, it is
expected that the number of tested candidates will remain stable.

For ease of reference, the main calculations made to justify the global amount are detailed below (under
the new framework prices vary according to the number of tests and applied linguistic regime):

MCQ and Essay-type tests (lot 1):

— AD cycle: 16.000 candidates for a 120" testing session = 16.000 x EUR 63,21 = EUR 1.011.360

— AST-SC cycle : 4.500 candidates for a 150" testing session = 4.500 x EUR 63,21 = EUR 284 .445

— Translators cycle: 2.500 candidates for a 150’ testing session = 2.500 x EUR 63 = EUR 157.500

— AD and AST Specialists: 8.500 candidates for a 90' testing session = 8.500 x EUR 60 = EUR 510.000

— CAST Permanent: 6.000 candidates for a 150" testing session = 6.000 x EUR 64 = EUR 384.000

— PM?/Agile: 600 candidates for a 90' testing session = 600 x EUR 60 = EUR 36.000

— Junior Professionals Programme: 2 x 80 candidates for a 95' testing session = 160 x EUR 64 =
EUR 10.240

— E-tray intermediate stage as part of the annual cycles: 2000 candidates for a 90' testing session x
EUR 73,40 = EUR 146.800

— Essay-type exams (case studies and translations): 3.000 candidates (AD, AST, Linguists and specialists
combined) for a 150' testing session x EUR 92 = EUR 276.000

Sub-total = EUR 2.816.345
IBT (lot 2):

— online self-assessment: lump sum of EUR 250.000 ;

— delivery of tests in the premises of the Institutions (JRC) via the IBT platform: 500 candidates x

Video remote interview:

A dedicated procurement process was launched in November 2018 for the upcoming deployment of video
remote interviews, which will allow generating savings on travel expenses, CBT and assessment center
costs.

At this stage in time, it is not yet possible to base estimates on the price structure, as the procurement
process is still ongoing.

The budgetary needs related to video remote interviews in 2020 have therefore been based on a pilot
project in the absence of other available data at this stage.

This represents an annual cost of EUR 187.550 from 2019 onwards. As it will most probably be
introduced in 2020 for the first time, we estimate a use of only 25% of the amount.

ASSESSMENT OF THIRD LANGUAGE

The framework contracts for the 'third language assessment' have been awarded in 2016 to three different
contractors. The current individual prices vary according to the language concerned and the number of
candidates. The tests are organized directly by the contractors on basis of the lists submitted by EPSO.

Assessment of the third language is compulsory before the first promotion. After 9 years of operation, it
can be estimated that the number of tests to be delivered will be between 350 — 400. Taking into account
candidates to be tested and coming from the various agencies, EUR 60.000 will be needed in 2020 to cover
the assessment of third language.
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Total amount Assessment of third language: EUR 60.000

ASSESSMENT CENTRES

In 2018 a new framework contract was signed in order to cover the delivery of case-studies, group
exercises, oral presentations and E-trays, used by EPSO in the open competitions. Test development runs
under a model of database of exercises (exercises are created upfront, independently of the competitions).

The applicable pricing (which follows a different structure and prices compared to the previous framework
contract), divided in work packages, varies depending both on type and scope of the test (basic version of a
test or variations derived therefrom, new exercises or adaptations of pre-existing tests). Following the
growing maturity of the model, a substantial shift is made between the development of new tests (less
needed) and the increased adaption of existing tests allowing for a better use of the database.

The estimates for 2020 are based on the current Assessment Centre model and past consumption rates.
